SOLDIERS TO RECEIVE 
$60 BONUS

Camp Travis, Texas, March 5.
A bonus of sixty dollars will 

be paid every person who serv­
ed in the military or naval forces 
of the United States during the 
present war and who has resign­
ed or been discharged under 
honorable conditions since April 
6, 1917. This bonus also applies 
in case of reservists who have

War Council on Retirement An­
nounces Cash and Supplies 

Contributed.

WORKERS WILL. “CARRY ON.”

Five Bio Societies It) World Wide Plan 
H. p. Davison Head* International 

American Red Croes Commission 

Dr. Livingston Farrand Permanent 

Leader of Peace Organization.

Washington.—(Special.) Henry P, 
Davison us chairman issues the follow­
ing statement on behalf of the Vf ar 
Council of the American Red Cross : 
“ To the American People :

“The War Council of the American

!ted Cross appointed hy I’ residenl Wil­
son on May 10, UH7, to curry on the 
work of the American Ited Cross dur­
ing the war, at their request and by 
vote of the Central Committee, ceased 
at midnight, February 2S. ®

“Immediately the armistice was 
signed tiie War Cotincil instituted 
studies to determine when the strict­
ly war work of the organization would 
havo been sufficiently matured to en­
able the direction of affairs to be re­
sumed by tiie permanent staff. Henry 
P. Davison, being in Paris when tiie 
armistice was signed, summoned a 
conference there of tiie heads of all 
tiie Rod Cross Commissions in- Europe 
to canvass the situation. After con­
sidering all the factors it was con­
cluded to make the transition on 
March 1. The very fortunate choice 
of Dr. Livingston Farrand as the new 
chairman of the Central Committee, 
and thereby the permanent chief ex­
ecutive of the Red Cross, makes possi­
ble the consummation of this plan tin­
der the most favorable conditions 
Accounts Audited by War Department.

“Detailed reports to Congress and a 
complete audit of its accounts by the 
War Department will constitute the 
final record of lied Cross activity <t«r- 
ing the war. Although it has been 
tiie rule to make public all expendi- 
ures when authorilzed and to give de­

tailed information relative to all work 
undertaken, the War Council in turn­
ing over its responsibilities to Dr. bar- 
and and his associates desire to give 

1 brief resume or Red Cross war rime 
tetivities to the American people, to 
whom the Red Cro-.s belong, and whose 
generous contributions have made pos­
sible all that has been accomplished.

During the pas: nearly twenty-one 
months tiie American people have 
given in cash and supplies to- tiie 
American Red Crcas more than ?=ttX>.- 
000,000. No value can be placed upon 
the contributions of service which 
have been given without stint and of­
tentimes at great sacrifice by millions 
of our people.

The effort of the American Red 
Cross in tills war tias constituted by 
far the largest voluntary gifts of 
money, of hand and heart, ever con­
tributed purely for the relief of hu­
man suffering. Through the Red Cross 
the heart and spirit of the whole 
American people have been mobilized 
to take care of our own, to relieve the 
misery incident to the war, and also 
•to reveal to tiie world the supreme 
Ideals of our national life. -

“Everyone who has had any part in 
this war effort of the Red Cross is en­
titled to congratulate himself. No 
thanks from anyone could be equal in 
value to the self satisfaction every­
one should feel for the part taken. 
Fully 8,000,000 American women have 
exerted themselves in Red Cross serv­
ice. '

Has Over 17,000 000 Adult Members.
“ When we entered the war the 

American Red Cross had about 500,000 
members. Today, us tiie result of the 
recent Christinas membership Roll 
Call, there are upwards of 17,000.000 
full paid members outside of the mem­
bers of tiie junior Red Cross, number­
ing perhaps 9,000,000 school children 
additional.

"The chief effort of tiie Red Cross 
during tiie war has been to care for 
our men in service and to aid our 
army and navy wherever tiie Red 
Cross.may bo called on to assist. As 
to this phase of-the work Surgeon (Jen- 
orul Ireland of the U. S. Array recent­
ly said : ‘The Red Cross lias been an 
enterprise as vast ns the war itself. 
From the beginning it lias done those 
tilings which 'he Army Medical Corps 
wanted done, but could not do itself.1

"The Red Cross endeavor in France 
lias naturally been upon nil exception­
ally large scale where service lia* 
been rendered to tile American Army 
and to the French Army ami the 
French people as well, tiie latter par- 
ucttlnrly during the trying period 
when the Allied World was waiting 
for the American Army to arise in 
force and power. Hospital emergency 
service for our army in France has 
greatly diminished, but the Rod Cross 
is still being calle' upon for service 
■ipoii a largo scale In ilio great base 
hospitals, where lli'uisnnils of Ameri­
can sick and wounded are still receiv­
ing attention. At these hospitals the 
Red Cross supplies ’vats and facilities 
for the tuizEcrx::! v,v.d recreation cf 
tiie roan as they iie'-tno convalescent. 
Our Army of Ooou.Vition in Germany 
-.'as followed with Medical units pre­
pared to render the ranie emergency 
aid and supply serv'd'? width was the 
primary business of- tlio Rod Cros>- 
during hostilities. T 1:** Army Cantor- 
service along the lines of travel bar
actually increased since the armistice.

“As for work among the French peo­
ple, now that hostilities have ceased, 
the French themselves, naturally pre­
fer as far as. possible to provide for 
tlielr own: It has accordingly been de­
termined that the guiding principle of 
Red Cross policy ill France henceforth 
shall bo to have punctilious regard to 
its every responsibility, but to direct 
its efforts primarily to assisting 
French relief societies. The liberated 
and devastated regions of France have 
been divided by tiie government into 
small districts, each officially assigned 
to a designated French relief organi­
zation.

“The American Red Cross work In 
France was initiated by a commission 
of eighteen men who landed on French 
shores .Tune 13, 1917. Since then 
some 9,000 persons have been upon the 
rolls In France, of wliom 7,000 were 
actively engaged when the armistice 
was signed. An indication of the pres­
ent scale of tiie work will be obtained 
from the fact that the services of 0,000 
persons are stffl required.

"Our American Expeditionary Force 
having largely evacuated England, the 
activities of the Red Cross Commis­
sion there are naturally upon a dimtn-

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE STATE  
CONSTITUTION PROHIBITING 

THE MANUFACTURE AND  
SALE OF INTOXICATING 

LIQUORS.

House Joint Resolution No. 1
A  resolution proposing to amend the Consti­

tution of the State of Texas, by amending 
Article 16, Section 20 thereof by striking 
out and repealing said section and substi­
tuting in lieu thereof a new Section 20, pro­
hibiting the manufacture, sale, barter or 
exchange in the State of Texas of spirit­
uous, vinous or malt liquors or medicated 
bitters capable of producing intoxication, 
or any other intoxicant whatever, except 
-for medicinal, mechanical, scientific or sac­
ramental purposes, and providing that the 
Legislature shall enact laws to enforce this 
section; providing that until the Legisla­
ture shall prescribe other or different reg­
ulations on the subject the sale of spirit­
uous, vinous or malt liquors or medicated 
bitters, capable of producing intoxication, 
or any other intoxicant whatever, for 
icinal purposes shall be made only in cases I 
of actual sickness, and then only upon pre­
scription of a regular practicing physician, 
subject to certain regulations with refer­
ence to the same; providing that this 
amendment shall be self-operative, ancl 
until the Legislature shall provide other or 
different penalties, the violation of any 
part of this constitutional provision shall 
He deemed a felony punishable by confine­
ment in the penitentiary for a term of 
years specified, without the benefit of any 
law providing for suspended sentence; con­
ferring authority upon the District Courts 
and judges thereof, under their equity pow­
ers, to issue upon suit of the Attorney 
General injunctions against infractions or 
threatened infractions of any part of this 
constitutional provision; providing that, 
without affecting the provisions herein, in­
toxicating liquors are declared to be sub­
ject to the general police power of this 
State; declaring that the Legislature shall 
have power to pass any additional prohib­
itory laws in aid thereof which it may 
deem advisable; fixing the time for the 
election for the adoption or rejection of 
said proposed constitutional amendment 
and prescribing certain rules and regula­
tions with reference to the same; declaring 
that the provisions of the General Election 
Law shall govern in all respects 3s to qual­
ification of electors and method of holding 
the election and in all other respects wi;ere 
applicable; directing proclamation for the 
election and making certain provisions for 
the election and ballots thereof and method 
of voting; prescribing certain duties for the 
Governor of the State; and making an ap­
propriation to carry out this resolution.

-Be it resolved by the Legislature of the State 
Of Texas:

SECTION 1. That Article 16 of the Con­
stitution of the Stat<? of Texas be amended 
-Hy striking out and repealing Section 20 
thereof and substituting in lieu of said Sec­
tion 20 the following;

SEC. 20. (a) The manufacture, sale, barter
and exchange in the State of Texas, o f spir­
ituous, vinous or malt liquors or medicated 
luttcrs capable of producing intoxication, or 
any other intoxicant whatever except for me­
dicinal, mechanical, scientific or sacramental 
purposes, arc each and all hereby prohibited.

The Legislature shall enact laws to en­
force this section.

(b) Until the Legislature shall prescribe 
other or different regulations on the sub­
ject, the sale of spirituous, vinous or malt 
liquers, or medicated bitters, capable of. pro­
ducing intoxication, or any other intoxicant 
whatever, for medicinal purposes shall be 
made only in cases of actual sickness, and 
then only upon the prescription of a regular 
practicing physician, subject to the regula­
tions applicable to sales under prescriptions 
in prohibited territory by virtue of Article 
39S, Chapter 7. Title II, of the Fenal Code of 
the State of Texas.

(c ) This amendment is self-operative, and 
until the Legislature shall prescribe other or 
different penalties, any person, acting for 
himself or in behalf of another, or in behalf 
of any partnership, corporation or associa­
tion of persons, who shall, after the adop­
tion o f this amendment, violate any part of 
this constitutional provision shall be deem­
ed guilty of a felony, and shall, upon con­
viction in a prosecution commenced, carried 
on and concluded in the manner prescribed 
by law in cases of felonies, be punished by 
confinement in the penitentiary for a period 
of time not less than one year nor more 
than five years, without the benefit of any 
law providing for suspended sentence. And 
the district courts and the judges thereof, 
under their equity powers, shall have the au­
thority to issue, upon suit of the Attorney- 
General, injunctions against infractions or 
threatened infractions of any part, of i  this* 
constitutional provision.

(d) Without affecting the provisions here­
in, intoxicatixig liquors are declared to be 
subject to the general police power of the. 
State; and the Legislature' shall have the 
power to pass any additional prohibitory 
laws, or laws in aid thereof, which it may 
deem advisable.

(c) Liability for violating any liquor laws 
in force at the time of the adoption of this 
amendment shall not be affected l>3' this 
amendment, and all remedies, civil and crim­
inal, for such violations shall be preserved.

SEC. 2. The foregoing constitutional 
amendment shall be submitted to a vote of 
the qualified electors for members of the 
Legislature at an election to be held through­
out the State of Texas on the fourth Satur­
day in May, being the twenty-fourth day 
thereof, A. D. 1919. At said election, the vote 
shall be by official ballot, which shall have 
printed or written at the top thereof in plain 
letters the words, “ Official Ballot,”  Said 
ballot shall have also written or printed 
thereon the words, “ For Prohibition,”  and 
the words, “ Against Prohibition.”

All voters favoring said proposed, amend­
ment shall erase the words “ Against Prohi­
bition'’ by making a mark through the- 
same, and those opposing it shall erase the 
words, “ For Prohibition,” by making a 
mark through the same.

If a majority of the votes cast at said elec­
tion shall be “ For Prohibition,”  said amend­
ment shall be declared adopted. If a majority 
of the votes shall be “ Against Prohibition.” 
said amendment shall be lost, and so de­
clared.

All the provisions of the General Election 
Laws as amended and in force at the time 
of said election is held shall govern in all 
respects as to the qualifications of the elec­
tors, the method of holding such election, 
and all other respects, so far as such elec­
tion laws can be made applicable.

SEC. 3. The Governor of the State is 
hereby directed to issue the ncressary proc­
lamation for said election and to have the 
same published as required by the Consti­
tution and laws of this State.

SEC. 4. The sum of Five Thousand Dol­
lars ($5,000.00) or so much thereof as may 
be necessary, is hereby appropriated out of 
any funds in the State Treasury, not other­
wise appropriated, to defray the expenses of 
such proclamation and election.

House Joint Resolution No. 15.
To amend Section 50. Article 3, of the Con­

stitution of the State of Texas, to provide 
that the Legislature shall have power to

give or lend, or authorize 9hc giving or 
lending, of the ,credits off ftbc Sia-te £or the 
purpose of assisting citizens vdbo arc lieads 
of families to acquire, or «njjrovc their 
homes; authorizing the: State, to  acquire, 
improve, sell or lease real estate or  assist 
such citizens to acquire or  improve their 
homes upon terms and ooauiitions pre­
scribed by the Legislature.; aaihorizttig the 
Legislature to create sue« ngeazeses as may 
be necessary to carry oat «he purposes of 
this section; providing tf&aî obligations' 
created under this section shall never be 
taxed; and providing that the Legislature 
shall have authority to provide a. method 
of securing any deferred payments for 
lands purchased hereunder, and that such 
obligations shall be secured an addition to 
the usual liens by an. annuai assessment 

collected as a tax against îlac land; and 
providing that the Legislature shall liayc. 
n.o power to relieve any perssm  from any 
obligation entered into under this provis­
ion or any statute enacted thereunder; 
and providing for the- clarification of 
kinds acquired' under this A ci, and 'limit­
ing acreage sold to any one person  ivfoerfc 
lands arc classed as agricoBtar-aL 

Be it resolved by the L^pal'Atiare df the 
State of Texas:

SECTION 1. That Section 50» o f Article 3, 
of the Constitution of the State *d Texas, be 
so amended that the same sriZl read and: 
hereafter be as follows:- 

SEC. 50. The Legislature sEsaZl have no 
power to give or to lend, or 1«  authorize the 
giving or lending, of the credit o f the State 
in aid of or to any person, association, in­
corporation, whether municipal oar other, or: 
to pledge the credit of the State in any man­
ner whatsoever, for the payrrtaeasl o f the lia­
bilities, present or prospective, of aray indi­
vidual, association of individuals, ¡municipal 
or other corporation, whatsoever, except 
that the Legislature shall h sw  the power to 
give or to lend, or to authorize the giving 
or lending, of the credit o f the State for the 
purpose o f assisting native jfecrsi or natural­
ized citizens who are heads of families and 
who will become in good faith actual occu­
pants, to acquire or improve their homes; 
and for this purpose the State is authorized 
to acquire, improve, sell or lease real estate 
or assist such citizens to acquire or improve 
their homes upon such terms and conditions 
and in such manner and snîujrct to stub lim­
itations as the Legislature tsay from time 
to time prescribe. Provided that no land 
shall be acquired by the State under the 
terms o f  this amendment So the Constitu­
tion until, the said lands are examined, and 
the value of said lands is appraised and as­
certained as to its actual' value for agricul­
tural purposes, by a commission hereby au­
thorized, composed o f the Governor, Attor­
ney General. Land Commissioner, Comptroll­
er of Public Accounts and the State Treas­
urer; and their report shall be available to 
all prospective land purchasers. The Legis­
lature shall have authority io  create by law- 
such agencies as may be deemed necessary 
to effect the purposes o f the Act. Obliga­
tions created under this section shall never 
be taxed, and the Legislature shall have au­
thority to provide a method o f securing de­
ferred payments for lands purchased here­
under. and in addition to tfce usual Hens 
may secure the same by an annual assess­
ment collected as a tax against the land; 
provided, however, the Legislature shall have 
no power to relieve any person from any 
obligation entered into with the Stale under 
this provision or any statute enacted here­
under. The terms of this Act shall not ap­
ply, or be extended to aay person who jifs 
not a bona fide resident citizen of the State 
of Texas and who has not been soch  citizen 
at least two years prior to the extension of 
such aid, nor shall the terms o f this Act 
ever be applied to any lands outside of the 
State of Texas. Provided further that all 
land acquired By the State under the pro­
visions o f this section for which the State 
may lend its credit shall be classified as 
agricultural lands or  otherwise, and if  -clas­

sified as agricultural lands, then no more 
acres shall be sold to any'one per­

son under the provisions herein.
SEC. 2. The foregoing constitutional 

amendment shall be submitted to a vote of 
the qualified electors of the State of Texas 
at an election to be held throughout the 
State on the 24th day of May, A. D. 1919, at 
which election all voters favoring said pro­
posed amendment shall write or have prmi- 
ed on their ballots the words: “ For the
amendment to Section 50, Article 3, of the 
Constitution o f the State of Texas, providing 
that the Legislature shall have power to give 
or lend or authorize the giving or lending of 
the credit of the State for the purpose of 
assisting citizens who are heads of families 
to acquire or improve their homes,”  and all 
those opposed shall write or have printed on 
their ballots the words: “ Against the amend­
ment to Section 50, Article 3, of the Consti­
tution of the State or Texas, orovidin'g'that 
the Legislature shall have power to give or 
lend or authorize the giving or lending of 
the ̂ credit ,of the State for the purpose o f as­
sisting citizens who are heads , of families to 
acquire or improve their homes.”

SEC. 3. The Governor of the Stale is here­
by directed to issue the necessary procla­
mation for said election and to have saner 
published as required by the Constitution 
and existing laws of the State.

SEC- 4. That the sum of $5000. GC, or so 
much thereof as may be necessary, is hereby 
appropriated out of any funds in the Treas­
ury o f the State not. otherwise appropriated 
to pay the expenses of such publication and 
election.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE STATE 
CONSTITUTION PROVIDING FOR 

AND RELATING TO EQUAL 
SUFFRAGE.

Senate Joint Resolution No. 7.
Proposing to amend Section 2, Article 6, -o? 

the Constitution of the State of Texas so 
that it sliall hereafter, in substance, pro­
vide that every person, male or female, 
subject to no constitutional disqualifica­
tions, who shall hare attained the age of 
twenty-one years, and who shall be a cit­
izen of the United States ,and who shall 
reside in this State one year next preceding 
an election and the last six months within 
the district or county in which he offers 
to rote, shall be deemed a qualified elec­
tor; provided electors shall vote in the elec­
tion precinct of their residence; declaring 
that the electors living in any unorganized 
comity may vote at any election precinct 
in the county to which such county is at­
tached for judicial purposes; providing that 
any voter who is subject to pay a poll tax 
under the laws of the State of Texas shall 
have paid said* tax before he or she shall 
offer to vote at any election in this State 
and hold a receipt ̂ showing that poll tax 
has been paid before the first day o f Feb­
ruary next preceding such election; de­
claring that if said voter shall have lost or 
misplaced such tax receipt, he or she shall 
be entitled to vote, upon making affidavit 
that such tax receipt has been lost, which 
affidavit must be in writing and left with 
the judge of the. election. And declaring 
that all laws now on the statutes relating 
to qualified voters and governing and reg­
ulating elections shall apply to male and 
female voters alike; and all laws relating 
to elections shall remain in full force and 
effect until changed or modified by the 
Legislature, and declaring that this amend­
ment to the Constitution shall be self- 
enacting.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of the 
State of Texas:

SECTION 1. That Section 2, of Article 6. 
o f  the Constitution bf the State of Texas be 
amended so that hereafter said section shall 
read as follows, to-wit:

SECTION 2. Every person, male or female,

subject to none of the foregoing-disqualifica­
tions, who shall have attained the -ag*\yof 
twenty-one years, and who shall be a citizen 
of the United States, and who shall have re­
sided in this State one year next preceding 
an election, and the last six months within 
the district or county in which he offers to 
vote, shall be deemed a qualified elector; and 
all electors sliall vote in the election pre­
cinct of their residence; provided, that elec­
tors living in any unorganized county may 
vote at any election precinct in the county 
to which such county is attached for judicial 
purposes; and provided further, that any 
voter who is subject to pay a poll tax under 
the laws o f the State of Texas shall have 
paid said tax before he or she offers to vote 
at any election in this State and hold a re­
ceipt showing such poll tax paid before .the 
first day of February next preceding such 
election. Or if said voter shall have lost or 
misplaced ‘said tax receipt, he or she shall be 
entitled to rote upon making affidavit be­
fore any officer authorized to . administer 
oaths that ’ such tax receipt has been lost. 
Such affidavit shall be made in writing and 
left with the judge of the election. All laws 
now on the ‘statutes of this State regulating 
and relating to qualified voters in both pri­
mary and general elections shall apply to 
and govern*4and regulate both male and fe­
male v'oters, and shall be in effect until such 
statutes are changed or amended by the Leg­
islature. And this amendment to the Con­
stitution shall be sclf-cuacting without the 
necessity of further legislation.

SEC 3. The foregoing constitutional 
amendment shall be submitted to the vote 
of the qualified electors for member*) of the 
Legislature at an election to be held for such 
purpose on the fourth Saturday in May, A. 
D. 1919, the same being the twenty-fourth 
day o f said month; at said electiou, the votes 
shall be placed on an official ballot which 
shall have printed, or written, therepui. the 
words, “ For the amendment to Section 2, 
Article <5, of the Constitution of the State -of 
Texas, providing qualifications for male and 
female voters,** and also the words, “ Against 
the amendment to Section 2, Article 6, of 
the Constitution of the State of Texas, pro­
viding qualifications for male and female 
voters.”  All voters favoring this proponed 
constitutional amendment shall erase the 
words “ Against the amendment to Section 
2, Article 6, of the Constitution of the State 
of Texas, and those opposing it shall erase 
the words, “ For the amendment to Section 2, 
Article 6, of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas, providing qualifications for 'male and 
female voters,”  which said erasures shall be 
made by making a mark with a pencil, or 
pen through said words. All ballots cast, as 
above provided, shall be counted as cast for 
or against a proposed amendment, and if a 
majority shall be for the amendment it shall 
he declared adopted; if a majority of the 
votes cast shall be against the amendment, 
said amendment shall be lost. All provis­
ions of the general election laws, as amend­
ed and enforced at the time said elections 
is held, shall govern in all respects as to 
the qualifications of the electors, the method 
of holding such elections, and in all other 
respects so far as such election laws can be 
made applicable.

SEC. 4. The Governor of this State is. 
hereby directed to issue the necessary proc- • 
lamation for such elections and have same 
published as required by the Constitution 
and Laws of this State.

SEC. 5. The sum of Five Thousand 
($5,000.00) Dollars, or so much thereof as may 
be necessary, is hereby appropriated out of 
any funds in the State Treasury, not other­
wise appropriated, to defray the expenses of 
such proclamation, publication and election.

Active operations 
are still In progress in Archangel and 
Siberia.

"The work in Ilaly lias been almost 
entirely on behalf of tlie civilian pop­
ulation of that country. In the critical 
hours of Italy’s struggle the American 
people, through their lied Cross, sent 
n practical message of sympathy and 
relief, for which the government and 
jieople of Italy have never ceased to 
express their- gratitude.
Supplies and Personnel to Near East.

"Tiie occasion for such concentra­
tion of effort in Italy, England. Bel­
gium and even in France having natur­
ally and normally diminished, it has 
been- possible to divert supplies and 
personnel in large measure to the aid 
of those people in the Near East who 
have hitherto been inaccessible to out­
side assistance, bet whose sufferings 
have been upon an appalling scale. 
The needs of these peoples are so vast 
that government alone can meet them, 
but the American lied Cross is making 
an effort to relieve immediately the 
more acute’ .distress.

“An extensive group of American 
workers has-been dispatched to carry 
vitally needed supplies, and io work 
this winter ib the various Balkan coun­
tries, In order to co-ordiuate their ac­
tivities, a Balkan commission lias been 
established, -with headquarters at 
limin', Italy, from which point alone 
all tile Balkan centers can he reached 
promptly.

“ A commission Inis just readied Po­
land with doctors and nurses, medical 
supplies, and food for sick children 
and Invalids. An American Red Cross 
Commission has also been appointed 
to aid in relieving the suffering of Rus­
sian prisoners still coulined in German 
prison camps.

“An important commission is still 
working in I’aJestine. Through the 
war special co-operation lias been 
given to tiie Armenian and Syrian Re­
lief Commission, which was the only 
agency able to carry relief in the in­
terior of Turkish dominions.-

Red Cross Will Continue.
“ Red Cross effort is thus far flung. 

It will continue to be so. But tiie 
movement represented by this work 
1ms likewise assumed an intimate place 
in the daily life of our people at home. 
The army of workers which lias been 
recruited and trained during the war 
must not be demobilized. All our ex­
perience in the war shows clearly that 
there is an unlimited Held for service 
of the kind which can be performed 
with peculiar effectiveness b.v the Red 
Cross. What its future tasks may lie 
it is yet impossible to forecast. We 
know that so long as there is an Amer­
ican army In the field the Red Cross 
will have a special function to perform.

“ Nothing could be of greater impor­
tance to the American Red Cross Ilian 
the plans just set in motion by the live 
great Red Cross societies of the world 
to develop a program of extended ac­
tivities in the interest of humanity. 
Tiie conception involves not alone ef­
forts to relieve human suffering, inn 
to prevent It; not alone a movement 
liy the people of an individual nation, 
but ill! attempt to arouse all people to 
a sense of. their responsibility for the 
welfare of their fellow beings through­
out the world. It is a program both 
ideal am) practical. Ideal in that Us 
supreme aim is nothing less than ver 
¡table "Renee on earth good will to 
men," and practical in that it seeks to 
lake means and measures which are 
an nally available and make, them ef 
fective in meeting without delay the 
crisis which is daily recurrent in the 
lives of all peoples.

"For accomplishing its mission in 
the years of peace which must lie 
ahead of us the Red Cross will require 
the ablest possible leadership, and 
must enjoy the continued support, sym­
pathy, and participation in its work 
of tiie whole American people. It is 
particularly fortunate that such a man 
as Dr. I.ivingston Farrand should have 
been selected as tiie permanenl bead 
of tiie organization. The unstinted 
fashion in which all «Hr people gave

of themselves throughout' — • war is 
the best assurance that our Red (Toss 
will continue to receive that co-openi 
lion which will make its work si source 
of pride and inspiration Jt> every Amer­
ican.”

Mr. Davison, ns chairman of the In 
lernnrioiial Commission o f the Altieri 
can Red Cross, lias undertaken to rep 
resent tiie American Bed Cross in I lie 
preparation of the program for extend 
ed Beil Cross activities, and will spend 
the next several months in Europe tn 
consultation with other Red CHms.soci­
eties for that purpose.
