“T am indignant over discredited
outside opponents filling Texas with
anti-sufferage propoganda that is so
viciously misleading. Woman suf-
ferage is no experiment; it has been
tried out fully in fifteen states.

“Bolshevism has not held sway in
States where women have had a say
in the governments.

“As to socialism, figures do not lie,
and here they are: Only 5 percent
of the 408,000 women voters of New
York City enrolled with the social-
ist party; 32 percent enrolled with
the Republican party; 54 percent in
the Democratic party; 1 percent in
the Prohibition party, 8 percent be-
ing independent.

“It is a fact that the socialist vote
in New York State in 1917, with on-
ly men votiny was 169364, while in
1918

West Texas does
not propose to have the present
equalities of represeatation to con-
tinue longer than it takes to change
them. West Texas had to wait six
years for justice 11 the matter of
Congressional representation and to
this good day it has not obtained
its * proper representation in the
Stats Senate. West Texas. should
not permit the preseat state Senate
to have anything to do with the re-
apportioning the state on the basis
of the next cemsus, and unless we
misjudge +the temper of the people
of West Texas it is going to be in-
sisted that full representation in the
Senate be given to that section be-
fore the figures of the 1920 census
are touched by that body.

This is only oae aspect of the in-
justice done West Texas,' which
should be corrected, but it is an ab-
solute reply te the plea for further
delay on the g;ound that another
census is to be taken. Such a plea
is adding insult to injury which the
State Legislature has permitted to
continue against West Texas for

more tham eight years already.

West Texas now has an organiza-
tion through which 10 speak. Such

injustice will nmot be permitted to

continue without vigorous and con-
stant protest in the future. And
from now on, not only State officials
but the West Texas members of the
Legislature themselves are going to
be made aware of the fact that the
studied neglect of the fundimental
interests of that rapidly developing
and constantly growing section will
not be tolerated in silence: We are
not suggesting that the West Texas
Chamber of Commerce is going to
become a political organization, for
that is precisely what it will never
become. But it is going to see to it
that those who make politics their
business give due and proper consid-
eration to the valid and just claims
of West Texas at all times. It will
not ask for more than justice to the
people and taxpayers and the vari-
ous legitimate interests of West
Texas. But upon that it will insist.

The Summer Garden,

Afpst of the gardener have a good
garden during the spring, but do not
have one during the summer. There
are guite a few vegetables that will
zo through the summer producing
food, or they will keep growing and
put on edible fruit sooner than if
planted in the fall, says G. D.
Hverett, Garden Specialist, Exten-
sion Scrvice, A. & M. College of
Texas. The following vegetables
wiil po through the summer:

Kentucky pole beans; Henderson
bush, speckle bush and pole, and
Sieva pole Lima Beans! carrots;
parsnips; salsify; Swiss or beet
chard; New Zealand Spinach; tom-
atoes; peppers, hot and sweet; egg!
plants; parsley; collards; ° okra; !
horse-radish; and sweet potatoes,
while Blackeye, Lady and Cream
feld peas,and tepary, soy and pinto
beans will go through the summer
avith the proper season, in most sec-
tions of Texas.

it is mot too late to make another
planting in the central or north-
crn part of Texas of snap beans,
heets, corn, Kohllrabi, mustard, leaf
lettuce, radish, cucumber, pumpkin,
squash, cantelope and watermelon.
There should be a good season in
the gronnd before the planting of!
these seed. If possible, soak the
seed over night in water, except the
beans, which should be soaked only
for sewveral hours.

The garden should not be watered
too often during the summer. It is
best to give the soil a goed soaking
at one time and then a good mulch
should be kept at the surface by
cultivating. A small canvas hose,
magde out of eight or terr ounce duck
will save a lot of water, put the
moistnce where it is nmeeded, and the
soil will not crust badly, as it
does when put the furrow
system. This hose can be used only
in a small garden.

"To Settle The Soldiers

The forth comin{: May issue of the
Reclamation Record, published by
the U. S. Reclamation Service of the
Department of the Interior, contains
an article showing the nation-wide
interest in.and approval of Secre-
tary Lane’s plan to provide work
and homes in soldier settlements on
reclaimed for our returned soldiers,
sailors and marines. It is stated
that already over 35,600 inquiries re-
garding the plan have been-received
from these men and that additional
inquiries are coming in at the rate
of five or six hundred a day. Many
of the State legislatures have en-
acted” soldier-settlement legislation
in anticipation of similar action by
Congress at the coming special ses-
sion. In many of the States the
Governors have appointed special
committees to work in cooperation
with the Federal “Government in
connection with soldier-settlement
plams.

The American Federation of Lab-
or has endorsed the plan in its re-
construction program, and the
Daughters of the American Revo-
lution approved the plan by formal
resolution at their recent conven-
tion.

Scores of chambers of commerce,
boards of trade, aud similar organi-
zations, as well as hundreds of
newspapers have placed the stamp
of their approval on the plan.

The last page of the record is in
the form of a poster, with the cap-
tion “Attention! Soldiers! Sailors!
Marines!” which describes the
plan and requests every man in-
terested to write to the Department
stating his name, age, occupation
before inlistment, whether he has
»had previous experience in farming,

what kind of farmig he would ke
to take up, and where he would be
willing to work, whether in hs own
or some other state.

Individuals receiving this copy of
the Record are requested to tear off
the back page poster and post it in|
a conspicuous place. Secretary
Lane hopes, through this and other
means, to get in touch with every
returned soldier, sailor, or marine
who is interested in his plan te pro-

vide work and farm homes for then.

The Best Bug Killer )

Arsenate.of lead is one of the best
poisons for bugs. It can be used]
on any crop has a high killing pow-
er, sticks well and does not burn the
foilage. Extensive tests at the Wis-
consin college of agriculture have
led them to recommend the arsenate
of lead above all other poisons such
as paris green, arsenate of zinc and
calcium arsenate. Paris green burms
the foilage. Arsenate of zinc shounld
not be used on any crop but pota-
toes. The calcium arsenate has a
lower kiling power and a tendency
to burn the leaves. If paris green
or calcium arsenate is used, add an
equal amount of good air slacked
fime, which will prevent the burning
For the potato bug use the arsenate
of lead at the rate of two and a half
pounds per fifty gallons of water
and of the arsenate of zinc two
pounds. Apply when the bugs begin
to hatch.— Campbell’s Scientific Far
mer.
