the American organization .
“The m ost in te res t ing  and  to u ch ­

ing s i tnuation  now confron ting  
America and American people is 
th a t  in the Balkans and  E as te rn  
Europe. The diseases th a t  a re  likely 
to  spring  up am ong a people ill- 
nourished and with poor san i ta ry  
suroundings are  begining to  ravage 
E as te rn  and South E as te rn  Europe. 
Typhus fever is sp read ing  a t  an  a l­
arm ing  rate.

“The main item in the peace p ro ­
gram  of the A merican Red Cross 
will be to use the mem bership of 19,- 
000,000 as m achinery  for the  p ro tec t ­
ion of public health. I t  has been de­
cided to continue the  Jun io r  Red 
Cross, with its 9,000,000 m em bers  and 
to encourage them to help the  child­
ren of Europe to obtain  an edu­
cation and fit them  for th e i r  life 
work."

17-Year L ocusts E m erge
From  Ground On Schedu le

A fter 17 years  underground  the 
periodical cicadas-“17-year locusts”- 
of brood No. 10 began em erging in 
the latitude of W ash ing ton  in con­
siderable numbers the n ight of May 
21. The g rea t  swarm s w ere expect­
ed to  come out during  the  next few 
nights. D uring  the next few days 
tree trunks, bushes, and chunks 
were thickly studded with cast pupa 
skins.

The period during  which the  cica­
das do damage to trees  by split ting 
the branches to deposit eggs would 
not begin for 10 days or so, said 
entomoligists of the U nited  States 
D epartm en t of Agriculture. W ith in  
tha t  period it would be easily pos­
sible for the individual o rchard is t  
or fa rm er to  determine w h e th e r  or 
not the insects were p resen t in suf­
ficient numbers to make protective 
measures necessary.

New Y ork  T im es: S en a to r  Jo h n ­
son  declared  in the  Senate  on M on­
day th a t  the League of N ations was 
a trust .  He has fo rgo tten  P res i­
dent R oosevelt’s m em orable  division 
o f  t ru s ts  into  good and bad trusts .  
T he  American Sunday School Union 
is as much a t ru s t  as the League of 
Nations. So, for th a t  m at te r ,  is the 
U nited  S ta tes  of America. Calling 
a  th ing  a tru s t  now a days  does not 
evoke the sensation  of loa th ing  and 
-shirnking which some feel when 
th ey  see a snake.

But he also supposes it to  be a 
w ar trust ,  in as much as it does 
n o t  provide for the calling of a re ­
ferendum  w henever our coun try  is 
a t tack ed  by a foreign power. If, for 
instance, th a t  country  which keeps 
him aw ake nights, Japan ,  w ere  to  
sieze H awaii and land a few divis­
ions in W ash in g to n  s ta te  and  Cali­
fornia, S ena to r  J o h n s o n  would have 
the  people of the United S ta tes  hold 
a referendum  on w he th e r  we should 
sen d  any  troops to res is t the i r  pen e ­
tra tion .  At least so we infer from 
1iis speech. He would no t have a 
single company sent west of the 
Rockies to  defend California until 
the  last re tu rn  was in from E as t-  
p o r t  Maine, No wonder California 
loves S en a to r  Johnson.

T o  S ena to r  Jo h n so n ’s eyes Bel­
gium m ust be the most villainously 
au tocra tic  of nations. W hen  G er­
man troops crossed Belgium soil the 
Belgiums held no re fe rendum -no t a 
foaction  of a referendum, no t a 
-single, so lita ry  plebicite in th e  r e ­
m o tes t  Belgiun vilage.. They  simply 
declared, in the words of the Chi­
nese schoolboy, ‘‘Belgium is a coun­
t y ,  not a road.” and, as Cardinal

M ercer  pu t it the  o th e r  day, they  fir­
ed th e  first and last shots of the 
war. So Serbia. W h en  the A us­
tr ian  a r t i la ry  began to  bombard  
Belgrade they  did no t even hold a 
tow n  m eeting  mush less a re fe ren ­
dum. T h ey  tu rned  in and drove tne 
A ustr ians  off the  Serbian side of the 
Danube, and kept on doing it until 
the A ustr ians go t the ass is tance of 
Germany, Bulgaria  and Turkey. 
T hese  Serbs are an antique lot, on 
w hom  the sun of new though t  has 
never shown.

T he  S en a to r  says th a t  the Holy At 
liancc failed and  so wil the  League 
of Nations. T he  Holy Aliance was 
formed to  insure the untroubled  
reign of despotism, of autocracy. It- 
w anted  to  insure peace it is true, 
bu t the  peace of W arsaw , the peace 
of au tocracy  regnant.  Now, io a 
man who is picking a t  the coverlid 
Slid to  w hom  nurses are adm in is te r­
ing daily doses to  make him sleep, 
it m ay  appea r  reasonable  tha t  when 
a bund of Em perors  iai’s to insure 
the domination of au tocracy  it is a 
sure sign th a t  aleague of all the 
w orld’s nations will the re fore  fail to 
insure a  democratic peace. It  will 
no t  occur, however, to  the passerby 
outside the hospital.

So, too, w ith  the reservation  con­
cern ing  the M onroe .  Doctrine. “It 
could no t have been w rit ten  with 
any  o th e r  purpose than the des truc­
tion of the  M onroe Doctrine.” On 
the  contrary ,  it might have been 
w rit ten  w ith  an o th e r  purpose. It 
might have been w rit ten  by an 
American with the purpose of ob ­
ta in ing  from all the nations of the 
w orld  th e  th ings which for a h u n ­
dred  years  they  have refused—the 
recognition of the Monroe Doctrine. 
I t  recognizes the Monroe Doctrine

as a “regional unders tanding ,”  and  
upholds it. T h a t  is a  goo d  deal m ore  
th an  any pres ident,  f r o m  M onroe  to  
Taft,  has been able  to  ex to r t  from  
the nations in the  w a y  o f  recogn i­
tion. The danger,  in S en a to r  Jo h n ­
son’s mind, seems to  He in  th e  words 
“regional unders tanding.” . W h a t  
does it m ate r  w h a t  th e y  call i t  so  
long as they  recognize i t ?

T he  h a r ­
v es t  now  com m encing  in T exas will 
conclude in  Canada, in the late sum ­
m e r  o r  e a r ly  au tum n. In all those  
fields thousands  of ha rv es t  hands a re  
and  will be needed. Men w ho w an t  
jolts can  go  to  w o rk  in T exas  w h ea t  
fields to d ay  an d  follow th e  h a rv e s t  
to  C anada, w o rk in g  all the  w ay  a t  
goo d  wages.

A ccord ing  to  G overnm ent e s t im a t­
es, T ex as  has about 2,000,000 acres  of 
w h ea t  th is  y e a r  and  the same a u th o r ­
i t ies  e s t im a te  th a t  the yield will be  
a b o u t  33,000,000 bushels.  If so it  will 
lie w o r th  abou t $72,000,000. Will any

A  belief  t h a t  th e  crop will be safely 
h a rv es ted  is justified more by the  de­
te rm in a t io n  th an  by reason of a c e r ­
ta in  an d  deffinite supply of mobile 
lab o r  t h a t  can be shifted from one 
sec t ion  t o  a n o th e r  as the  crop  ad­
vances.
