Not less than ten dollars nor more
than two thousand dollars, or any
term less than onc year in the
county jail, is the penalty for the
sale of second hand cars where the
tax-collectors license fee for the
year that the motor is offered for
sale is not transferred with delivery
or sale of car.

Persons living near the
Coblenz bridge head went to bed to-
night dizzy, but impressed with the
Fourth of July as some “event” how-
ever that is expressed in German.
In the morning the citizens were
awakened from their beauty sleep
by the boistrous music of a full
fledged band at reveile. At 11 o’-
clock the citizens crowd Clemens-
platz to admire the parade of a bat-
talion of the fifty-eighth Infantry.

While it
may be argued that the drouth from
which we suffered was unusual and
that the excessive rainfall last
winter was also unusual, that does
not alter the facts regarding the
present condition of the roads or
the necessity for repairing them.

Taking it “up one side and down
the other”,would it not have been
more economical to have construct-
ed permanent roads in the first
place, even though the first cost was
considerably more? Have we not de-
luded ourselves with the dirt road
about long enough?

It is said that last winter,Wichita
Falls lost thousands of dollars be-
cause of the impassable condition of
the roads leading to that city. Mer-
chants lost trade because of the in-
ability of the country people to get
to town and contractors lost large
sums because - they could not get
necessary material hauled out to
locations. Neither Amorillo nor any
of the other plains towns which are
seeking to develop oil fields,want to
be handicapped by poor roads and
their attendant lossof time and
money to say nothing of the farmers
who are going to have such_bumper
crops to haul to market this fall.

Why not save ourselves some of
this perennial worry about the con-
dition of the roads by making per-
manent highways in the first place,
begining with those most traveled
and extending them each year until
we have sure enough “Good Roads
Everywhere”.—Southwestern Plains
