The law has been repealed, and its
death is due to the antlpathy felt
for this scheme by the farming class
of the nation.

Bell Slayer Dies

Jas. A. Gafford of Crowell who
was injured in the shooting affray
in front of the Bell theater of that
town when the late Senator W. S.
Bell was kiled, died at his home
Wednesday night of last week from
the wounds. From the various re-
ports of the shooting it seems that
Mrs. Gafford attempted an assault
on the young son of Senator Bell.
The boy and a Gafford girl, both
quite young, married about a year
ago contrary to the wishes of both
families. The young wife died sud-
denly six months later, and one re-

port is that the Gaffords intimated

that poison might have been used.
When Mrs. Gafford assaulted young
Bell in front of the
two weeks ago, she had a revolver
but it snapped without firing. Bell
knocked her hand up and attempted
to stop her from further activities.
Gafford then took a hand with a gun
and Bell responded in kind. When
the smoke cleared away Bell was in-
Jured from bullet wounds and he
died four hours later. Another son
of Bell was injured by a gun shot
but not seriously. Gafford was in-
jured but he walked to the home of
a physician where he received emer-
gency treatment. The following
afternoon he was arrested at his
home, but his condition prevented
him from being taken to jail, and he
was guarded until able to attend his
preliminary trial, when he was re-
leased on a bond of $5000. His
wife, who also held in con-
nection with the slaying of the Sen-
ator, was also released on a bond of
$5000, and their 16-year old son,
who was present at the time of the
shooting, was released on a bond of

$1,000.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

Permitting Galveston
City to Issue Bonds
Raising Purposes.

Senate Joint Resolution No. 23.

A Joint Resolution proposing and
submitting to the people of the State
of Texas an amendment to Article
16 of the Constitution of the State
of Texas by adding ihereto a new
section and authorizing the City of
Galveston and the County of Galves-
ton to issue bonds for protective
works, irrespective or Constitutional
limitations, in the aggrcgate of five
million dollars for both city and the
county deemed necessary for the
i raising of the grade, wuilding sea-
walls and breakwaters and domg.u.v
‘nnd all kinds of protective works in
i the city and county, and to levy and
collect taxes to retire said bonds,
Iprincipal and interest, providing for
a sinking fund and creating an em-
ergency.

Be it resolved by the Legislature
of the State of Texas:

Section 1. The City or Galve
and the County of Galveston,
cach of them are hrsreby authorized
to issue bonds.in such amounts not
to exceed in the aggregate five mill-
ion dollars for both city and county,
as may be demed by the city or coun
ty deemed necessary for the raising
of the grade, building seawalls and
breakwaters, and doirig any and all
other kinds of protective works in
said city and county, withoit regard
to and irrespective of any provisions
of the Constitution of the State of
Texas limiting tax Issues and gov-
erning bond issues, wnd for the pur-
pose to levy and collect taxes to re-
tire and pay same, principal and in-

Sec. 2. The Governor is hereby
directed to issue thc necessary pro-
clamation for submitting an amend-
ment to the Conslituuon to the qual-
ified electors of the State of Texas;

Those favoring the amend-
ment shall have written or printed
on their ballots, the words “For the
amendment to Article sixteen of the
Constitution of the State of Texas,
authorizing the issuance of bonds by
the City and County of Galveston.”
And those opposex to the said
ament shall have wrijten or printed
on their ballots the words “Against
the amendment to Article sixteen of
the Constitution of tne State of Tex
as, authorizing the issaance of bonds
by ’thc City and County of Galves-
ton.

Sec. 3. The sum ot five thousand
($5,000) dollars or as much thereof
as is necessary, out of the funds of
the State Treasury not otherwise
appropnated to pay expenses for
carrying out the provisions of this
Resolution.

Relating to Confederate
and Increasing Tax Rates for the
Payment of Same.

House Joint Resolu.fon No. 35.

Proposing an amenament to Sec-
tion 51 of Article 3, of tine Constitu-
tion of the State of Texas to provide
that the Legislature n:ay grant pen-
sions to Confederave Soldiers, sail-
ors, or their widows, wno have heen
citizens of Texas prior, to Jan. Ist

1910, providing that ali soidiers, sail-

ors or their widows eligible under

the provisions hereor shall be entitl-
ed to be placed upon the rolls and
participate in the peusion fund cre-

ated hereunder; levying a tax of sev-
en cents ($07) on e $100.00 valua-
tion of the property in this State
for the payment of such pensions,
providing that the Legislature may
reduce the rate of pensions for such
purposes fixing a time for the elect-
iom to be held on such amendment,
and making appropriation to pay the
cxpenses thereof.

Be it resolved by the Legislature
of the State of Texas:

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

Providing for an Issue of Bonds by
the State for the Purpose of Con-
Struction of Highways.

House Joint Resolution Neo. 13.

A Joint Resolution proposing to
amend Section 49, Article 3 of~the
Constitution of the State of Texas
relating to the power to create
debts by or on behaff of the State
so-as hereafter to authorize the
Legislature to enact such laws as
may be necessary directing the Gov-
ernor of the State to issue bouds
in 2 sum not to exceed $75,000,000;
providing fer the levy of a tax to
create the necessary interest and
sinking fund therefcr; and provid-
ing that the proceeds from the sale
of such bonds shall be used in the
construction of duravle, hard sur-
faced roads upon the public high-
ways of the State.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of
the State of Texas:

Section 1.. Amend said Section so0
as to read after its adoption as fol-
lows :

Article 3. Section 49. No debt
shall be created by or on behalf of
the State, except tu supply casual
deficiencies of revenue, repel invas-
ion, suppress insurrection, defend
the State in war, or pay existing
debt; and the debt created to sup-
ply deficiencies in the revenue shall
never exceed in the aggregate at any
one time, two hundrea thousand dol-
lars ($200,000); provided however,
that the Legislature ynay enact such
legislation as may be necessary to
authorize and direct the Governor
to issue bonds of the State in a sum
not to exceed seventy-five million
($75,000,000) dollars, the proceeds to
be used in.the construction of dur-
able, hard-surfaced roads upon the
public highways of the State; pro-
vided that such proceeds shall be
apportioned to the waifferent counties
of the state according to the needs
of the State highways in such
counties; and, provided further that
under Legislative awhority a tax
not to exceed twenty cents on the
one hundred dollars valuation of
taxable property in°the State may
be levied, assessed and collected to
provide the necessary interest and
sinking fund therefor, and said taxes
shall be in addition to the taxes au-
ihorized by .\rticie 8, Section 9 of
iLe censiitution.

tection 2., The foregoing censtitu
tional araendment shals b2 salatited
to a vote of the pualified electors for
members of the Legislature at an
election to be held throughout the
State of Texas on the first Tuesday
in November, the same being the 4th
day of November.

'WHAT ABOUT THE CHILDREN?
i Are the people of Texas going to
continue allowing their children to fall
heir to all sorts of constitutional de-
fects, merely because of the lack of
knowledge of the means of preventing
the acquirement and spread of com-
municable disease? The State Tuber-
culosis Sanatorium, Carlsbad, has pre-
lpaz-ed an excellent little pamphlet,

Zotten up attractively in colors, enti-
tled “Communicable Diseases Among
School Children.” The propaganda
department of the institutibn hopes to
get a copy of this pamphlet into the
hands of every primary grade teacher,

during the fall term of 1919. The
pamphlet is intended for parents as
well.

Among others things, it is hoped
that this pamphlet will help establish
the falsity of the old notion that chil-
dren should be exposed to such dan-
gerous diseases as Mumps, Measles
and Whooping Cought “To get it over
with”? Measles and whooping cough
both are apt to leave certain organs
of the body—the heart, kidneys, lungs
—in impaired condition, so that other
disease finds a ready lodgement.
Oftimes the eyes are affected. Be-
cause a .child can be very sick, yet
complain little, it is thought that these
diseases “go harder” with the grown
person. The grown person can better
afford to take the chance of affer dis-
ease than can the child, because the
former’s immunity to many disesases
is established, whereas that of the
child is not.

Prevention is better than cure.

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CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

Relating to Confederate Pensions
and Increasing Tax Rates for the
Payment of Same.

House Joint Resoluiton No. 35.

Proposing an amencment to Sec-
tion 51 of Article 3, of the Constitu-
tion of the State of Texas to provide
that the Legislature may grant pen-
sions to Confederave Soldiers, sail-
ors, or their widows, who have been
citizens of Texas prior to Jan. lst
1910, providing that ali soldiers, sail-
ors or their widows eligible under
the provisions hereof shall be entitl-
ed to be placed upon the rolls and
participate in the pension fund cre-

ated hereunder; levying a tax ef sex—
en cents ($.07) on ine $100.00 valua-
tion of the property in this State
for the payment of such pemsions,
providing that the Legislature mmay
reduce the rate of pensions fos such

purposes fixing a time for the elect-!

ion to be held on such amendment,
and making appropriation to pay the
expenses thereof.

Be it resolved by the Legislature
of the State of Texas:

Sec =l
3 of the Constitution.of the State of
Texas shall be amended so as io
hereafter read as follows:

Sec.51 The Legislature shall have mo

power to make any giant or autheor-;

ize the making of any grant of pub-
lic money to any individual, associa-
tion of individuals, municipal or oth-
er corporations whatsocver provided
however, the Legislature may grant
aid to indigent or disabled Ceonfed-
erate soldiers and spilors, who came
to Texas prior to Jan. ¢, 1910, and to
their widows in indigent circumstasn-
ces and who have Dpeen hona Hde
residents of the State since Jam. 1,
1910, and who were married to such
soldiers or sailors prior to Jam. 1,
1910, and to indigent and disabled
soldiers, who under the special laws
of the State of Texas curing the war
between the States served in organ-
izations for the protection of the
Frontier againt Indian raiders or
Mexican marauders and to imdigent
and disabled soldiers of the militia
of the State of Texas who were in
active service during the war be-
tween the States ang to the widows
of such soldiers who are in indigent
circumstances and who were mar—
ried to such soldiery prior to Jam. 1,
1910, provided that the word “mid-
ow” in the preceding lines of this
section shall not apply to women
born since the year 1866, and ali sold
iers and sailors and widows of sold-
iers and sailors eligible under the
above conditions shall De entitled to
be placed upon the pynsion rolls znd
participate in the disiribution of the
pension funds of the State under any
existing law or laws hereafter pass-
ed by the Legislature, and alse to
grant aid for the establishment and

maintenance of a hume for said sold-

That Section 51, of As‘ti';k:]

sers and sailors, and their wives and -
widows and women who aided in the
Confederacy under sucnh regulations.
and limitations as may be provided
by law, provided the Legislature may
provide for husband znd wife to re-
main together in the nome. There
is hereby levied in addition to all
other taxes heretofore permitted by
the Constitution of Texas a State ad
valorem tax on property of sevem
? {$07) cents on the $190.00 valuation
for the purpose of creating a special
fund for the payment of pensions.
for service in the Consederate army
and navy, frontier oryanizationsand
militia of the State o: Texas and for
the widows of such soidiers serving:
in said armies, navies, organizations.
or militia; provided the Legislature
mmay reduce the tax rate herein levi-
ed. And providing (urther, that the
provisions of this section shall not
be comstrued so as to prevent the
grant of aid in cases of public calam-
ity.

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitu-
tional amendment shall be submitted
io a vote of the qualified voters of
this State at an eclectrion to be held
on Tuesday after the first Monday
in November, A. D. 919 at which all
voters shall have written or printed
on their ballots. ~For amendment
to Section 51, Articie 3 of the Con-
stitution authorizing the Legislature
to grant aid to Counvederate soldiers
sailors and their widows, who have
been residents of -this State since
January 1st, 1912”and against amend
ment to Section 51 of Article 3 of
the Constitution, authorizing the
Legislature to grant aid to Confed-
erate soldiers and their widows.

Sec. 3. The Governor is hereby
directed to issue the proclamation
for said election and have.the same
published as required by the consti-
tution and laws of tne State, and the
sum of Five Thousaund ($5,000) Doll-
ars or so much thereof as may be
necessary is hereby appropriated out
of the general funds of the State
not otherwise appropriated for ex-
penses of publication and elections
thereunder.
