the next Governor of Texas address
the people on a very live issue.

Soon after the address of the fore-
noon dinner was announced, and a
great quantity of barbecue, pickies
and light bread still lay on the tables
after the thousands had filled to ca-
pacity. The same thing was repeat-
ed the second day and lots of chuck
remained on the tables and was gath
ered up and carried home by any-
one choosing to do so.

Among the speakers for the sec-
ond day were, Elder Liff Sanders, of
Lubbock, Rev. M. D, Williams, of
this city nad County Judge More-
land of Plains, and Atty. P. G. Stan-
ford, also of Plains, and if we are
any judge of good speaking, each of
them did themselves proud.

There were several good baseball

games, especially the ones between

Brownfield and Lubbock, and while

our neighbor town won both of them
fair and square, the scores on hoth

days were held down, being 3 to5 the

first day and 2 to0 the second. The
game between Seagraves and Post
was rather one sided, the former
winning a walk over.

The negro fight was a fake, how-
ever, just like the whole race is, and
only enough money was given them
to get back to Lubbock on. We've
seen better fights between our little
schol boys with gloves or without
them, on the streets, many and many
times, and we heard one man say
that he and another man pulled a
heap better show at a picnic here a
few years ago, and had to pay a fine
for it instead of being offered mon-
ey. Anyway Mr. Nigger did not fake
us of much money,

It is said by people that have been
going to such events for years, that
the steer and goat roping contests
were among the best ever seenon
the plains. This department was un-
der the charge of Milton Good, and
if anyone thinks he got rich, had bet-
ter first ask him about the matter.
In fact, we have it straight that if
he had not won one of the top prizes
he would just about ‘come out even.
Of course we understand that 50c
and 25¢ per head was charged for
entering the ground and ten dollars
was charged the ropers for entering,
but every roper who had seen serv-
ice in'the army roped free, and many
people drove around to keep from
paying. :

Providing for an Issue of Bonds by
the State for the Purpose of Con-
Struction of Highways.

House Joint Resolution No. 13.

A Joint Resolution proposing to
amend Section 49, Article 3 of the
Constitution of the State of Texas
relating to the power to create
debts by or on behaff of the State
so as hereafter to authorize the
Legislature to enact such laws as
may be necessary directing the Gov-
ernor of the State to issue .bouds
in a2 _sum not to exceed $75,000,000;
providing for the levy of a tax to
create the necessary interest and
sinking fund therefcr; and provid-
ing that the proceeds from the sale
of such bonds shall be used in the
construction of durawle, hard sur-
faced roads upon the 1)ublic high-
ways of the State.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of
the State of Texas:

Section 1. Amend said Section so
as to read after its adoption as fol-
lows :

Article 3. Section 49. No debt
shall be created by or on behalf of
the State, except tv supply casual

All bal-
lots cast as above provided shall be
counted as cast for or against this
proposed amendment; and if a ‘ma-
jority of the votes cast shall be for
the amendment, it shall be declared
adopted; if a majority of thie votes
cast shall be against the amendment
said amendment shall be lost.

Section 3. The Guvernor of this
State is hereby directed to issue the
necessary  proclamation .for said
election and to have the same pub-
lished as required by the Constitu-
tion and laws of this State.

Section 4. The sum of five thous-
sand ($5000.00) dollars, or so much
thereof as may be necessary, is
hereby appropriated out of funds in
the State Treasury not otherwise
appropriated to defray the expen
of such publication and election.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

Relating to Confederate Pensions
and Increasing Tax Rates for the
Payment of Same.

House Joint Resoluston No. 35.

Proposing an amenament to Sec-
tion 51 of Article 3, of the Constitu-
tion of the State of Texas to provide
that the Legislature may grant pen-
sions to Confederate Soldiers, sail-
ors, or their widows, wno have been
citizens of Texas prior to Jan. Ist
1910, providing that all soldiers, sail-
ors or their widows eligible under
the provisions hereof shall be entitl-
ed to be placed upon the rolls and
participate in the pension fund cre-

ated hereunder; levying a tax of sev-
en cents ($.07) on tne $100.00 valua-
tion of the property in this State
for the payment of such pensions,
providing that the Legislature may
reduce the rate of pensions for such
purposes fixing a time for the elect-
ion to be held on such amendment,

‘and making appropriation to pay the

expenses thereof.

Be it resolved by the Legislature
of the State of Texas:

Sec. 1. That Section 51, of Article
3 of the Constitution of the State of
Texas shall be amended so as to
hereafter read as follows:

Sec.51 The Legislature shall have no
power to make any giant or author-
ize the making of any grant of pub-
lic money to any individual, associa-
tion of individuals, municipal or oth-
er corporations whatscever .provided
however, the Legislature may grant
aid to indigent or disabled Confed-
erate soldiers and sailors, who came
to Texas prior to Jan 1, 1910, and to
their widows: in indigent circumstan-
ces and who have been bona fide
residents of the State since Jan. 1,
1910, and who were married to such
soldiers or sailors prior to' Jan. 1,
1910, and to indigent and disabled
soldiers, who under 'the special laws
of the State of Texas auring the war
between the States served in organ-
izations for the protection of the
Frontier againt Indiszn raiders or
Mexican marauders and to indigent
and disabled soldiers of the militia
of the State of Texas who were in
active service during the war be-
tween the States ang to the widows
of such soldiers who are in indigent
circumstances and who were mar-
ried to such soldiery prior to Jan. 1,
1910, provided that the word “wid-
ow” in the preceding lines of this
section shall not apply to women
born since the year 18066, and all sold
iers and sailors and widows of sold-
iers and sailors eligible under the
above conditions shall he entitled to
be placed upon the pygnsion rolls and
participate in the disiribution of the
pension funds of the State under any
existing law or laws hereafter pass-
ed by the Legislature, and also to

grant aid for the establishment and!

maintenance of a hume ror said sold-

iers and sailors, and their wives and
widows and women who aided in the
Confederacy under sucn regulations
and limitations as mmay be provided
by law, provided the Legislature may
provide for husband and wife to re-
main together in the nome. There
is hereby levied in addition to all
other taxes heretofore permitted by
the Constitution of Texas a State ad
valorem tax on property of seven
($.07) cents on the $100.00 valuation
for the purpose of creating a special
fund for the paymen: of pensions
for service in the Consederate army
and navy, frontier oryanizations and
militia of the State or Texas and for
the widows of such soidiers serving
in said armies,.navies, organizations
or militia; provided the Legislature
may reduce the tax rate herein levi-
ed. And providing rurther, that the
provisions of this section shall not
be construed so as to prevent the
grant of aid in cases of public calam-
ity.

Seé. 2. The foregoing Constitu-
tional amendment shall be submitted
to a vote of the qualified voters of
this State at an election to be held
on Tuesday after the first Monday
in November, A. D. 919 at which all
voters shall have written or printed
on their ballots. "For amendment
to Section 51, Article 3 of the Con-
stitution authorizing the Legislature
to grant aid to Conrederate soldiers
sailors and their widows, who have
been residents of this State since
January Ist, 1912”and againstamend
ment to Section 51 of Article 3 of
the Constitution, authorizing the
Legislature to grant aid to Confed-
erate soldiers and their widows.

Sec. 3. The Governor is, hereby
directed to issue the proclamation
for said election and have the same
published as required by the consti-
tution and laws of tne State, and the
sum of. Five Thousaud ($5,000) Doll-
ars or so much thereof as may be
necessary is hereby appropriated out
of the general funds of the State
not otherwise appropriated for ex-
penses of publication and elections
thereunder.
