I ways figures a price that will cover 
loses from bad eggs. Why will the 
farmer never learn to produce in­
fertile eggs for the market. We 
personally know one lady that coops 
her roosters' along about May 1st, 
and the dealers willingly give her 10 
cents per dozen advance over the 
neighbors that let their roosters 
run at large. Farmers you must 
either pen the roosters or cut off 
their heads in summer months if you 
want to get the real market price 
for your eggs. This may be plain

Crews, of southwest Terry.

‘Sunset and evening star,
And one clear call for me,
And may there be no moaning of 

the bar
When I put out to sea.
But such a tide as moving, seems 

asleep.
Too ful of sound and foam,
When that which dew from the 

boundless deep,
Turns again home.”
Like Enoch of old, Grandmother 

Crews, as we loved to call her, truly 
walked and talked with God, and in 
her communion with Him she asked 
that when the time for her transla- 
tioncame that there might be the 
“one clear call,"no lingering illness, 
no sad farewells. Her prayer was 
granted ¡suddenly the summons came 
and solftly crossing the bar she met 
her Pilot “face to face” and heard 
His “Welcome home, faithful serv­
ant, enter into the joys of thy Lord.

In many ways Grandmother Crews 
was a remarkable woman. A widow 
with seven small children, she came 
to the Panhandle in its earliest days 
and settled on a ranch not far from 
town. Years of drouth and hardship 
followed, but she never lost her 
faith that the Lord would take care 
of her and hers, and she lived to see 
all her children grown and settled in 
comfortable homes of their own.

During these days of hardship she 
never failed to pay her little mite 
unto the Lord, and a “free-will”of- 
fering besides.
