T h ere  is such a quanti ty  of “dope” 
published on bo th  sides th a t  it calls 
fo r  m ore  research  and study than 
nrose people have time to give it, to  

I really  shift the  vrlieat from the chaff.
I t  c an n o t  be gainsa id  that,in times 

past ,  th e  railroads have exploited the 
te r r i to ry  th ro u g h  which they built to 
th e  limit and  frequently  to  the great 
financial loss o f  m any individuals. 
T h e  case  of th e  S an ta  Fe which is 
ju s t  now com pleting  a branch from 
Sliattock, Oklahoma, w estw ard  th ru  
the  n o r th e rn  t ie r  of counties in the 
P an h an d le ,  is a  case in point. N o ­
body believes fo r  a  moment th a t  tha t  
road could n o t  have  been built thru  
th e  o ld  tow n th a t  were already es­
tablished in th a t  section, but the fact 
rem ains th a t  it  missed everyone of 
them  b y  a  few  miles. Of course this 
necess ita ted  th e  laying out of new 
to w n s  on th e  ra i lroad  and the  old 
towns, w hose  citizens donated  most 
l iberally  bo th  in la t d and money to 
th e  bonus an d  the  r igh t of way in 
o rd e r  to  get  the  road, will surely but 
slowly d is in tegate  and  ult imately re ­
v ert  to  th e  ran g e  from  which they 
orig inated . Such tilings do not tend 

| to  make th e  ra i lroad  corporations 
1 popular with th e  people.

On the  o th e r  hand, the wishes of 
¡ the ra i lroad  b ro therhoods  as emhodi- 
jed  in th e  P lum b plan, do n o t  appeal 
to  th e  genera l  citizenship. T h a t  the 
G overnm ent should use the peoples’ 
m oney  to  purchase  the  entire  rail 
indus try  of th e  co u n try  and  then 
tu rn  them  over to  be  run by the em ­
ployees gua ran tees  the public n o th ­
ing an d  experience has shown tha t 
th e  employees a r e  quite as likely to 
tell the  public to  be “damned" as are  
th e  ra i lroad  m agnates .  It will be 
som e time before  the American peo­
ple fo rge t th a t ,  when the Govern­
m en t was s t ra in in g  every nerve to

h urry  w ar  p repara tions, these  same 
men, a lready  the  best paid in the  
country, th rea ten ed  to  para lyze  the 
entire country , unle.is tlieir demands 
for increased pay  w ere  m et a t  once. 
Such actions do no t inspire the con­
fidence of the people.

G overnm ent ow nersh ip  has c e r ­
tainly been a failure—the railroad 
owners say, because it could no t  help 
being a failure and  would continue 
to be such under any  condition and 
the railroad emplayees tell us it is a  
failure because the  old executives 
who were re ta ined  in power, w anted  
it to be a failure. And th e re  you 
a re !  If you know  w h a t  to  believe 
and w hat no t  to, yon  ore, indeed, a 
wise man.—Panhand le  P lainsm an.

D U PLIC A TIO N

T here  is much being said about du­
plication. All dep a r tm en ts  of our 
S tate  G overnm ent are  similar in form 
to our N ational G overnment,  hence 
they are a duplication. It  is duplica­
tion alr ight for every o th e r  business 
of the people except agricu ltu re?  
Pow er is conferred  on Congress by 
the Consti tu tion  of the  U nited  S ta tes  
to coin money and regula te  th e  value 
thereof. And th rough  the  N ational 
Bank act banks have been es tab lish­
ed all over our sta tes.  Yet we have 
a s ta te  banking  departm ent ,  and the 
S tate  banks are  s tand ing  side by side 
with the National banks in almost 
every tow n in the  S tate .  The b an k ­
ing commissioner receives the  h igh­
est sa lary  of any  officer in the  State, 
n o t '  excepting the  Governor. His 
traveling agents  receive abou t  twice 
as much expense m oney pe r  m onth  
as the members of the  Agricultura l 
D eportm ent ; ye t  no one is cry ing 
duplication and advocat ing  the  abol­
ition of the  S ta te  Banking  D ep a r t ­
ment. As im p ar tan t  as ,our banks 
are, they  are  no t  more im portan t 
than our farms—Commissioner D a­
vis in M onthly  News Bulletin.

P R E P A R E  NOW  TO BA TTLE
“FL U ” TH IS COM ING W IN T E R

By Dr. C. W. Goddard, S ta te  H ealth  
Officer: A warning.

On the  twenty-first day of last 
Septem ber,  the first ease of inf luen­
za in Texas was repor ted  to  the 
H ea lth  D epartm ent.  This  first case 
was followed in rapid succession by 
o thers  from different p ar ts  of the 
State .

No equinoxal s torm  ever reported, 
reached such a fury or exacted a 
toll of life comparable to  this  p an­
demic which made its appearance in 
this s ta t  last fall.

I t  is a  well known fact am ong m ed­
ical men, tha t  one of the special char 
acteris tics of influenza is th a t  it r e ­
curs in cycles, and with each re tu rn  
records a heavy mortality . In  each 
cyclic ou tbreak  in the past  the di­
sease has reappeared  pi the fall and 
w in te r  for from one to th ree  years  
following the initial outbreak.

T he  g rea t  pandemic of 1889 was fol 
lowed by outbreaks in the fall and 
w in te r  for th ree  years following,and 
with an increasing m orta l i ty  ra te  
each year. The same his to ry  is r e ­
corded of epidemic of influenza in 
Europe, and in fact as far  back as 
we have been able to g a th e r  s ta t is ­
tics, each initial ou tb reak  of influ­
enza has been followed l))' reoccur­
rences in the next two o r  th ree  years  
following. Since it is well known 
tha t h is tory  repeats  itself, we may 
reasonably  expect a recurrence  of 
this dreadful disease this fall and 
winter, with high mortality ,  especi­
ally  from pneumonia.

I cannot predict with  ce r ta in ty  
th a t  we will have an o th e r  epidemic 
o f  influenza this fall and winter, but 
I  can say with ce r ta in ty  th a t  if we 
do not,  h is tory  of epidemics of in ­

fluenza in th e  past, will no t hold 
good for the  future.

In the  light of pas t  knowledge and 
experience, it would be no th ing  short 
of criminal to  take  no  steps to  n o -  
tect th e  public agains t  a possible re ­
currence of last season’s devasta ti  n. 
Based on incomplete sta tistics from 
rura l  and  u rban  reports ,  it is e s t im at­
ed th a t  there  w ere  approximately 
450,000 deaths from influenza in tne 
U nited  S ta tes  and  approxim ate ly  25,- 
000 in Texas, from  the  epidemic. The 
epidemic last y ea r  which swept a e: 
the coun try  with hurr icane  like r a p ­
idity, found the  coun try  depleted of 
its doctors and  nurses, m any com­
munities hav ing  neither.  At this 
time m ost of them  have been re leas ­
ed from  the a rm y  and have conic 
back to  us rich in experience and 
tra ined  in public health  work.

The excessively heavy rains this 
y ea r  have caused an unusually heavy 
g row th  of vegita tion which is ap ­
p a ren t  no t only in the  small villiages 
and  towns, but even in places in our 
la rger  c it ies ;  while pools of s tagnan t 
w ater ,  and  li tters of garbage are  to 
be seen in far  too m any places.

I am now  calling upon you to  b e ­
gin an  active campaign in an tic ipa­
tion of a posible recurrence  of influ­
enza, and  as a m a t te r  of civic pride 
and health  p rotec tion  in general.

In  every  villiage, town and citv, 
H ea lth  Boards should be organized, 
or rejuvinated, w here  they  already 
exist and “CLEAN U P  CAM PAIGNS’ 
pu t on,, and every possible means 
taken  to  p repare  for any  emergency.

Local H ea lth  Officers should at 
once call a m eeting  of their  local 
health  hoards if they  have one o - a 
meeting  for the purpose of o rg an iz ­
ing one, and then enlist the aid of 
the  Commercial Club, Civic Club.

Boards of T rad e  o r  W e lfa re  W o r k ­
ers, P a re n t  T each ers 'A sso c ia t io n  and  
o th e r  orgainzations in te res ted  in the 
civic advancem ent and  th e  b e t t e r ­
ment of health  conditions in  th e i r  
communities.

I am call ing upon th e  n ew spapers  
of the  S ta te  to  jo in  m e in th is  no te  
of w arn in g  and  t ru s t  th a t  every  p a ­
per in the S ta te  will no t  only copy 
this article, bu t add  such comm ent 
as they feel will be helpful in p ro ­
m ot ing  th is  defensive w o rk  in the  
in te res t  of humanity .

If these p reven ta tive  m easu res  a r e  
no t taken , then  from  p as t  experien- 
es with influenza, y ou  m a y  r e a s o n a ­
bly expect your coram nnity  t o  suffer 
the penalty  of YOUR N EGLECT.
