When the Bureau gets all 
fixed up and started nut with paid | 
secretary and hired hands, I want 
something done about flie«.

take them up gently, because the 
Bureau official might make the ac­
quaintance o f a black widow spider | 
and be fatally killed.

Now. I have no desire to he mixed ' 
up with a black iridow spider, but, as 
to widows themselves. I am L'ke them.
I don't think anything ought to ,bo 
done about the widow onestion. but 
i f  it ever« transpires that anything 
should be done about it, I know our 
Social Research Bureau will know 
how to deal with the problem. They
