State Extension Agent 
Interesting Deductions To 
Offer In Article For The 
Colorado Record

.America’a iRteat farm cooperative 
program, termed the "Soil Conserva­
tion .Act,” should render effective 
service to the farmers and farm own­
ers of Mitchell county «luring the 
months to follow, suggests Jack Shel­
ton of College Station, vice director 
and State agent for the Extension 
Service.

Impressed with the universal inter­
est being reflected by farm folk of 
the county in plana for putting the 
Federal statute into operation. Mr. 
Shelton offer* his cooperation in at­
taining the end* sought. “ I feel that 
further comment on conditions to be 
met and reeults to be realize«! by the 
farmer will be timely, in view of that 
interest,”  he itatea in c<immunicution 
to The Record. He »ays:

“ Every cultivated crop takes a 
definite amount of original plant food 
out of the soil, and the necessary cul­
tivation of such crops ex|M>se* the 
land to erosion. This results not only 
in additional fertility Iosm's, but also 
in losses of soil.

"Some crops deplete the fertility 
of the soil more than other* andV*- 
po»e the land to a greater amount of 
erosion. It is the purpose of the new 
.Soil Conservation Act to put part of 
the land formerly devoted U> aiich 
soil depleting crops -Into crop* which 
will prevent erosion and will rebuild 
the fertility of the land to insure a 
stable supply of foods and fibres in 
the future.

“ A brief review of figures deter­
mined by the Agricultural Experi­
ment Stmtion over a period of nine 
years shows clearly the extent of 
soil ero.sion.

“ loind with a two per cent slope 
when planted In cotton showed an 
average soil loss of 7.98 ton- per acre 
per year. I,and in milo lost .8.9.7 tons 
of soil. I.and in buffalo gra«s lost | 
1.58 tons. I

"These figures show that a«ide ; 
from the plant food used by the or -’ i. | 
farmers of the state pay more than . 
two times as much washed aw-ny soil ' 
for a crop of cotton as they do for , 
a crop of milo. Similarly, they pay , 
more than five times as much for a | 
crop of cotton as for a crop of buf- ! 
falo gi-asB. I

"The importance of crops in the 
con.«ervation of moisture was also 
demonstrated at Spur, -where it was 
found that the cotton plot lost 2.8.1 
inches of water in run-off: milo lost 
1.78 inches: and the buffalo grass 
lost 1.0.1 inchee.

"These results were obtained at 
the Substation near Spur in Dickens 
county, located in the Rolling Plains 
region of Northwest Texas. The 
soil on -which this work was done is 
Miles clay loam and the results are 
considered as directly applicable to 
parts of 44 counties and approxi­
mately.̂ . 14,000,000 acres of land of 
the Miles and Abilene and related 
series, and indirectly applicable to 
all of the sub-humid portion of Texas.

‘4rrops and practices which are 
best for preventing eroaion in Texas 
and for rebuilding the fertility of the 
soli have been recommended to the 
regional director of the Soil Conser­
vation Service by ti>e State Conser­
vation and Domestic Allotment Board 
which has been meeting recently at 
College Station. Theee crops and 
practlcM will be announced as soon 
as they have received the approvsal 
of the t-egional director.

"To qualify for na}rments un«ler 
the new program, the farmer must 
take land from xoll depleting crops 
and plant it in soil building and soil 
conserving crops or must use certain 
soil building practices on the land.

“ Generally speaking, it will be nec. 
e.ssar)' to'have at least one acre of 
soil conserving or soil building crops 
to every five acres of soil depleting 
crops in the ba.se acreage This means 
thst a farmer who has 100 acres of 
soil depleting crops In hi« bo.se must 
have planted on hi« farm in 1938 at 
least 20 acre« of conaervinr and 
building crons to participate in the 
program,”  Shelton said.

“ One of the most important oper­
ations when freezing weather is no 
longer to be expected is a comjilete 
cleansipg of the engine cooling sys­
tem, aiul the in.stallution of new rub­
ber radiator connections in place of 
flabby old ones. If these precau­
tion; are neglected, overheating is 
the penalty. After a long winter, the 
radiator i.s likely to be partly clogged 
with sludge and scale, caused by the 
action of anti-freeze Milutions on the 
metal of the engine I'lock, and the 
rubber isdiator connections possibly 
have «leteriorated sufficiently to ob­
struct the circulation of water.

"As Siam as the weather warrants 
it, hiuters should be completely dis­
connected from the cooling system. 
That i.«. the fittings and valves and 
hix-'H* connections should be removed 
and storeil carefully, and especially 
im|K>rtant, the healer itself should 
be emptied, by removing the drain 
plug at the bottom.

"The fan anil its drive belt are a 
part of the cooling svstem, lemein- 
ber. In cold weather, a slipping fan 
belt may not be noticed, because the 
engine will run .cool anyway— but on 
the first warm day the engine may 
ovirhtat unle.sH the belt is asljurted 
to get the maximum esasling effect 
from the fan.

“ Actually, tiu- b«-st thing one can 
do for one’s car in the -;pring is to 
have a con’plete tuiM--up of the en­
gine. include a thofough overlfciuling 
of the entire crMiling .«y-tcm. plus a 

¡change from winter to suinmor lub 
I'icants in the engine, transmission, 
and i-ear axle."

The 8th Gavnlry, stationed at Fort 
Bli.ss, Texa.s. pos,ses.scs the unusual 
distinction of never l)^ving been sta­
tioned east of the Mimssippi River. 
Its beginning was on November 23, 
IgCifi, seventy yearn ago. when the 
War Department ordbred the Com­
manding General of the Military Di­
vision of the Pacific to recruit-and 
organize the 8th United States Cav­
alry.

A “ vicious circle”  makes fat peo­
ple fatter by Increasing their appe­
tites as their weight goes up.

This conclusion Is reached In a 
thesis written for a ina.ster o f sci­
ence degree In dietetics at the Uni 
versity of Iowa by Mlsa I,etta IIou.s- 
er, who atudiiHl a group e f 40 per­
sons ranging In weight from 121 to 
322 pounds.

“ I found,”  she said, “ that obese 
Iiersons have no more preference for 
rich fooils than persona of normal 
weight and no greater propensity for 
nibbling between meals than ordi­
nary Indlvhlu.'ils.

“ Hut when the normal and obe.se 
groups were fed the same foods, 
those persons overweight alW.i.vs ate 
up to 20 p«>r cent more, regardless 
of what was served, or the manner 
o f Ks serving.”

Miss Hoiiw'r also dlscovere«! that 
both group* sleveloped larger api>e- 
tltes when the entire meal was 
.served at once rather than In cour.sos.

She Included a study of person­
alities of overweight persona In her 
research and concluded there Is s 
tendency among tliem “ toward emo­
tional instability an<l suliniissivene*.* 
to the will of Olliers—wlilch, slie sal«l, 
may explain why fat jiersons are pop­
ularly regarded as J'dly.
