Mussolini's success in East Af­
rica Is a humiliating defeat for 
Great Britain, and a sad blow to 
the prestige of the I>«ague of Na­
tions. Anthony Eden told the house 
of commons tha t  Brltaln'a failure 
to take military sanctions againat 
Italy was “due to the  horror of 
war and not to fea r  of the  u ltimate 
outcome." The Laborltes enraged 
Kden by their  a t tacks  and he re ­
fused to disclose what the govern­
ment's policy a t  Geneva might be, 
demanding a free hand to deal with 
clPcnmstnncea as they might arise.

The A'lr- 
ginlu commission was urged to con­
sider the situation In which the 
RPLA nnd one of Its loans will be 
placed In event of a certain ruling 
hy the Virginia olllrlals. In effect. 
Administrator Cooke asked the Vir­
ginia commission to rule against pri­
vate business In order tha t  a $.T4’>0,- 
IMMI loan made hy KE.A ta a cu-o[i- 
era tlve organization In Virginia cun 
be protected.

To review the facts briefly, let me 
ex|ilaln that a private electric com­
pany applied to the VIrgInlq com­
mission for authority to extend Its 
lines for transmission of energy In­
to a farming stH’tioii adjacent hi cit­
ies served hy the electric company.

He bought It 
in ID'-’tt, and llvt*«l there alone, «slih 
two colorisl servants, until 10!tl, 
wh«*n he purchast'd a stock farm  
near Morristown, N. J. The house 
reihalned vacant, and. last Jan u ary  
Morano sold It to the Progressive 
Itealty company for $12,(X)0.

"in  March; when the Progressive 
company transferred  most of J e f ­
ferson stree t to the city for a s*>- 
called b«>ulevard, the value of the  
.Morano property was set a t  $.'VY.0«)0.

“The Civic association aUegeil tha t 
the Progr«»s«.slve company «\as mere­
ly a sta lk ing horse for Boss Kelly, 
and condeninatlo«' pr«v'e«»dlnga were 
lnstltnt«*d before j u d g e  Curtis 
Hamhidgt*, whose d«H'l.slon was filtNl 
only an hour a f te r  Kelly was fotind 
dead, hl.s skull fracture*«! by a hlu«v 
from a heavy cut-glass decsinter.
