ON DEATH OF GEORGE N.
McDANIEL, GEORGETOWN

Although The Record last week
carried a brief story on the death of
George N. McDaniel of Georgetown,
brother-in-law of Mrs. Bert Wulfjen
of Colorado, u more detailed story is
available this week,

Mr. McDaniel died at his home in
Georgetown on Thursday, April 8,
after a long illness,. He was 72 years
of age. His wife is now here visiting
her sister, Mrs. Wulfjen.

Born in Bagdad, 12 miles from
Georgetown, on Feb. 25, 1865, Mr.
McDaniel wus a native of Williamson
county. While he was still a boy his
family moved tp Burnet county,
where his father had business inter-
ests, Later they returned to Bagdad
Mr. MeDaniel received his business
college training in Quincy, 11l

He entered business in Georgetown
in 1893, when he¢ became the busi-
ness partner of J. B. Salyer, brother
in-law of F. B. Whipkey of Colorado.
Later he bought out Mr. Salyer's in-
terest and also bought the Sutton &
Sharpe hardware combining
the two.

He remained in the
ress until 1920,

business,

hardware busi-
more than a quarter
of a century. He was noted for his
work in proimoting good roads for
Georgetown and Williamson county,
serving as president of the good roads
essociation and always donating gen-
erously for good road funds,

After his retirement from the
hardware business Mr. McDaniel
operated large wheat farms in West
Texas, among them being farms neai
Colorado and Plainview., At one
time he and Mrs. McDaniel lived for
about eight months on their “Dolia:
farm near Colorado,

In 1903 Mr. McDaniel was
to Miss Bertie Fowler of Georgetown,
sister of Mrs. Bert Wulfjen of Col-
orado. Four children were born to
them. A little girl, Martha Emme-
line, died at the age of two., Three
surviving George N. Me-
Daniel, Jr., of Borger; Fowler E. Mec-
Daniel of Happy, and-Moran K. Me-
McDaniel of Galveston.
