Saturday the group conferred with
Assistant, W, C, Loudermilk of the
g0il conservation service to urge that
branch of the government cooperate
to the fullest extent in flood control
program of the river, with special
reference to the local project,

Tentative surveys looking to loca
tion of a dam site were made several
months ago and engineers recom-
mended that a site between Colorado
and Robert Lee be accepted. Com-
munities along the river below Col-
orado have maintained strong intei
est in the proposed improvement since
the government first indicated favor
able consideration to petition that
the dam be built and water conserved
for the dual purpose of conserving
ranch and farm and placing
thousands of acres of fertile lands
along the river under irrigation.

That grasshoppers are likely to
swoop down upon the fields of this
area and render havoe to growing
crops, unless the public takes def-
inite steps to cope with the situation,
if it does develop, is' warning given
by the county farm mnt, Ben J.
Baskin,

In statement -ddrcuod to farmers
of Mitchell county, Mr." Baskin says:

A grasshopper infestation equal to
or worse than that of 1924 threatens
a large portion of Texas. Farmers
are warned to watch the “hatch” of
these well-known pests ulong borders
of pastures and field. The standard
grasshopper poison is ommended
for use in controlling these pests.
This tormula is:

26 pounds coarse wheat bran, 1
pound white arsenie or Paris Green, 1
ounce high grade A Acetate, 2
quarts molasses, sulficiént water to
moisten the above mixture.

The above mixture will poison 5
acres. Farmers are urged to watch
the prevailing temperatures to de-
termine the time of day to broadeast
their poison.' Grasshoppers rarely
{feed when the temperature is bejow
60 degrees or above 00 degrees.
