QUESTION: What should an em-
ployee do if he loses his Social Se-
qurity ‘mccount card? What should
Ihe do if he has been issued more
than one account card?

ANSWER: If an employee loses
his account card, he should report
{ such loss to the nearest office of the
Social Security Board. He will be
I requested to fill out another applica-
tion for account number, Form SS8-5,
| and should show at line 14 the place
| and date of filing his original appli-
cation, and.the reason for request-
{ Ing a duplicate number. The appli-
| cation will then be forwarded to Bal-
timore, Maryland for issuance of the
duplicate card

If an employvee

received two or
{ more account cards, he should re-
lain one of the cards, preferably the
one he has previously used, and for-
ward the remainder issued to him
{ o the nearest office of the Social
| Security Board. advising the number
of the card retained

An employee should have only one
account number, so that all wages
paid to him may be accurately re-
corded to his credit under a single
old-age insurance account .
