SCHOOL BOND VOTING

PROPERTY OWNERS TOLD OF 
FIN A N CIA L STATUS AND 
NEED FOR IMPROVEMENTS 
IN SCHOOL SYSTEM

Looking to the $90.000 school l/ond 
election which will be held Saturday, 
property owners of the Colorado In­
dependent school district wei'e called 
into a mass meeting with the .school 
board Tuesday evening at the high 
school auditorium .

The bonds, if voted, will supple­
m ent a federal g ran t of $70.000 which 
the school board hopes to .•secure. 
Funds will be used to replace the 
Coleman prim ary building, oldest of 
Colorado school structures, with a 
new junior high school, and to 
modernize the present Junior high 
school and the Hutchinson ward 
•school for the first five grades.

J. W. W atson, prersident of the 
school board, was in charge of the 
meeting, which opened with a con­
cert by the Colorado .school band 
under direction of R. p. Rose.

Watson made a talk in which he 
explained the present s u te  of th e  
school finances. J  E Watson, su p ­
erintendent of .schools, outlined the 
conditions and needs exlstinc in the 
schools.

In his talk P icsldenl.a. vV. Watson 
pointed out the econor.tv witli which 
the .school has be«'n oyr'i-nted. quoting 
flguies to show th a t the cast i>er 
pupil has been brought down to $49 
this year afte r having been $77 m 
1929.

He said th a t there are now ou t­
standing $168.000 in bonds. I t ha.s 
taken 26 cents li\ bond tax for the 
past two years to retire thl* obliga­
tion." he outlined. "If we vote this 
$90,000 bond issue, 12 cents more 
would be »-equlred. or a total bond 
tax of 37 cents. Tins will be only 2 
cents more th an  the bond ra te  of 35c

Prior to the 
adoption of the eight-aesM ster rule 
a contestant was allowed ten semes­
ters in high school before he became 
ineligible.

“Soon a fte r the adoption of the 
eight-sem esier rule a 13-year high 
school In the state  called upon the 
s ta te  office for an Interpretation of 
the  rule. Tlie league offlriala rttlad 
th a t In 11-year srhoola, a school 
shall s ta rt counting semesters In 
the  eighth grade and In the 13-year 
systems the school shall s ta rt count­
ing semesters in the n in th  grade. 
The 11-grade systems quite generally 
were of the opinion th a t the in ter­
pretation favored the 13-year sys­
tem s and since the 12-year systems 
were on the increase In Texas, the 
Issue had to be definitely settled.
