"And 
anyone who knows anything about 
poultry knows the blue bug Is one 
of the greatest menaces to fowl we 
have. Not onlv that, but they am 
sprearlers of filth and dlsea.se.

¿.t birth to buzzards. Tliey wait 
aro.ind and carry o ff the lambs and 
kids at birth. They are equally a.s 
great a menace to calves.”

Reader said he had no Idea ̂ how- 
many buzzards there were In'* the 
state but said "there be millions of 
them.”

Texa.s farmers and ranchmen 
filled 17.019 trench silos in 193$ in 
cooperation with county agricultural 
apent.s; the annual report of E. R. 
Eiiffalv. dairyman of the Texas A. 
and M. College Extension Service. 
rJ’.ows. This repre.sents an increase of 
7.536 over the number In u.se at the 
end of 1937.

A total of 1,734,000 tons of feed 
or more than a million tons over the 
1937 figure. Is stored In these 
trenches. It  would require a trench 
12 feet wide, 6 feet deep and 262 
miles long to hold the .silage, or one, 
Eudaly says, that would reach "from 
College Station to the' city limits of 
Durant, Oklahoma.”

Even In a year of a comparatively 
large feed crop the silage represents 
a value of around 7 million dollars.

He son r all times 
when he ordered asji m.>> as 200

cattle cars at one time.
Back In the eighties huge herd.s of 

cattle were driven to Colorado from 
pdlnts as far away as the Pecos 
river and the Lubbock section of the 
Plains country, Mr. Crowder remem­
bers. Sometimes the stockpen.s east 
of town would be overflowed and 
herds would have to beheld  on the 
range a short distance out of town 
before moving Into the pens. During 
the years when cattle-shipping from 
Colorado was at its height, special 
engines pulled strings of empty cat­
tle cars In from the east. A "turn­
table” was located here at that time 
to turn the engines back to the east 
so they could pull the loaded cattle 
cars to market.

The first railroad Job Mr. Crowder 
ever held was as a telegraph operator 
with the old H&TC nmning from 
Denison to Houston, a line now 
owned by the Southern Pacific. His 
first Job with the T.&P. was as 
night telegraph operator at the side­
tracks 10 miles west of CLsco. He 
began work there in March, 1882, and 
from that place had a rmg-side seat 
for tha railroad building ahich 
marked the real beginning of West 
Texas development.

'The Crowders’ only children, two 
sons, are both railroad men. Leslie 
Crowder has been T. & P. express 
agent at Colorado for nearly 20 years. 
Claude Crowder of Pampa has over 
31 years to his credit with the 
Santa Fe.

Mr. Crowder has been an elder in 
First Christian church for nearly 32 
years.

Tlie famous herd of "Palomino” 
horse.s which the Renderbrook ranch 
has developed during recent years 
wa.«i written up as follows in the 
special Hereford edition of the Abi­
lene Reporter-News on Sunday:

If you name Palomino horses to 
a Mitchell countian. or to many a 
We.st Texan ouslde Mitchell county, 
for that matter, the chances are 
great that he will think immediately 
of the Renderbrook ranch, which 
has headquarters in .southern M it­
chell county.

Horse < are the special hobby of 
E. P. Ellwood. who owns the Ren­
derbrook. This is the fact behind the 
development o f  the Palomino herd 
which now roams the Renderbrook 
range.s.

Whenever the Renderbrook—call 
it Spade if you prefer—rides abroad 
officially. It rides on Palomino horses. 
Tilts goes for the Ellwoods, Manager 
Otto F. Jones, the varioas ranch 
bo.s.ses. their wives and daughters, 
and the cowhands. The ranch now 
has a herd of about 30 of these 
hor.ses —

The horses are not yet true Palo- 
minoes it is pointed out, but Mr. 
Ellwood intends for them to be some 
day. Mast of those now on tlie 
ranch are quarter-bred Arabians.

Only Ihr that there’s an
occasional horse with a dark mane 
and tail gives this away, however. 
Mast of the horses'have the cream- 
colored bofly and the white mane 
and tall of the true Palomino.

Tlie ranch started Its so-called 
Palomino herd back In 1920 when 
Mr. Ellwood bought about 10 dun- 
colored buck.skln mares ■which came 
from the Garden City country. Later 
he bought a regl-stered Arabian horse 
from "Up north.” This horse was 
bred to the buckskin mares, and only

the dun-colored filly colts were kept
Five years later Ellwood had about 

IS dun-colored mares which had been 
sired by the Arabian. At that time 
lie began to acquire Palomino horses 
of the quarter-horse type, and the 
offspring of these horses and the 
Arabian-sired mares liave come near 
being true Palominoes in type.

No effort has been made to enlarge 
tlie herd of Palominoes on the Ren­
derbrook at the expense of quality. 
And so far the horse.s have not been 
raised on a commercial basis. The 
rancli frequently gets orders for 
Palominoes but so far lias sold none 
of the true type which are wanted 
for the ranch herd. Three-fourths 
of the ranch saddle horses are now 
Palominoes. The Palomino herd is 
kept iso late from otlier horses on 
the ranch, and has been from the 
beginning. •

Both Mr. Ellwood and h.sl wife, who 
divide their time between their 
northern home In DcKalb, 111., and 
their modern home on the Render­
brook. are excellent riders. When on 
the ranch they often ride with the 
cowboys at round-up time. They 
keep a number of valuable gaited 
horses at their northern home.
