He 
enlisted in the army in September, 
1917, and went overseas with Com­
pany R, 129 machine gun battal­
ion, In May, 191S.

COUNTERFEIT NICKEU DATED 1874 FOUND 
AT BOTTOM OF ARROYO IN RUDDICK PARK

Sixty counterfeit nickels that evi­
dently turned out wrong some time 
befm-e the turn of the century and 
never got into circulation were found 
by a crew of NYA workers in Rud- 
dick park this week.

The' coins were found In a pile 
at the bottom of an arroyo on the 
eaat aide of the park, according to 
Howard LIndley, park suporlnten- 
dent and supervisor of the NTA  
crew, the pile had been partially 
■ncovered by w'aters which rush 
down the arroyo into Lone Wolf 
ercck after every rain.
I t  is bcileveil that they were bur­

led there years ago, probably before 
1900. Ail the pieces are of the type 
with the numeral "5" encircled by 
stars on one side and something res­
embling the national emblem on the 
other. On each coin the markings 
of the numeral side are still very 
clear but the other side is consist­
ently blurred.

Perhaps this blurring had aome-

Uiing to do with the fact tliat the 
counterfeiters bu rl^  the coins with­
out even bothering to pollsli the 
edges, which are ail outlined by rag­
ged metal.

All the dales which are 'distin- 
gplshabte are the same— 1874. As- 
oordlag U  local bankers, this type 
o f nickel was not minted after 
about ISgg. when the Liberty head 
nickel was iasned. The Liberty 
head was followed In 1914 by the 
Buffalo niokel, which has now 
given away to the Jefferson nickel.
It^ is not probable that counter­

feiters would have n—h the date 
1874 lAuch after the early eighties, 
bankers point out, since their nickels 
would look new and would therefore 
need to bear a fairly recent date 
or excite suspicion.

The only thing that was worrying 
Colorado Cltlans as they viewed the 
counterfeit coins was this: Why
would a counterfeiter bother with 
nickels?

Her condition 
was first discovered when she was 
about three months old. through 
the unusual largeness of her pu­
pils and their curious lack of col­
or and depth. Kpecialists who have 
been ennsulted In Dallas, Fort 
Worth, and other points have 
never been able to give a cause for 
the condition or any hope for its 
improvement. None of the other 
Dearen ehlldren have a trace of 
blindness.
Even at the toddling age HYankle 

Lee was not as troublesome as one 
might suppose a blind child to be.
She always had an almost uncanny 
memory for the location of doors 
and large plecc.s o f furniture and 
could run through the house without 
misiiap im le « aomeone le ft a chair 
or some other piece o f furniture In 
an unarnistomed place. Dolls and 
other quiet games furnished her 
main pastimes as a little girl. She 
has always been healthy and cheer­
ful. never .seeming to mind her hand­
icap.

Robert L. Chalk The father, a law­
yer, came from a family which 
claimed descent from Anne Asque. 
who was burned at the stake during 
the time of Henry V III (ft England 
for her religious beliefs.

Robert L. < halk, father mt M n. 
Hrmmn. had first eane ta Texas 
in 18.M with his parents. He 
was one of thr first ta enlist In 
the f'onfrdrrate army from Bell 
county and was taken prtaoner 
by the I nion troops at Arkansas 
Post, now Little Rack, Arkansas 
He and another Beil canaty bay 
rsesped and took refoge la a 
Csmaache. lawiw home. In that 
home Chalk met the g lii whom 
he was later to aMrry. Their 
marriage took place after the war 
was ovrr and Robert Chalk had 
his law degree from Lebanon, 
Tennessee. •
After a short time In Iowa, the 

Chatk.s mov-ed to Kansas, where Mrs 
Hvman and her brother. Otis Chalk, 
were born. Otis Chalk, who died In 
December. 1938. was the man for 
whom thr Chalk oil field In southern 
Howard county is named. Prom 
Kan.sa.s the Chalks moved on to Bell 
county where Mr. Chalk opened a 
Belton law office.

Sarah Minna Chalk was educjited 
In publir and private schools In 
Belton and Camanche, lows. In the 
latter place she lived wlUi her 
maternal grandparents. Mr. and Mrs. 
E O Butcher. There she enjoyed Ice 
.skating, .sleigh riding, and was once 
chivsen queen of her school.

In August, Iggg, Sara Minna 
( halk rame to Mitchell county 
for thr first time to visit an 
unrie and aunt, Mr. and Mrs.
.1. W. E. Glllland, who then oper­
ated the HS ranch, property of 
W. T. Krott of Colorado City.
Srott was at that time one of 

Colorado City's so-called "B ig Pour.” 
the other three being A. P. Bush. 
Harry Catlett, John McWilliams. 
Texa.s hl.story was involved in Scott's 
being here at all. His father. Col. 
W. T. Si’ptt. Sr., known throughout 
Texa.s in the early days as "Buck” 
Scott, had .supplied negro slaves to 
help complete »the railroad. In re­
turn for hl.s help the railroad gave 
him the West Texas land which his 
son. W. T. Scott, Jr., later drew for 
his portion of the Inheritance.

Col. W. T. Scott, Sr., incidentally, 
was In thb .senate of the Republic of 
Texas, and for a time was vice 
president of the forerunner o f the 
T. A  P. railroad. He was once offered 
the nomination for governor of Texas 
but refu-sed. The town o f Soottsvllle 
^  named for him, and a monuitient 

I to his memory was dedicated there 
'ip  May. 1937.
j When Sarah Minna Chalk arrived 
In Colorado City on the 2:30 A id . 

(train that August night. It was W. T. 
Scott. Jr., who met her at the station, 
substituting for the Qllllands who 
hadn't come In from the ranch. He 
took her to the old 8 t. James hotel, 
then one of West Texas' outstanding 
hostelrles. and In later years Mrs. 
Knuns Nolan, who was then pro­
prietor of the hotel, always claimed 
that, she "made the match”  betweoi

Saran Chalk and W. T . 8<»tt. Jr., 
because they got aixjuainted under 
her roof.

Romance got o ff to a flying start 
when the two went to church togeth­
er the next morning, then made the 
long journey to the ranch In Scott's 
buggy. When Sara Chalk went back 
to Belton two and a half months 
later, it was to prepare hor trousseau. 
Scott, being a gentleman of the old 
Southern school, went along to "ask 
for her hand'* and the OUllands and 
their baby provided proper chaper- 
onage dmdng the trip.

The wedding teek place on 
Nov. 25. 119«. In the firs t Meth­
odist church In Belten. The Gil- 
llands and Mr. and Mrs. Henry 
Yeuree o f Shreveperi, La., were 
attendants. Scott’s wedding suit 
was a g ift from A. P. Bosh, early 
cattleman who wns port owner of 
the famous old Bosh A TlUar 
ranch northwest o f Colorado 
City.
After a six-weeks wedding trip 

which took them to all the accepted 
honeymoon places— Niagara I^lls, 
New York City. Kansas City. Chicago 
—the Scotts came back to Colorado 
City to buy and occupy what was 
then known as the Winfield Scott 
place, now the home of Mr. and Mrs. 
C>scar Majors.

At that time this home was known 
as the handsomest In Colorado City. 
It had been built by a daughter o f 
General Tom Green, for whom Tom 
Green county is named. The build­
ers sold It to the Winfield Scotts, who 
reputedly spent over $10,000 Just 
repairing" it. These Scotts sold It to 

an Ed Cook, president of one o f 
Colorado City's banks at that time, 
and Cook sold it to the W. T. Scotts. 

The three Scott sons were bom 
In that house. All are still liviag 
— Will T. Scott H I in PaU Brook. 
CaUf.; Robert Chalk ScoU la 
Brownwood; John Pinkney ScoU 
in Mission Beach. CaUf.
Mrs. Scott went in for humemak- 

ing. social activities, and church work 
witli the zest which characterizes all 
she does until this day. She taught 
a class in the Methodist church, hav­
ing among her pupils the J. D. Wulf- 
jen children, Mrs. Henry Doss. Sr., 
the Fortner children, and many 
others. Her best-beioved neighbor 
and ho- ideal in all things was Mrs. 
John B. Slaughter o f the ranching 
Slaughters. Mrs. Slaughter's home 
stood on the comer o f ' the block 
north o f the Scott home, a site now 
occupied by Rhode clinic.

In lg9g the Scotts moved to Fort 
Worth to live. Mr. Scott became one 
o f that growing center's laadlng citi- 
sens. He was a steward ia the Meth­
odist church, served for years on the 
board of what was then Folytechnlc 
college. wa.s one of five on the execu­
tive group of Uie old Board o f Trade, 
similar to today's chamber o f com- 
the board at the same time were 
Mayor Paddock and Jake Washer^ 
Scott always believed In Fort Worth’s 
future, Mrs. Hyman says today. He 
was the first to seriously talk about 
bringing the packing houses to Fort 
Worth.

The Scott home was complete­
ly happy except for one thing— 
they wanted a daughter. In 
April. 1991. Scott was suddenly 
stricken with appendicitis. Three 

 ̂ days later, on April tt .  1991. he 
died. After his death s daughter 
was bora to his widow. She was 
named Ann Rose, for both grand­
mothers, and today she is Mrs.
W. A. Heusinger of San Autonlo. 
Scott waa first buried ia Fort 
Worth, but was later movod to 
SeottsviUe. where five or six 
generations of his fsmilv hud 
been buried before him.
Five years later, on March 22, 1906. 

Mrs. Scott was married to Hany 
Hyman of Washington. D. C. Hy­
man’s people were neighbors of the 
Scotts in Fort Worth and his friend­
ship with Mrs. Scott began during* 
his visits home. Starting as a mall 
carrier m Stephenvllle, H.vman had 
been promoted by the pastoffice de­
partment. first to Fort Worth and 
then to Washington. Uke Mrs. Scott, 
he could also boast family lineage. 
His grandmother, Mrs. Kenneth Ray- 
ner o f Fort Worth, was a real DA.R.. 
her father having been Col. Wm. 
Polk of North Carolina.

For a year or two the Hymans 
lived In Washington, then he resigned 
his position and they moved to San 
Antonio, where Hyman and his 
Iwother-in-law, Judge A. L. Matlock, 
formed a law partnerslilp.

The Hymans first became Inter­
ested In colonizing ranch land when 
they carved the Kentuck ranch of 
South Texas Into farms and com­
munity plots and sold It out. Prior 
to colonizing It he had helped 
open the Highland park addltldn In 
San Antonio. One of the lltUe towns 
formed In colonizing the Kentuck 
ranch was named Anne Rose for Mrs. 
Hyman's daughter.

In 1922 the Hymans gecMad U  
colonize 196 sertlons of the H8 
rAnch In Mitchell county. Mrs. 
Hyman still owned the raaeh. 
The land was earved into farms 
aAd sold by Mr. Nymau while 
Mrs. Hyman devoted herself ta 
making a little town to serva tM  
new farming country a* a eaat  ̂
munity center. The ehuruh 
which she gave was dedleatai In

had Its first wedding Mrs. Hyman 
was happier than any of the main 
characters could have been. She 
decorated the church, helped make 
all the wedding plans, Invited every­
body In Hyman, and then threw her 
big white home open for a reception 
following the ceremony.

She Is Ilka that about everything 
which concerns Hyman in any way.
She knows, and has known all along, 
that It will probably never be any­
thing like a metropolis, but she Ukes 
pride in the fact that It's clean, 
attractive, and surrounded by desir­
able, civic-minded people.

Pages could be written about her 
afflUatloas and her medals.

I f  the farmer plants within his 
marketing quota of acres In cotton, 
he may seU it tax free, but if he ex­

ceeds his acreage allotment 4te must 
pay the government 2c per pound 
on lint, based either on his average 
yield or his actual yield per acre, on 
the number o f acres overplagicd. The 
average yield Is based on p ^ u c tlo n  
for the last five years.

Under oof 
old rural culture, Dr.. Hamilton said, 
“we had davaloped the family farm 
institution in such a way that otir 
social needs such as education, care 
of the aged, the dependent, and the 
unemployed were made without any 
elaborate political organization or 
expen*e. The fact that we are now 
spending billions of dollars to do 
things which were once done by the 
family farmers for themselves dem­
onstrates in a dramatic manner Just 
how valuable the family was to 
.society.”

ago. are highlights in the Monthly 
Business Review of tlie Federal Re­
serve bank o f Dallas.

Retail buying at department stores 
In prlnclpaJ cities o f the Eleventli 
district. alUiougli sliowlng sUghtly 
less than the. usual seasonable ex­
pansion from March to April, was 
maintained at a comparatively high 
level. Uie review says. Daily. aver­
age soles at reporting firms reflected 
an toicTMse o f 5.U per cent over the 
preceding month and a gain of 3.1 
per cent over the corresponding 
month last year. H ie  Reserve bank’s 
Index of department store sales, ad­
justed for average seasonal changes 
and the variable date o f Easter, de­
clined from 103.3 per cent of the 
1923-35 average In March to 103.6 
pec cent in April.

Tlie latter figure is, however. 4 6 
points higher than for April, 1936. 
In tlie first two weeks o f April Uilx 
year, the review says, dally average 
sales were approximately the same 
as In that period a year earlier, but 
In the next four weeks consumer de­
mand held up better ttian It did in 
the .same period o f 1938, and prelimi­
nary reports Indicate that depart­
ment store business In the first half 
of May was about nine per cent 
greater than in the corresponding 
period last year.

Agricultural conditions May 1 In 
many sections of the district contin­
ued to reflect the adverse effects of 
unfavorable weather and tnmdequate 
rainfall. Since, tiowever. general 
rain lias fallen over most sectlon.s 
of Texas, relieving the crlUcal situa­
tion prevailing In some areas and 
improving the agricultural outlook 
generally.
