ANOTHER case of alleged attempted

THE EVENT OF THE CENTURY.

Seventy-Five Thousand Lives Lost and Fif+
ty Miles Square of Territory, Including
Several Citles, Destroyed by VYoleanie
Eruption in Java—Tidal Waves Add to
the Work of Destruction,

NEw YORK, Aug. 20.

the details of the volcanic eruptions in
Java. The first eruptions were on Satur-
day night on the island of Kraokateo. At
noon on Sunday the Maha Meru Mountain
began to belch forth fire and lava, and the
eruption soon spread to the Gunung Teng-
ger, the crater of which is the largest in
the world, beiug nearly four miles in diam-
eter, the Gunung Guntun and other minor
tmountains, until by Monday morning near-
ly a third of the forty-five craters of Java
were in a state of activity.

While these terrible elementary forces
were at work on the land the sea became
sympathetically boisterous., The air was
50 surcharged with electricity that a: one
time fifteen water-spouts were seen. Hun-
dreds of the unfortunate people, unable to
escape from their dwellings before they
were crushed beneath the mass of falling
stones and lava perished. On the top of
the Gunung Tengger, a mountain of flame
made a scene of terrific grandeur. Fissure
after flssure appeared on the mountain’s
side, and hero and there in the valley a
yawning chasm opened. The tracts of for-
ests in the northern portion of Krackateo
were soon in a blaze of flame, and immense
trees, some of them centuries old, toppled
over before the advancing sea of fire like
wheat before a gale. As the eruption in«

creased in violence and frequency the dis-,

turbance of the waters surrounding the
coast became more and more violent. The
waves rushed with terrific force up the
steep, rocky incline, and meeting the burn-
Ing lava cooled and fashioned it into the
most eccentric shapes. The receding wa-
ters carried away many a fisherman’s hut.
Along the shore are mostly plains which
the sea overwhelmed, ruining growing crops
of coffee, rice, sugar, indigo or tobacco, and
it is probable that not a single crop will be
saved. = '

Late Sunday afternoon and intheevéning
the volume of the disturbances suddenly
Increased and the island seemed to be about
to be completely buried in a mast of fire
and sulpbhurous ashes. At the same time
the enormous waves began to burst with
greater force upon the shores, coming in
some places far up into the interior. Great
chasms opened in the earth and threatened
to engulf a lar(]:e proportion of the island’s
people and buildings. About midnight the
most frightful scene of the whole distur-
bances took place. Suddenly an enormous
luminous cloud, similar to that which was
seen over the éunung Guntur, but much
greater in extent, formed over the Kanda-
ga range of mountains, which skirt the
south coast of the island. This cloud grad-
canopy Fuiad Pehast wihlhsif il ned
a wide extent of territory. During this
time the eruptions increased, and streams
of lava poured incessantly down the sides
of the mountain into the valleys, sweep-
ing everything before them. Here and
there a stream of lava would enter an arm
of the sea or come in contact with the waters
of a river. Then the nearest incan-
descent lava as it protruded from the great
stream would suddenly produce boiling
heat and rapid vaporization. But the su-
perfine consolidation that almost instantl
ensued would prevent any further contact.
The fissures that opened in this thin crust
as it solidified would emit torrents of vapor
extending high into the air and making a
tremendous hissing and secthing sound,
as if a thousand locomotives were simulta-
aeousWy letting off steam. Here and there
in the lava streams were innumerable thin,
plate-like crystals of feldspar, arranged in
trains, one behind the other, in the direc-
tion of the flow of the current, and t‘elgi-
sparic spherolites were ragidly formed in
the vitreous matter, resambling those which
form in the slag of a glass furnace. One of
the most singular freaks of the eruption
was the carrying in the midst of molten lava
of a bed of solid ice of enormous size,which
had been emitted from one of the craters,
carried along by the current and landed on
the extremity of Point St. Nicholas on the
northeast corner of the island. Thisbed of
ice was surrounded by a thick envelope of
sand and scoris®, which are such non-con-
ductors of heat thata red-hot stream of
lava running over it will not melt the snow.
It is supposed this ice had formed the crust
of some vast subterranean lake.

About two o’clock Monday moérning the
great cloud suddenly broke into small sec-
tions and quickly vanished. At the same
time the most frightful rumblings were
heard and the columns of fire and smoke
on the southeast corner of the island ceased
to ascend, while the craters in the other
Emrbs of Java seemed to open their flery

hroats still wider to let out the greatest
quantity of rocks, lava, pumice and ashes
yet vomited out.

1Tie lilssing of the sea became so loud as
to be almost deafening, and the waves
rushed upon the shores to an unprecedent-
ed height. When daylight came it was
seen that an enormous tract of land had
disappeared, extending from Point Capuctn
on the south, to Negery Pafsoerrang on the
north, and west to a low point, covering an
extent of territory fifty miles square. In
this were situated the villagesof Negery
and Negery Babawang. Of the people in-
hahiting these places and the natives scat-
tered sparsely through the forests and on
the plains, none escaped a frightful death.
This section of the island was not so dense-
ly populated as the other portions, and the

The Scent of the Buzzard.

While digging sweet potatoes I noticed

| the sweet potatoe-ficld was the “‘radiant

scent,”’ their course as swift, silent, and

In conse-
quence of these observations the theory
that the vulture family are enabled to
detect thg existence of a dead body by
scent, unassisted by any of the remaining
senses, and this too, at a great distance,
and when such carcass had lain deep
under the ground for several years, was

[ before stated, gives an instance con-
firmatory to the one just related, justly
attributing to the  same species of
vulture this wondrous faculty of track-
ing its prey from afar. It was observed
in Jamaica: A poor German immi-
grant, who lived alone in a detached
cottage in this town, rose from his bed
after a few days’ confinement by fever
to purchase in the market some fresh
meat for a little soup. Before he could
prepare the several ingredients of herbs
and roots, and put his meat in water for
the preparation of his pottage, the
aroxysm of his fever had returned, and
\e laid himself on his bed exhausted.
T'wodayselaspedin this state of helpless-
ness and inanimation, by which time the
mass of meut and pot herbs had putre-
fied. The stench became very percepti-
ble in the neighborhood, vulture after
vulture as they sailed past were observed
always to descend to the cottage of the
(rerman, and to sweep round as if they
had tracked some putrid carease, but
failed to find exactly where it was.”

Chooslng‘ a Horse.

The Turf, Field, and Farm, a most
reliable authority on the subject, says
that **in buying a horse, first look at
his head and eyes for signs of intelligence
lemper, courage, and gjmm'st\’ Unless
ahorse has brains you cannot teach hitm
o do anything well. Ifbad qualities
predominate in a horse, education only
serves to enlarge and intensify them.
The head is the indicator of disposition.
A square muzzle, with large nostrils,
evidences an ample breathing appara-
tus and lung power. Next, see that he
is well under the jowl, . with jawbones
broad and wide apart under the trottle.
Breadth and fulness between the ears
and eyes are always desirable. The
eyes should be full and hazel in color,
ears small and thin and thrown well for-
ward. The horse that turns his ears
back every now and then is not to be
trusted. He is either a biter or a kickex
and issure to be vicious in other re-
spects, and, being naturally vicious, can
never be trained to do - anything well,
and so a horse with a rounding nose,
tapennF forehead and a broad, full
face below the eyes is always treacher-
ous and not to be depended on. Avoid
the long-legged, stilted amma]-—a]wa)e
choosing one with a short, straight back
ard rump, withers high and shoulders
sloping, well set back, and with good
depth of chest, fore logs straight, with,
low down hock short pastern joints,
and a round, mulish-shaped foot."”
