WHEN_the Star Route jury, to which the
case had been given, in obedience to the
direction of Judge Wylie entered the
court room on the morning of the 13th to
receive further instructions, and before
they were seated, Juror Verdon, who was
sick in the night, fell to the floor in a fit.

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ACQUITTED.

The Jury in the Celebrated Star-Route

Trial Render n Verdict of Not Guilty—All

the Defendants in the alleged Conspur

acy Declared to be Innocent,
WasHINGTON, D, C., June 14,

“You can ask the jury whether they have
any communication to make to the Court,”
said Judge Wylie to the crier when the
Criminal Court hearing the star-route case
reassembled this morning. Crier Donald-
son soon returned with a message that the
jury desired to communicate with the
Court. They filed into the court-room, ap-
parently none the worse for their confine-
ment. When they were seated the Judge
#aid: “Gentlemen of the jury, the Court
has sent for you for the purpose of inquir-
ing whether you have any communication
to make.” The foreman stated that the
jury had agreed upon a yerdict, and a
painful silence fell upon the court-room,
ohly to be broken by wild shouts of ap-

lause, when in a clear tone of voice the

oreman stated the verdict was
“Nor guiLTY.”
immediately the decorum of the court of
justice was forgotten and cheers resounded
from all quarters of the crowded floor.

Mrs. s.qw. Dorsey sprang to her feet.
slapping her hands, while tears streamed
down her cheeks, and there were many la-
lies inthe Court who were silently weep-
ing. Davidge quietly asked to have the
verdict recorde«‘l. which was done, while
the Deputy Marshals were vainly endeav-
oring to quiet the tumult. S. W. Dorsey
and Brady were the recipients of warm
congratulations, and as they left the court-
room they were greeted with renewed
cheers by the crowd in front of the City
Hall. When order had been somewhat re-
stored by reason of the defendants and
their friends leaving the room, Judge Wy-
lie turned to Juror Vernon and asked:

“Mr, Vernon: how are you this morn-
ing?”

§ uror Vernon: “First-rate,sir.”

The Court: *1 believe we have nothing
further for the jury to do during the term,
and the Court is prepared to discharge yon
finally. You have had a laborious task to
perform in this case. You have been more
than six months engaged in this trial.
Many of you have occupations of your
own which you have been obliged to neg-
lect during’ that period, and though your
verdict of course will create dissatisfaction
to many, yet having been selected accord-
ing to the forms of law, and having sworn
to perform your dyties faithfully, the
Court is bound to presume you have faith-
performed your duty., If you have done
30, each one according to the dictates of his
ronscience, that will be a satisfaction to
you as leng as yeu live, You are therefore
discharged with the thanks of the Court.”

In the ante-room and the halls the jury
was beset by athrong of interested per-
sons, prominent among them being the de-
fendants and Mrs. 8. W. Dorsey and Mrs.
Peck, who thanked them for the verdict
with tears in their eyes. As the foreman
reached the sidewalk the large crowd as-
sembled there burst into tumultuous cheers,
which was renewed as each juror made his
avay out of the Court-house. pl

Ker was the only representative of the
prosecution in the court when the verdict
was returned, and Carpenter, Dorsey’s
rounsel, congratilated him as the only one
of the Government counsel having pluck
enough to show up in the hour of defeat.

" Juror Harrigan held alone for convietion
for a long time. He says: “I finally came
to the conclusion that eleven heads were
better than one, especially when some of
the others were educated and smart gentle-
men. A few minutes before we came into
zourt | went over because [ didn’t feel like
opposing eleven men, so I gave defendants
the benefit of the doubt, and voted for ac-
quittal.” .

Foreman Crane says the jury voted first
on the question as to whether there was
conspirgey. It was then proposed after
some discussion to vote upon the guilt or
innocence of individuals, which of course
would carry conspiracy with it. *‘John W.
Dorsey,” said Crane, ‘‘headed the list, and
we acquitted him the first night. Then we
came to Vaile and acquitted him.

Little more than two years have
elapsed since the Administration of R.
B. lh\yes expired. Its termination pro-
duced a feeling of relief and gratifica-
tion throughout the country, in which
men of all political opinions shared.
How thoroughly despised the Hayes
Administration was is shown by the
manner in which it is remembered: by
wyost representatives of the party that
placed it in power, It is seldom men-
tioned by them without a sneer.  ‘While
all other Presidents have been honored
by the naming of persons and localities !
after them, hardly any sueh tribute of
respeet and sympathy has ever been
paid to Hayes. To appreciate the ex-
tent of the contempt with which he is
regarded by Republicans one need only
watch for a short time the utterances

. made by Republiean papers represent-

ing different sections of the country and
their party whenever they have occa-
sion to refer to the defunct Administra-
tion. There is reason to believe that if
Hayes were to run again - for oflice he
would be beaten in his own State though
the general political situation were fa-
vorable to his party. The feeling
toward him undoubtedly is due to the
fact that the existence of his Adminis-
tration was a disgrace to the country, a
reproach to our institutions. Those who.
approved the fraud looked with con-
tempt upon its ereature.  Yet it would

be strange if the most despised Presi-
dent had not a few defenders,  Indeed
Hayes has such.  We recently quoted a
p:lln'r that at this late day spoke of his
“‘clean, upright and able” Administra-
tion. Its editor has long been an ene-
my of Roscoe Conkling, and naturally’
became an  admirer of the man’ who

did his best to overthrow the power and
influence of the former Senator and

was cordially hated by the latter. There

are other defenders who were connect-

ed, in one way or another, with the

Hayes Administration or received fa-

vors from it, and still other Republie-

ans who had to make up for their hos-

tility towarel the Grant Administration

by professed loyalty toward its sugeess-

or, like the Republican journals which

supported Greeley in 1872, and subse-
quently felt obliged to surpass in party

zeal the staunchest Republican organs

which had never wavered in their polit-

ical allegiance. Two New England

papers which more or less openly fa-
vored Tilden's election in 1876, endeav-

ored to reconcile their Republican read-

ers by the pretense of attachment to

Hayes.

What will be the final judgment of
history on the Hayes Administration?
No one should venture to forecast it at
present. The time to speak of the
events of the last few years without an-
ger or partiality has not yet arrived.
Still this Administration is a thing of
the past. Censure can not hurt it,
culogy will be of no advantage to it.
There were undoubtedly some able and

patriotic men identified with it, but is |

any Administration of the United States
wholly unsupported by such men imag-
inable? Of the many things which oc-
curred during the four years of the last
Presidential term and reflected evedit
upon the country a foew-—very few in-
deéd —were connected with its Govern-
ment.  But how could it be otherwise
in a highly civilized and free country?
The thing for which the Hayes Admin-
istration obtained most eredit, at Jeast
from its political opponents, was its so-
called Southern policy. This policy
originated in a political bargain, but
when it was bitterly denounced by the
Stalwart Republicans Hayes' chief Sec-
retary, John Sherman, effectually vindi-
cated it by showing that the Adminis-
tration had no cholce in the matter and
at no time had the power to treat the
South as Grant had treated it. During
the term of Hayes' Administration
the House of Representatives remained
under Democratic control At the out-
set the Senate had an insignificant Re-
publican majority which in the middle
of the term gave way to a stronger
Democratic majority.  Aside from the
fact-shat Hayes only performed a duty
in not m(-«hlling with the local aflairs ot
the Southern States he had no option in
this respect. It would® have been pos-

sible for him to reform the Civil Serv- t

vice. To its thorough and complete re-
form he committed himself during the
canvass of 1876, But the use which he
made of the appointing power to re-
ward political crimes was more disered-
itable than the nepotism_of General
Grant. Whatever may have been at-
tempted or achieved in a few Govern-
mental offices, the result of Hayes' Ad-
ministration was to bring Civil-service
Reform into disrepute.  The vitality
and strength of the reform movement
was shown by nothing more than by the
faet that it could live and prosper after
Hayes had done evgrything to make it
ridiculous, The Chicago Convention of
1880 at first wanted to ignore the reform
question entirely; such was the impress-
sion made by thie performances of the
Republican President.

It has been claimed, however, that at
least the financial achievements of the
Hayes Administration were
this claim was unfounded. ayes found
the Resumption act on the statute book.
All that” his Administration did in the
way of preparation was to issue bonds
to the amount of some ninety millions
at a time when the Govermment enjoyed
unlimited credit. But before the day of
resumption arrived Copgress passed an
act which amounted to a repeal 6f some
o#its most important features, It pro-
hibited the redemption of the green-
backs, and it revoked the authorvity for
their reduction to three hundred mill-
ions independently of s‘m-io payments,
This bill was approved by Hayes. For
the high credit of the Government which
made the refunding operations possible
he desorves 1n0  more  praise
than for the Downtitwl crops or

tenth census. After the expiration of
the Hayes Administration a second-rate
Minnesota politician was able to secure
still better terms for Government loans
than the “great financier’’ from Ohio.
In this connection it should always be
remembered that Hayes, instead of con-
tributing to the reduction of the public
burden, made it larger than he found it
at the beginning of his Administration,
by his approval of the Pension Arrears
swindle.  He might have done much to
let the country forget the shameful
origin of his power, but he failed to do
this.  Though the Republican party as
a whole now repudiates him, it was re-
sponsible for him. This fact ought to
be impressed upon the public mind
while the two parties are preparing for
a new National contest. — Buffalo
Courier.

WicHITA reports four hundred and fifty
pupils attending the Methodist Bunday
School.

TuE body of Mrs. Harry Lee was found
in the well at her residence in Fairmount,
Leavenworth County, one day last week.
She had been sick for some months, and
was almost unable to walk, it requiring
several efforts for her to get from her bed
to thie door of her room unaided. On the
night of her disappearance when the fami-
ly retired Mrs. Lee was feeling better, In
the room adjoining the one which she oc-
cupied her husband and three children
slept. At daylight the next morning Mr.
Lee arose and went into his wife’s room,
but she was gone, Search tWwas at once in-
stituted which resulted in finding her body
in the well. Itis thought that she may
have committed suicide through mental
derangement consequent upon her sickness,

THE Governor is said to be receiving a
great number of invitations to orate at
Fourth of July celebrations.

A FEARFUL storm of wind and rain
passed over Topeka the other night, doing
considerable damage to property and
frightening people nearly to death, It came
up about eleven o’clock, and blew so hard
that everybody thought a cyclone was at
hand, and cellars commanded a high pre-
mium,

THE new Baptist Church at Walton, Har-
vey County, was dedicated recently. The
building cost $2,210 and is paid for, and
money in the treasury to purchase a bell.
