One d a y  last 
week John F. M eGavern, tan n e r a t Wo­
burn, testified th a t the skin of a negro, u n ­
tanned, w as brought to  the tan n e ry  b y  W. 
F. M orrison, who w anted  it  tanned . Mor­
rison said he brought it from  H a rv ard , and 
that it cam e orlfiinally  from  Tew ksbury. 
M orrison claim ed to  lie a studen t. Pieces 
of the skin w ere shown.

A dynam ite  cartridge  w as recen tly  found  
in the basem ent of R inaldo & Co’s factory , 
Brooklyn, N. Y. One hundred g irls w ere at 
work ill the upper part of the  build ing . The 
•nrtridgo wns suIHoient to  dem olish the 

factory .
At New H aven, Conn., recen tly , in the 

case of Mrs. Ailelia C urran  ugaiust W illiam  
M. lAiy, to recover $10,000 dam ages for 
shooting her husband, the ju ry  w as ou t an 
hour and  brought in u v erd ic t fo r the de­
fendant. Judge Beardsley refused to  ac­
cept the verd ic t, and sent the  ju ry  back 
to deliberate, sta tin g  they  should have 
found some dam age for plain tiff. The 
Judge told them  the  defendant failed to  es­
tablish legal justification  for the shooting, 
slid  th e ir verd ic t w as no t in accordance 
with th e  evidence. They re tu rn ed  a fte r 
another hour with a verd ic t for the p lain tiff 
of $30 and costs. F ay  was p rev ionsiv  tried  
tor the m urder of C urran  and  acqu itted . I

J am es Tr eg la u n  w as hauged a t  Morris- I 
town, N. J ., for th e  m urder of Minnie 
Chirgwin, a t P o rt Oram , about a  y e a r  ago.

A t T aunton, Mass., Mrs. Ellen H allnsey, 
Aged sixty-five, w as found dead, supposed 
to have been m urdered . H er sons T im othy 
and John , aged n ineteen an d  tw enty-tw o 
respectively, and  W illiam  F ly n n  wore a r ­
rested  for the deed.

S eth K e n n e d y , a  tru s ted  clerk  of M. 8. 
s age & Co., paw nbrokers, of Boston, M ass., 
was la te ly  a rre sted  on the  charge of em ­
bezzling $13,1X10.

T he t ra il  of th e  Indians who m urdered  

Judge McComas and w ife has been traced  
Into the  S ierra  M adre m ountains of Chi­
huahua. Two scouts got in  sigh t of them  
in a  deep canon and  counted slx ty-tw o 
w arrio rs, and observed a  larg e  am ount of 
p lunder and a  g rea t m any  an im als, bu t the 
pursuing p a r ty  being on ly  tw en ty  feared 
to a tta ck  the hostile*.

Th e  t r ia l  a t  M ilwaukee, W is., o i George 
ScbeUer, accused of se ttin g  Ore to  th e  New- 
ball House on the m orning of Ja n u a ry  10 
la s t, resu lted  In his acq u itta l by  th e  ju ry . 
Five ballots w ere taken, and only one of 
tho ju ro rs  w as for conviction all th a t tim e, 
and he finally  gave In because Ju d g e  M al­
lory instructed  him  th a t if  tbero w as any  
doubt in his m ind he m ust give tho p risoner 
the benefit of the doubt. The v e rd ic t was 
received w ith  app lause , and  Bchellcr was 
w arm ly congratu lated .

T n t  M ayor of Bt. Louis appointed

C hauucey I. Filley  to lie A ssessor and  Col­
lec to r of W ater R ents. H is appoin tm ent 
w as a  g rea t surprise  and  created  m uch 
talk .

It is sta ted  th a t the  fishermen a t Cape 
A ngrls, Mo., have been in th e  luihit of 
trHinmel ne tting  in the buy on the Illinois 
side of th e  river, which is c o n tra ry  to  tho 
law s of th a t Btute. A Constable of 
houn, 111., determ ined to suppress 
it. The o ther n igh t w ith  a posse 
he hailed a fishing p a r ty  of 
th ree  and dem anded their surrender. They 
called  on the  Constable to read  liis w arran t, 
w hich he refused to  do, so th ey  s ta rted  
down the bay. The Constable then  ordered 
his p a r ty  to fire and the  resu lt w as the k ill­
ing of W illiam  W illoughby, the  probable 
fa ta l wounding of H enry  Kngle, and the 
slig lith ly  wounding of Johnson Henm an.

Th e  floods in the Menominee R iver, ill 
W isconsin, during  the p as t week w ere un ­
precedented . The w a ter w as two feet 
above the highest previous w a ter m ark . At 
C edar Fulls the dum was bad ly  dam aged; 
tbe  log* in the dam all broke aw ay . I t  w ill 
take five o r six weeks to rep a ir the dam age. 
At P ra ir ie  Farm  the w a te r  cut a w ay  round 
the dum, doing a g rea t deal of dam age. 
Hcott’s dam , oil L ightning Creek, and 
Dow ns’ dam , on H ay R iver, w ere w ashed 
aw ay . A t Rice Lake, i t  is reported, 
the  whole coun try  w as flooded and 
considerable dam age done. Middle dam, 
on Moose E ar, was p a rtia lly  w ashed aw ay. 
A t Downsville, tw elve m iles lielow Meno­
minee, the  dam  was p a r tly  w ashed aw ay  
and  o ther dam age done. Tho Chippew a 
R iver R ailroad w as bad ly  dam aged its 
whole length. The flood seriously  affected 
very  large  portions of the  lum bering  dis­
t r ic t  o f W isconsin.

The  sale of the H annibal & Bt. Joseph 
R ailroad to  the  Chicago, B urlington &

W hen 
asked if  he had a n y th in g  to say w hy sen- 
teneo should not be pronounced, he said  he 
had no t expected any  m ercy  from  the  court. 
I t  w as v e ry  u n fo rtu n ate  th a t the Irish 
bench w as never w ithou t a  N orliury or a 
Keogh. Ht- was a  m em ber of tlic Iuvincb 
bles, bu t w as no t in Pho-nix P ark  on Un- 
evening the m urder w as com m itted. "He 
loved his coun try  and could suffer for her. 
The w itnesses for the crow n h ad  perjured  
them selves. As the  officers w ere taking 
him  from  the dock, lie c ried  ou t iu a  loud 
voice, “ God save Ire la n d !’’

A n unparalle led  sh ipp ing  d isa s te r oc­
curred  a t  V ictoria, B ritish  Colum bia, re­
cently . Four ships w ere  blown ashore in 
a  hu rrican e  w hich las ted  fifteen hours. 
Vessel a f te r  vessel p a rted  anchor and was 
d riven  ashore.

Arbitrary Arrests iu South Carolina.
An arbitrary arrest in South Carolina 

under the Feiferal Election laws calls to 
mind the struggle in Congress over the 
attempt made four years ago to repeal 
those odious anti-republican statutes. 
It will lie remembered that in 1879 the 
Democrats in Congress endeavored to 
eliminate the ugly features of some of 
those laws by appending repealing 
clauses to the Appropriation bills and 
that tho fraudulent Mr. -Hayes inter­
posed his veto. The Democratic ar­
gument in favor of repeal was directed 
for the most part to the unconstitutional 
character of the laws and especially to 
the fact that the liberty of the citizen 
was great ly imperiled under their opera­
tion.

The Republican disputants in Con­
gress and Air. Hayres, however, affected 
to make light of tlie alleged danger to 
civic freedom. They argued that no 
arbitrary arrests could be made under 
the laws, and that if such a proceeding 
were attempted public sentiment would 
speedily correct the wrong. The sequel 
proves that the apprehensions expressed 
by the Democrats were only too well 
founded and that the laws in question have 
been made a cover for the systematic in- 
t i mid At ion and oppression oi voters. Any 
one who will read the testimony taken 
in tin- South Carolina election eases in 
the late Congress will easily convince 
himself on this point. In many in­
stances tin- Federal Election Marshals 
deliberately intimidated negroes, drove 
them away from the polls or prevented 
them from voting for the candidates of 
their choice. This was invariably done 
in the interest of the Republican ticket.

As if to emphasize the infamous char­
acter of laws framed for the purpose of 
enabling the party in power to control 
the suffrages of the people by official 
surveillance, and compulsion, the arbi­
trary arrest above referred to is made 
at a time when there is no political ex­
citement and when party passion can 
not be pleaded as an excuse for out­
rages jterpetrated upon the voter. The 
story is briefly told. In Clarendon 
County, South Carolina, on Saturday, 
a Deputy United States Marshal ar­
rested nine white men nnd a negro 
without showing his warrantor exhibit­
ing any charge against them, and 
carried them oft-without allowing them 
even the poor privilege of changing 
their clothes. Tho Marshall intimated 
that the arrest was for tin election of­
fense, hut refused to specify its charac­
ter.

pensioned off half his ready-made noliil- 
ity upon the rank-loving ladies, w hose 
papas had made many dollars in pork, 
“ife,” soldiers’ coats, or Nevada sil­
ver mines. But these were no more 
the typical American girls than the 
hooked-nosed people who used to sit 
round the Ilomburg tables and still 
haunt those of Monte Carlo were good 
specimens of the nations which were 
honored with tlieir presence. Yet they 
helped to leaven Ihe American mass. 
They made a European tour a necessity 
for every American who aimed at cul­
ture, and those visiting “Yurrup” 
brought back a taste for art, for house 
decoration after the British fashion, ami 
i kindliness for the Old World and its 
institutions which were unknown in the 
;la\s of our youth when Mrs. Barney 
Williams was playing the conventional 
Yankee gal. Tlie Americans complain 
that they also brought back a con­
tempt for their plain-mannered coun­
trymen, and an exaggerated mim­
icry of everything European, without 
tlie influences which in Europe keep 
some of our follies in their proper place. 
It is certain that we liiul Americans 
everywhere, and that in England, and 
|o a less degree in the more exclusive 
society of tlie Continent— always except­
ing Paris, which is tolerant to anybody 
with money—they find access to society 
which would be closed to Britons of the 
same social grade. And as a rule t hey 
are very charming people. Elijah Po­
grom is a* extinct as I>r. Ginery Dunkle; 
and if the mother of tlie Gracchi is 
sometimes objectionabli*, it is certain 
that the Graccfii are extremely pleasant 
additions to the old life of Britain, l.n 
belle Americainc is no more pronounced 
than girls in new countries, where so­
cial ambition is narrowed, always are. 
•she is petted and run after as pretty 
women often are, especially in districts 
where men arc more numerous than 
tlieir possible mates. She sees no social 
distinction which is not open to money, 
und no use for money except to seek 
happiness in ostentatious grandeur. The 
result is that she grows up rather shal­
low mid showy, a little impudent occa­
sionally: sometimes valuing herself and 
her father's dollars at more than they 
are worth, and in very exceptional in­
stances the delightful creature whom 
Dr. l)ix anathematizes; but she is sel­
dom absolutely bad. Actual immorality 
is left to the immigrants, who bring to 
the New World, with its easy ways, the 
riel1, of the Old which they have left. 
But the “ inipossible American"- us the 
transatlantic writers term every Amer­
ican w ho is not quite to tlieir mind— 
will, in time, become rarer. At present 
.lie same class is growing up in our 
newer and growing colonies, and from 
•xaetly tlie same causes. The Austra­
lian squatter's daughter is as irreveren- 
ial. full of herself, and impatient of 
imthing sate abject homage as the 
veriest Viftli Avenue or Beacon Street 
tiellc. But when Dr. l)ix accuses dy­
namite. red ruin and I In- breaking dow n 
if laws being IH>ni of siicli as these, lie 
must have been thinking more of the 
viragoes of tlie Bowery than of the 
beauties win* once a week solace their 
shattered nerves with the platitudes of 
Trinity Chapel .—London World.

The sylvan scenery, the soli­
tude of the forest, the British love of 
wild woodlands and butterflies and 
augs. were considered by Parliament us 
public uses paramount to any railway 
project.— Cln eoyo 'l V met.
