•essB n was held, during  w hich a large num tier 
o f nom inations w ere confirm ed . Tho Senate 
then  resum ed consideration of th e  Tariff bill. 
A fter a long discussion the  provision fo r ex tra  
duty on Iron and steel and articles m anufactured  
from  them , w hen galvanized or coated with 
nny m etal, was am ended so as not to apply to 
pain ted  articles o r  w ire, and the ex tra  rale  
applicable to other, artic les w a r  reduced from  
one-half to  6ne-quartor of a  cent a p ound . . . . . .
In  the House All Thomas, from  the Election 
lom m ihoO , su b m itta l a  repo rt on th e  Bu- 
ctnffiHq-Mannfng- contested case o f Mississippi, 
declaring  neither entitled  to  a  seat. The House 
resum ed th e  debate  bn the Tariff big, when 
Mr. H utterw orth alluded to  the  trea tm en t tbo 
bonded w hisky bill had  received, w hich pro­
voked qnite  a  colloquy am ong m em bers.

Among tho am end­
m ents non-concurred in  w ere those appropri­
ating $185,000 fo r  special mail facilities, and 
tirin g  Jttly  1 n ex t as tho dato when two-cent 
le tte r postage shall go in to  effect. The report 
was agreed to  and a  Conference Com m ittee Or­
dered.

The Senate insisted on its 
am endm ents to  tho PoBtofllce A ppropriation 
hill, and conferees w ere appointed. TfieTariff 
MH was taken  up  and debated until in terrupted  
by" th e  resolntions re lating  to  the  death of 
R epresentative C rib . A fte r which the  Senate 
a d j o u r n e d , i n  the Houso the Senate am end­
m ent'to  the House Jo in t resolution m aking ap­
propriations fo r runt inning the  w ork of the 
0  nth census w ere concurred In. A fter dispos­
ing o f Hty-two item* of the  Chemical Schedule 
In th e  Tariff hill, th e  House passed resolutions

and stew over the top. Cover tightly to 
keep in the steam, andbakc in a moderate 
oven one-and-a half hour. No water 
should be added.— Hardl New Yorker.

—The generalization is to the effect 
that “all thoroughbred animals, whether 
hones, enttle, sheep or hogs, have -one 
jxfculiarity in common, which is fineness 
of bones. I t is one of the surest indica­
tions and a valuable quality, for such 
animals give but little offal and waste, 
while the net is proportionately larger 
than the tare, as compared with coarser 
kinds.— Chicago Journal.

—Fattening fowls should not bo al­
lowed too large a run. They should have 
free opportunity to stand in the sunshine 
aisd dust themselves to their hearts’ con­
tent. Give them plenty of pure watei 
to drink and n small amount of pulver­
ized charcoal in their diet. Scalded In­
dian meal is probably the most fattening 
as well as economical form of food, yet 
they require some other articles mixed 
with it, say boiled potatoes or wheat or 
rye bran.—N. l r. Examiner. _

—“Aunt Addie” gives to the Country 
(ientleman this recipe: A hot sauce foi 
meats, whioh will be found very piquant 
and appetizing, may be made by chop 
ping two onions very fine and adding 
them to a can of tomatoes; alsq a tea 
spoonful each of cayenne pepper, cinna­
mon, cloves, salt, just a grating of nut­
meg, and a pinch of ground mace. Let 
these all boil together until the tomatoes 
are thickening; then take from the fire 
and stir into it a cupful of strong vine 
gar.

—A. II. Allen says: “Do not blanket 
a horse in the stable, except when he 
comes in warm and sweaty in cold 
weather; then, the moment the liarnes- 
is taken off, put on a blanket; but be care­
ful to remove it as soon ns he has become 
cofil and dry, and he will not tn'ke cold, 
unless expised to a draught of air below 
alaiut 65 degrees. To such a current he 
should never lie exposed under any cir­
cumstances, as it is always liable to give 
a horse a cold or rheumatism, or stiller 
him in the joints.—Iowa Stale Register.

—There are in the world sixty-five 
valuable breeds rf cattle, of which, says 
I)r. A. 8. Heath, “we have as yet ap 
prqpriated only eleven, and, even of the 
sixth we have, most of them we possess 
so sparingly that we cannot supply one- 
tenth of the males needed from which tc 
breed grades.” With the exception of 
Short-Horns and Jerseys, we have con 
aiderable herds, and of these two breed: 
we have not one each where we should 
have hundreds. If the general farmei 
and the dairyman were fully awakened 
to the needs of their case, there would 
indeed lie a “boom” in purc-bred cattle 
—Cleveland Herald.

Cooked Food for Hogs.

In the matter of the value of cooked 
food as compared with that which is un 
cooked,our position is simply this: Wher

lievo it will pay to cook it. On the othei 
hand, when it is cheap we do not think 
it will pay for the trouble. That cooked 
food produces larger results is implied, of j a,u‘ absolutely 
course, in what we have just said, and of a,i<* Tribune.

The Cwt of Fires.

Few people realize the enormous drain 
upon national wealth that is constaantly 
made by fires. There are, indeed, the 
one greut destroyer of the products of 
'human lalmr. No matter whether the 
direct loss is home by the owner or bv 
the insurance company, there is so much 
property gone out of existence and the 
country is to just to that extent iui|H>v- 
erished.

The New York Commercial Bulletin 
gives its summary of the fire* of 1882 
under the heading of “A $90,000,000 
Ash-Heap.” “This estimate includes 
the Canadian losses which may pcrhajis 
amount to 815,000,000, leaving in round’ 
numbers $75,000,000 worth of building? 
and personal property actually obliterated 
in the United States in a single year. 
This is something like a dollar and a half 
for every man, woman and child in the 
country. Ft is more greviou* than a uni­
versal poll tax for that artonnt, for the 
property doc* not remain in existence for 
the support of schools or Government, oi 

I for any useful purpose; it is swept off the 
face of the earth, leaving absolutely 
nothing in its place.

In no European country is the fire loss 
per inhabitant so great as in the United 
States. It is larger in England than 
elsewhere except with us, ana according 

i to a correspondent of the London T im es  
j the annual total there is about $45,000,- 
; 000. The same writer puts the German 

loss at $'(0,000,000, the French- at $15,- 
j 000,000 and the Russian at $105,000,000.
). This last seems liko an overestimate, but 
the tire loss in proportion to the wealth 
of the country np|>ears to be larger in 
Russia than in any other part of Europe.

Those who sutler no depot loss by fire 
contribute" their portion to the fire tax 
in the sluii>e of insurance premiums, 
either pain to the companies themselves 
or to the landlords in the way of rent. It 
is reported that the annual outlay for 
premiums in the United States reaches 
$58,000,000, in England $94,000,000 and 
in France $42,000,000, but tliis last item 
is out of proportion to the losses. The 
aggregate of a nil pal premiums in the 
whole world is put at 8100,000,000, which 
is alxmtas much as a million men would 
earn,lover and above their board, by 
working the whole year round.

It needs but a moment’s thought tc 
show what an enormous drawback the 
destruction of property by fire is to the 
commerce and industry of the world. It 
represents an appreciable profit on the 
entire trade that is carried on by the 
human race. Its abolition would percepti­
bly increase the comforts of life in every 
Civilized nation.

There is rarely a considerable loss by 
fire except in connection with the burn­
ing of a building, and one of the most 
imiKirtant problems of the future is, how 
to build with materials that are inconi- 
bustibler Rricks, terra cotta and the 
products of clay by burning of whatever 

1 name, form everywhere the best find in 
many places the cheapest substance that 
can enter into the construction of any 
kind of a house! .from a national capital 
3own to a seven by nine shanty. 8tone 

I as a building material is perhaps the most 
i ancient of all,'and modern skillliasgiven 
iron a large and satisfactory use in many 
uilistantiul structures; but the great 
desideratum is, after all, some process 
that will convert wood into a sort of 
vegetable asbestos that cannot lie set on 
fire. Whoever can -discover this Will 
achieve an invention worthy of rank with 
those of the mariner’s compass, printing 
and the magnetic telegraph. I ntil this 

| can lie done, or until those who build can 
be induced to make structures that can 
no more be burned than a stone-heap, we 
must go on paving tribute of money and 
precious lives to the only earthly power 
whose destructive force seems to be rapid 

complete.— Detroit Post

think, however, thatitwould beentirely 
wise to count U[ion such results as sonic 
have claimed to achieve by feeding 
cooked food, for while wc do not doubt 
that all the reports of record are true, w« 
do not think that every one would be 
equal to some of them. Much musl 
necessarily depend.upon the surround 
ings of tiie feeder. Ilis hogs must be ai 
good naturally as those which have pro­
duced the best results; his system of eook 
ing must be as thorough as it was ir 
these cases, and the care of the hogi 
must be as good. Home of our largest 
breeders and feeders in the West hav< 
given it as their opinion that cooking ir 
the corn districts will not pay, an opin 
ion that is virtually based upon the samt 
grounds that we stand upon when wc saj 
that it will not pay to cook when feed it 
cheap. Hogs require something beside: 
dry corn. They need something of mor» 
hulk, and cooking will, supply this. I’ 
may be supplied, however, fti other way: 
when corn is cheap to a better advan 
tage. We believe, as we have frcqucntlj 
stated, that the everlasting feeding ol 
dry corn is the cause of much of our hog 
disease; and while cooked corn is not fret 
from the objections that are valid againsi 
dry corn, it will furnish something that 
will more fully distend the organs, and 
thus conduce to health. The true wav 
of feeding is to feed a mixed food, 
whether the corn is cooked or uncooked.

OneWestern feeder gives it as his opin­
ion, after years of feeding com that ii 
cooked, that the system saves one-fourth 
of the grain. He feeds corn two part! 
and oat* one part, a very excellent mix­
ture.' Now if his estimate is correct, it ii 
easy to determine when it. will pay tc 
cook feed for hogs. If corn were 
worth only twenty-five cents a bushel 
it would not pRy to cook. If if 
were worth fifty or sixty cents, it 
would nay. In an experiment by an­
other Western feeder, he found that 
while pigs of the same litter gained ten 
pounds to a bushel of raw corn, those that 
were fed on cooked com, gained fifteen 
to the bushel. This was saving one-third 
of the grain. Another carefully recorded 
experiment seemed to demonstrate thai 
cooked food would yield a profit of twett- 
ty-five per cent over uncooked. The ex 
periments of H. S. Clay, a Kentucky 
feeder, are already familiar to many oi 
our readers. After a very thorough trial, 
he was satisfied that lie could getfu 
much pork from one bushel of com fed 
in the shape of cooked meal, as he could 
get from three bushels of uncooked com.

From these experiments which doubt­
less give the results of feeding cooked 
and uncooked feed, when fed under the 
most favorable circumstances, any one 
can judge whether or not in his particu­
lar case, nnd under existing cireuin- 
itnnces, it will pay to eook or not.— Hr** 
;m Rural.

He was not loo badly scared to listen to 
persuasion, but there- they trembled and 
avavc-d and bobbed up and down like a 
sycamore leaf in a gale of wind, It was 
a comical sight to see them, limp and 
white “ Hupping” around through a space 
of half a foot or more. Tho brigand 
thought so, too, and could not help rais­
ing his eye from h is‘pistol to look at 
them. Fisher, through his half-closed 
eyelids, saw’ the movement of the rob­
ber’s eyes, and then that trembling hand 
seemed to flash down behind the tall 
black hat and back again with something 
in it. There were two reports as the 
hand came before, instead of behind the 
pltig.
