Detectives in Kansan City have 
diecovered that cocaine ie being 
pedtfied in that citY in the in te­
rior of lead penciie.

The death of W.F Winoingham 
who wae a candidate for atate 
treasurer  in the recent Dem­
ocratic primary, occurred at 
Groeebeck Monday.

Daniel BakerCollege at Brown 
wood defeated the Polytechnic 
foot bail team of Fort Worth 
S a tu rday  i n  a etrong con- 
teat. by a acore of 8 to 0.

The bank of Texlioe waa dyna 
mited Suoday night, but the ex- 
ploaione aroused the population 
and tne robbers were driven 
away before getting into the 
bank.

The water famine at Dallas 
grows worse They are now 
using water wagons to carry 
water to places where the pres­
sure will no longer carry it 
through pipes. The water for 
these wagons is being seoured at 
many diff-rent places.

Hon Champ Clark of Missouri 
will likely be elected speaker of 
the next oongress. He was the 
leader of the democratic side in 
the last congress and he has the 
support of most of the prominent 
members of the lower bouse.

Packers and wholesale meat 
dealers say the price of meat is 
going down. The prices have 
been so high for the last few 
months that sa lts  were materi­
ally decreased, especially in the 
large cities where poor people 
could not afford to buy any 
amount of meat.

The Texas Commercial Secre­
taries will meet in annual con- 
v-ntion in Waoo Nov.18-19. One 
of the subjects to be discussed at 
this meeting is a state publio road 
commission. The organization 
has always taken great interest 
in public roads and it is hoped 
tna t the increased interest engen ­
dered by the forthcoming meet­
ing will result in much good road 
building during the next year .

The rioting in Mexioo and the 
anti-American demonstrations, 
because the Mexican who shot 
and killed a white woman was 
burned at the stake in Edwards 
county , created some alarm at 
first, but the developments have 
proved that the lawless people 
who took part in the demonetra 
tion were under a false impres 
aion, as the greaser was an 
American citizen. having been 
born in New Mexico, and the 
Mexican government and people 
had no more right to protest than 
they would have had beoause of 
the similar punishment of a 
negro.

The liquor dealers and the ex­
press companies apparently  be­
lieve the law enacted by the re ­
cent session of the legislature re ­
quiring the keeping of a record 
of shipments of liquor into pro ­
hibition territory is constitutional 
for they have made no move 
toward contesting it. The law 
provides for a rocord to be kept 
of each shipment of liquor and 
to whom consigned. The party 
receiving the liquor must sign 
for it and the amount and q u a l ­
ity of the "booze”  must be stated. 
This record must be submitted to 
any iffijer upon request of any 
citizen.

W. J. Bryan and bis family 
will spend the winter at his ranch 
in southwestern Texas. He says 
be has no idea of making this 
state his permanent home, but 
will oontinue to reeide in Ne­
braska.

A numberof the volunteer sol­
diers met in Dallas last Saturday 
and protested against the cotr- 
viction of the young fellow who 
killed a citizen in tha t city last 
year. The soldier was given a 
lite sentence and the meeting 
Saturday raised money to appeal 
the case and a strong effort will 
be made to get him out of prison.

Tuesday morning a verdlot of 
not guilty was returned in the 
case of Robin Cooper charged 
with the murder of ex-8enator  
Carmack in Nashville, Tenn,,  in 
November, 1908. It will be re ­
membered tha t old man Cooper 
and bis son were indicted for the 
murder of Senator Carmaok and 
were both found guilty of murder 
in the first degree. The gov­
ernor of the state pardoned the 
elder Cooper as soon as the su ­
preme oourt affirmed the te n -  
tenoe, The oourt reversed and 
remanded the case of young 
Cooper and when it was called 
for trial this week the s ta te 's  a t ­
torney asked for a verdiot of not 
guilty without takiog any tes­
timony.
