The recent report of the federal
agricultural department giving 1
comparison of the 1911 crop with

that of 1910 teaches a very practical
and comprehensive lesson in  eco-
nomics. The Texas cotton crop in
1911 produced 4,297,248 bales valued
at $230,910,000 and in 1910 produced
3.072,932 bales valued at $247,880,000,
the 1911 crop showing an increase
in bales of 1,224,316 and a decrease
in value of $16,970,000 over 1910, The
Texas farmers pald a penalty of
$16,970,000 for increasing production
1,224,216 bales. The Texas situation
is typical of that of the entire south.

Certainly farmers are not suffering
through lack of ability to produce
cotton; in fact excessive productlon

is desiroying him. He needs help in
decreasing production and in such
emergencies drouth and the boll
weevil appear to be his most reliable
friends and allies. The country is
beginning to recognize the value of
the work of the Farmers Union in
pleading for reduced acreage and
better methods of marketing cotton.
