RELIEF FROM UNNECESSARY TAXATION,

It will be remembered I urged upon the at-
tention of Congress at its last session the fm-
portance of relieving the industry and enter-
prise of the country from the pressure from
unnecessary taxation. It is one of the tritest
maxims of political economy that all taxes are
burdensome, however wisely and prudently
imposed, and though there have always been
among our people wide diflerences ol senti-
ment as to the best methods ofraising the na-
tional revenues, and indeed as to the princi-
ples upon which taxation should be based,

there has been a substantial accord
in the doctrine that only such taxes
ought to be levied as are necessary

for a wise and economical administration of
the Government. Of late the public revenues
have far exceeded that limit, and unless
checked by appropriate legislation such excess
will continue to increase from year to year,
For the fiscal year ending June 30, 1881, the
surplus revenue amounted to  $100,000,000,

For the fiscal year ending June 30 'lnst, the |

surplus was more than §145,000,000. The re-
ort of the Secretary shows what disposition
1as been made of the moneys. They have not
only answered the requirements of the sinking
fund, but have afforded a large balance ap-
pllcai)le to other reductions of the public
debt. But I renew the expression of my con-
viction, that such a rapid extinguishment of
the public debt as is now taking place is by no
means a cause for congratulation. It is
a cause rather for serious apprebension. If it
coutinue it must be speedily followed by one
of the evil results so clearly set forth in the
report. of the Secretary; either the surplus
must lie idle in the treasury or the Govern-
ment will be forced to buy at market rates its
bonds not then |edcunab]c, and which, under
such circumstances, cannot fail to command
an enormous premium, and the swollen rev-
enues will be devoted to extravagant expendi-
tures, which, as experience has taught, is
ever the bane of an overllowing treasury.

It was made apparent in the course of the
animated muewSons_ “which this question
aroused at the last session of Congress that
the policy of “@iminishing” the reyenue by re-
ducing taxation, commanded the general ap-
proval of the members of both houses. I
regret that because of conflicting views as to
the best methods by which that policy should
be made operative, none of its benetits have
as yet been reached. In the fulfillment of
what I deem my constitutional duty, but with
little hope that I can make a valuable contri-
bution to this vexed question, I shall proceed
}0 intimate briefly my own views in relation to
t.

Upon the rhowing of our financial condi-
tion at the close of the last fiscal year I felt
justified in recommending to Congress the
abolition of internal revenue taxes, except
those upon tobacco in its various forms, and
upon distilled spirits and fermented liquors,
except also the special tax upon the manufac-
tures and dealers in such articles, I venture
now to suggest that unless it sluﬁ ‘be ascer-
tained that the probable expenditures of the
Government for the coming year have been
underestimated all internal faxes save those
which relate to destilled spirits can be prudent-
ly abrogated.

Such a course if accompanied by asimplifica-
tion of the machinery of collection which
would then be easy of accomplishment, rnight
be reasonably expected to result in the di-
minishing of the cost of such collection by at
least £2,500,000, and in the retirement from
office of from 1,500 to 2,000 persons. The sys-
tem of excise duties has never commended it-
self to the favor of the American people, and
has never been resorted to, except for supply-
ing deficiencies in the treasury when by reason
of special exigencies the duties on imports
have proved inadequate for the needs of the
Government. The sentiment of the country
doubtless commands that the present excise
ghall be abolished as soon as such a course
can safely be pursued. It seems to me, how-
ever, for various reasons, so sweeping a
measure as the total abolition of internal taxes
would for the present be an unwise step. Two
of these reasons are deserving of especial
mention.

First—It is by no means clear that even if
the existing system of duties on imports are

ontinued  without modifications, those
uties alone will yield sufficient rev-
enue for all the needs of the Gov-
ernment. It is estimated  £100,000,0600

will be required for pensions dnring the coming
year, and it may well be doubted whether the
maximum annual demand for that object has
yet been reached. Uncertainty wupon this

uestion would alone justify, in my judgment,
the retention for the present of that portion
of the system of internal revenue which is
least objectionable to the people.

Second—A total gbolition of excise taxes
would almost inevitably prove a serious, if not
an insurmountable object to a thorough re-
vision of the taritf and to any cons.derable re-
duction in import duties. The present tariff
system is in many respects unjust. It makes
unequal distributions, both of its burdens and
and its benefits. This fact was practically
recognized by a majority of house of
Congress in the passage of the act creating
the tariff commission. The_report of that
commission will be placed before you at the
beginning of this session, and will, T trust,
afford you such information as to the condi-
tion aud prospeet of the various commereial,
agricultural, manufacturing, mining and other
interests of the country, and contain such
suggestions for statutory revision as will
guctically aid your action upon this impor-

nt subject.

The revenue from customs for the flscal
ear ending June 30, 1879, amounted to £130,-

,000. It has in the three succeeding years
reached &156,000,000, then $195,000,( and
finally, as has been already stated, tmd,co )~
000. ’i‘he increase from this source for the
fiscal year which will end on June 30, 1883,
will doubtless have been considerably in ex-
cess of the sum last mentioned.

it into closer harmony with the present needs
of industry without entering into minute de-
tails which, under the present circumstances,
is quite unnecessary.

Those parts of the Recretary’s reports which
relate to our sea eoast defences and their
armament suggest the gravest questions, Our
existing fortitications are notoriously inade-
quate to the defense of the great harbors and
cities for whose protection they were built.
The question of providing an armament guit-
ed to our present necessities has been the
subject of consideraf’on by a board whose re-
port was transmitted to Congress at the last
session. 3

I invite the attention of Congress to the
})mprtety of making more adequate provisions
or arming and equipping the militia than is
affTorded by the act of 1806, which is still upon
the statute book. The matter has already
been the subject of discussion in the Senate,
and a bill which seeks to supply the deficien-
cies of the existing laws is now upon its cal-
endar,

The Sceretary of War calls attention to the
| fact that there is an embarrassment growing
out of the recent act of Congress, making the
retirement of oflicers of the army compulsory
at the age of sixty-four. The act of 1878
is still in force, which limits to 400 the
number of those who can be retired tor dis-
ability or upon their own application. The
two acts, whea eonstrued together, seem
to forbid the relieving, even for absolute in-
capacity,of oflicers who do not fall within the
purview of the latter statute, save at such
times as there chanees to be less than 400
names on the retived list. There are now 420.
It is not likely that Congress intended this re-
sult, and I concur with the Secretary that the
law ought to be amended.

INTERNAL IMPROVEMENTS,

The grounds that impelled me to withhold
my signature from an act entitled “‘an act
making appropriations for the construction,
repair and preservation of certain works on
rivers and harbors,”” which became a law near
the close of your last session, prompt me to
express the hope that no similar measure
will be deemed necessary during the present
gession of Congress; indeed, such a measure
would now be open to a serious objection, in
addition to that which was ur; upon your
atten ion by the Secretary of War, that the
quarter portion of the sum appropriated for
the various items speeified in that act remains
unexpended. Of the new works which it au-

it is irremediable, it inevitably tends to secure
the success of the bill as a whole, though
many ol the items, if separately considered,
conld searcely fail of rejection by the adoption
of the course I have recommended. KEvery
member of Congress, when any opportunity
should arise for giving his influence and vote
for meritorious appropriations would be
enabled o to do without being called upon to
sanction others undeserving of his approval.
So also would the Executive be aﬂurdudpthere-
by a full opportunity to exercise his constitu-
tional prerogative of opposing whatever ap-
propriations secmed to him objectionable,
without imperiling the success of others
which commended themselves to his judg-
ment. It may be urged, in opposition to these
suggestions, that the number of works of
intérnal improvement which are justly en-
titled to Government aid, is so great as to
render impracticable separate appropriation
bills, or even for such a comparatively limited
number as make the disposition of large sums
of money.

This objection may be well founded, and
whether it be or not, the advantages which
would be likely to ensue from the adoption of
the course 1 have recommended may, perhaps,
be more effectually attained by another, which
I respecttully submit to Congress as an alter-
native proposition.

DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE.

The report of the Department of Justice
brings anew to your notice the necessity of
enlarging the present system of Federal juris-
prudence so as effectually to answer the re-
quirements of the ever increasing litigation
with which it is calléed upon to deal. The
Attorney-General renews the snggestions of
his predecessor that in the interests of justice
better provision than the existing laws afford
should be made in certain judicial districts for
fixing the fees of witnesses and jurors. In my
message of December last, I referred to the
pending eriminal procecdings growing out of
the alleged frauds in what is known as the
Star Route serv ce of the Postoflice Depart-
ment, and advised vou that I had enjoined
upon the Attorsey General and associate
counsel, to whom the interests of the Govern-
ment were intrusted, the duty of prosecuting
with the utmost vigor of the law, all persons
who might be found chargeable with those
offences. A trial of one of these cases has
sinece occurred. 1t occupiel for many weeks
the attention of the Supreme Court of
this Distriet, and was condueted with
great zeal and ability. It resulted in a disa-
greement of the jury but the cause has been
again placed upon the calendar and will short-
ly be retried. If any guilty persons shall
fiually escape punishment for their offenses,
it will not be for the lack of diligent and earn-
est éfforts on the part of the prosecution.

I trust that some agreement may be reached
which will speedily enable Congress with the
concurrence of the Execative to afford fhe
commercial community the benefits of a na-
tional bankrupt law.

Among other important subjects which are

incla within the fecretary's report, and

whieh will doubtless furnish oceasion for Con--

gressional action, mav be mentioned the ne-
glect of the railroad companies to which large
grants were made by the acts of 1362 and 1854,
to take a title thereto and their consequent
inequitable exemption from local taxation.
Oue of the in ts of the marvelous exten-
sion of the railway system of the country has
been the adoption of such measures by the
corporations which own or countrol the roads
as has tended to impair the advantages of
healthful competition, and made burtful dis-
eriminations &c the advancement of freights.
These inequalities have been corrected in seve-
ral of the States by appropriate legislation,
the effect of which is neces:zarily restricted to
the limits of their own territorics.
POLYGAMY—THE TERRITORIBS.

The results which have thus far attended the
enforcement of the recent statute for the sup-
pression of pelygamy in the territories, are
reported by tﬁ Seeretary of the Intevior. It
fs not probable that any additionul legislation
fn this regard will be deemed desirable nntil
the effect of the cxisting lawe shall be more

y maintains will proveé unavailing |

clearly observel and studied. I congratulate
you that the Commissioners, under
whose supervision these laws have been
put in operation, are encouraged to believe
that the evil to which they are aiming ma,
be suppressed without resort to such radie;
measures as in some quarters have been
thought indispensible for success.

The close relations of the General Govern-
ment to the Territories preparing to be great
States may well engage §uur special atten-
tion. Tt is there that the Indian disturbances
mainly oceur, and that polygamy has found
room for its growth. 1 cannot doubt that a
careful survey of territorial legislation would
be of the highest atility. Life and property
would become more secure, the, liability of
outbreaks between Indians and whites would
be lessened, the public domain would be more
secureiy guardel, and better progress would
be made in the instruction of tge young.

Alaska is still without any formof civil
government. If means were provided for the
education of its people, and for the protection
of their lives and property, the immense re-
gources of that region would invite permanent
settlements and open new fields for industry
and enterprise.

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE.

The report of the Commissioner of Ag{rlcul-
ture presents an account of the labors
of that department during the past year,

and includes information of much in-
terest to the general public. The condi-
tion of the forests of the country and

the wasteful manaer in which theirdestruction
is taking place give cause for grievous appre-
hension. Their action in protecting the earth’s
surface, in modifying the extremes of climate
and regulating and sustaining the flow of
springs and streams is not well understood,
and their importance in relation to the growth
and prosnerity of the country cannot be safely
disregarded. They arve fast disappearing
before destructive fires and the legitimate
requirements of our inereasing population,
and their total extinetion cannot belong de-
layed unless better methods than now prevail
shall be adopted for their protection and culti-
vation. The attention of Congress is invited
to the pecessity of additional legislation to
secure-the preservation of valuable forests
still remaining un the public domain, especially
in the extreme western States and Territories,
where the necessity for their preservation is
greater than in less mountancous regions,
and where the prevailing dryness of the climate
renders their restoration, if they are once de-
stroyed, well nigh impossible. .
MISCELLANEOUS.

The communication wh‘!‘ih I made to Con-
gress at its first session in December last con-
tained a.somewhat full statement of my senti-
ments in relation ;to the principles and rules
which ought to govern appointments tothe
publie service: In- referring to the various
plans which had therefor been the subject of
discussion in  the National Legislature—plans
which in the main were modeled upon the sys-

| tem which obtains in Great Britain, but which

jacked certain of the prominent features
whereby that system is distinguished, I felt
bouud to intimate my thoughts, whether they
or :u;y of them would afford an adequate rem-
edy for the evils which they aimed to correct.
I declared, nevertheless, that if the proposed
measures should prove acceptable to Congress
they would receive the unhesitating support
of the Executive. Since thesuggestions were
submitted for your consideration, there has
been no legislation upon the subject to which
they relate, but there has meanwhile been an
increase in the public interest upon that sub-
jeet, and the people of the country, appar-
ently without distinetion of party, have in
various ways, and upon frequent occasions,
given expression to their earnest wish for
prompt and deiinite action. In my judgment
such action should no longer be postponed.
I may add that my own sense of its pressing
importance has been quickened by observa-
tion in the practical pllase of the latter, to
whlich attention has more than once been
called by my predecessors,

The civil list now comprises about 100,000
persons, the larger part of whom must, under
the terms of the Constitution be selected by
the President, either directly or through his
appointees. In the early years of the admin-
istration of Government, the personal direc-
tion of appointments to the civil ser-
vice may not have been an irksome task
to the Executive, but mnow that the
burden has increased fully a hundredfold,
it has become greater than he ought to bear,
and it necessarily distracts his time and at-
tention from the proper discharge of other
duties no less delicate and responsible, and
which, in the very nature of things, cannot be
delegated to otlier hands. In the judgment
of not a few, who have given study and reflec-
tion to this matter, the pation has outgrown

the provisions which the Constitution
has  established for filling the minor
oflices in the public service; but what-

ever may be thought of the wisdom or expedi-
ency of changing the fundamental law in this
rezard, it is certain much relief may be af-
forded, not only to the President and to the
heads of the departments, but to Senators
and Reuresentative in Congress. By discreet
legislation they would be protected in a great
measure by the bill now pending bafore the
Senate, or by any other which should embody
its important features from the pressure of
personal importunity and from the labor of
examing contlicting claims and pretensions of
candidates.

I trust before the ciose of the present ses-
sion some decisive action may be taken for
the correction of the evils which is in the
present methods of appointments, and I as-
sure you of my hearty co-operation in any
measures which are likely to conduce to that
end. As to the most appropriate term and
tenure of the official life of subordinate em-
ployes of the Government, it seems to be gen-
erally agreed that whatever their extent or
character, the one should be definite, and the

other stable, and that neither should be regu- |.

lated by zeal in the service of party, or fidelity
in the fortunes of an individual. It matters
little to the people at large what com-
petent person is at the head of this

epartment or of that Bureau, if they feel that
the removal of one and the accession of an-
other will not involve the retirement of honest
and faithful subordinates whose duties are
purely administrative, and have no legitimaté
connection with the triumph of any political
principles or the success of any political party
or faction. It is to this latter class of o&eera
that the Renate bill, to which I have already
referred, exclusively applies, while neither
that bill nor any other prudent scheme for
improving the civil service concerns the
higher grade of officials who were appointed by
the President and confirmed by the Senate.

A MISAPPREHENSION CORRECTED.

T feel bound to correct a prevalent misap-
prehension as to the frequency with whieh
the present Exeeutive has displaced the in-
cumbent of an office and appointed another in
his stead. It has been repeatedly alle, that
he has in this particular signally rted
from the course which has been [mnu’d under
the 'recent administrations of the Govern-
ment.

POLITICAL ASSESSMENTS.

1 declare my approval of such legislation as
may be necessary for supplementing the ex-
isting provisions of the lew in relation to po-
litical assessments. In July last I authorized
a public announcement that employes of the
Government should regard themselves as at
liberty to exercise their pleasure in making or
refusing to make political contributions, and
that their action in that regard would in no
manner affect their official status. In this an-
nouncement I acted upon the view which I
had always maintained, and still maintain,
that a public officer should be as absolutely
free as any other aitizen to give or to withhold
@ gontribution for the aid of the political party

of his choice. It bag, however, been urged,
and doubtless not without foundation im fact,
that by the solicitation of superiors and by
other ‘modes such contributions have at
times been obtained from persons whose
only motive for giving, has a fear of
what might befall them if they refused to give.
Withong saying that such contributions are
not v tary and in mﬁ )udgment their
collection should be prohibited by law, a bill
which will effectively suppress them will re-
ceive my cordial approval.
