1 >ng as t is filled by men seeking 
fugher honors through their actions 
-‘hile serving as such? The farmers, 
merchants, traveling and shipping 
»»ublic, as well as the railroads, must 
took 'o  this commission for relief You 

each o f those interested and they 
sdll promptly tell you that all they 
<»ant is Justice and that they are 
willing for other competitors to have 
the same. Imagine this great popu­
lation of Texas looking to this one 
Mslitution to stive their transporta­
ron problems when it is filled with

men bowed to politics and inexper­
ience. This is a broad assertion to 
make. However, if you will listen to 
common sense reasoning and cast 
aside your prejudice for a few mo­
ments. 1 will convince you if you are 
un intelligent man..

Before I present my argument, you 
should know the duties of the com­
missioners. The principal dut es, as 
quoted by our government autbori. 
ties are as follows:

a—It compiles information concern­
ing the construction, cost, rolling 
stock, equipment, stock and bonds, 
operating expenses, volume of busi­
ness, income, and rates of al] the 
railroads in Texas, 
b—It regulates freight and passenger 

rates, and corrects abuses and Pre. 
vents ex'ortion and discrimination, 
affecting shippers and passengers.

c—It investigates reported abuses 
and wrongdoings by railroads and im­
poses penalties for the same. When 
the railroads do not pay the penalties 
assessed aga nst them, it orders suits 
to be brought in the courts to com­
pel them to do so.

d—It makes rules requiring rail­
roads to post fixed tariff rates, 'o  
maintain train schedules, to furnish 
comfortable depots, and to adopt 
rules for the operation of the trains 
so as to conserve the safety of pas­
sengers and freight.

e— It regulates the issuance of all 
bonds by railroad companies and thus 
protects the people from the over-cap. 
italizr.tion of a railroad.
In addition to the above s'ereotyped 

dut es. there are various other mat­
ters coming up for adjustment be­
tween the public and the railroads, 
but it is safe to say that It will re. 
quire a knowledge of railroad work 
and customs in order to adjust it 
fairly between them. Thus you see 
that every move made by the com­
mission requires the knowledge of 
the railroad business, and wi’ hout 
this knowledge, no decision can be 
rendered fair to all concerned. If 
you don't want a fair and just deci­
sion. 1 am not pleading with you. I 
am pleading with hones' men and 
not those w ho have axes to grind.

We will apply the test to a few 
different occupations and businesses. 
If the gov -rnment appoints a farm 
demonstrator for your county, do 
you want him to be an experienced 
farmer, a man that has actually done 
the work from A to Z or do you want 
one that knows nothing about farm­
ing but is considered a very popular 
man?

If Sanger Bros., Dallas, were plac­
ed in shape that all the merchants in 
Dallas would join toge’ her and elect 
a man as a dry goods salesman for

Sanger Bros., would the latter want 
the most popular man in Dallas, or 
would they hope for a man that 
unders ands. the dry goods business 
from the ribbon counter to the mer­
est detail on the road as an experienc­
ed salesman?

You can apply this test to any pro­
fession. trade or otherwise and it will 
prove out the same way. Then why 
do you elec t men to go to Austin 
that do not know the first and main 
principle of the work? You will gay 
"W e ll, he possesses so many other 
good qualifications that you do not, 
that we can overlook this one.”  Let 
us look Into these qual fications. He 
is a good orator, good mixer, and 
considered a smooth politlcan and a 
noble office seeker. He is a lawyer 
and a gradua'e of the University. He 
is considered an able statesman by 
some and a failure by others. I am 
no orator,'but this qualification is 
not necessary. I am no politician, 
and do not ever expect to be. I 
am not a lawyer, neither does the 
office requ.re one,as the attorney gen­
eral is elected for that purpose. I am 
no graduate of a University, but 1 
possess 'he necessary qual fications 
in an educational way to fill the o f­
fice with due respect to the dignity 
of the office. I am no s'atesman. 
but the office does not require a di­
plomat or a noted statesman as the 
commissioners should work and solve 
transportation problems and leave 
those duties to their respective de. 
partment. 1 have always been credited 
with having common sense, and I 
know that I possess the practical ex­
perience. You now understand the 
d fference between the two men. Ex. 
eluding lawyers and railroad men, or 
those who are prejudiced in favor of a 
Un versify education over a man with 
the common school education, I will 
leave tiie proposition to any five men 
in Texas, regardless of their profe-. 
sion, *o pass upon the qualifications 
of Mr. Mayfield and myself, end If 
they s v  that he is better qualified to 
fill the off.ee than 1 am, I will with, 
draw from the race and allow him t> 
run without opposition. The 20th 
century way of applying common 
sense, will not uphold tile old cus­
tom of restric'ing the term of o f­
fice to any certain number, or giv­
ing the second term to any one. r 
gardless of the circumstances. The 
citizens of Texas are not under any 
obiigat ons to any office holder »o re. 
elect him the second time, if the? 
can secure p. man that will fill the of. 
flee better, neither are they under 
obligation to the men on the out­
side wanting in to replace the man 
in office whether he has served one 
or five terms. I am in favor of a

law whether I am elected or not, niak 
lng it unlawful for a railroad commis­
sioner to fill any off.ee higher than 
the commission. The argument would
probably he advanced in opposition
that there were no inducements for 
them t > work and try to make their 
administration a success. If the sal­
ary and honor is not enough to bring 
ou' aii there Is in a man, you had 
beti'er « ail him home and try another.

Mr. Mavf.eld has stated that he 
will be a candidate for governor next 
election If successful this term. Do 
you really expect him to do anything 
in the next four years that would dam­
age his chances for this race that he 
is grooming for? Do you think he 
will go out and seek railroad exper. 
ience in order to serve you intelli­
gently the next four years, when he 
cares nothing for the office and shows 
by his actions that he is only us­
ing it as a means of keeping before 
the public until the proper t.me. The 
term of office is six years and your 
commission would be crippled and re. 
quire the appointment o f a new re­
cruit. If I am elected, I shall never 
seek an office above the commission, 
knowing that, if 1 did, this state- 
men* would serve to defeat me. I 
will be willing to step down at the 
end of six years, if you can get a man 
that will serve your purpose better, 
or I w ill be glad to serve you eigh­
teen years, if I pleas© the peop! ■

You will hear me called a Social­
ist when you learn my views upon all 
questions affecting the commisson. 
There are various and many differ­
ent l'> a li’Bs, Industries, manufac. 

turing plants, and other interests that 
depend upon rates and transportation 
facilities for their ex stence We 
know that whet will apply to the 
live sto k and packing house indus­
tries will not apply to the lumber in­
dustrie.- or wholesale enterprises in 
dtffereaf portions of the state. Now- 
then ai cording to the rules that pre. 
vent dis 'imination, a man must tie 
thoroughly familiar with al! the dif­
ferent interests and enterprises as 
well as the railroad business and cus­
toms to imply with this ruling.

I ant not so wrapped up in my own 
qualifi ms. bu' that I realize that 
there are many things that I should 
know in order to be useful to the 
publ c. But I shall never cease to 
tnak'* the conditions o f Texas and 
her railroads a close study, absolute, 
ly refraining from dabbling with any 
private enterprise of my own that 
would de'ract from my usefullness to 
the people. If 1 am elected, I will 
be out of employment from Septem. 
her until I take up my duties in the 
following January. During this inter­
mission, I will go to Dallas and Fort

Worth and study the traffic condition 
of those cities under the traffic man­
agers of th°ir respective chambers of 
commerce, looking into the various
industries and rate controversies and
traffic problems, and finding out what 
north Texa , ne ds. I will do likewise
with Waco ami Central Texas, also 
Hou8’on and Galveston, as well as 
San Anton'o and the Southwest. By 
doing this I will have iny education 
completed for a useful commiss oner. ■, 

You will probably draw the conclu. 
sions from this ou line that I am 
preparing lor a war on railroads. 
Such is no* the case. I am no railroad 
fighter. I believe in regulating and 
not exterminating, co-operating with 
them when they are right, and not 
antagoniz ng for political aspirations. 
We need more railroads and better 
railroads. There should be a better 
understand ne be'ween the public and 
the railroads, and i f  you ever expect 
to enjoy this much needed reunion, 
you will have to accomplish It at the 
ballot box by placing men in the 
office that have the moral courage to 
tall you that he is with the railroads 
as long as they are riglt* and ngalnst 
them when they are wrong, when 
they know that it Is unpopular and 
unwise to make a campaign slogan 

If I am defeated,I shall return to my 
duties as t  working man and sleep 
sound with a clear conacience, know- 
ing fla t  I was right and that the 
time has not yet arrived to where 
the people of the Lone S a r Statejvre 
willing to lay down their prejudices 
and unite on Justice. In conclusion I 
have some recommendations from peo 
pie who have known me from boyhood 
that will vouch for my past. You can 
only judge a man from that record, 
as you kno'v not what a man will do 
until you f y  him. I will be glad to 
have you make a thorough Investiga, 
tlon of my life, and if you can find 
any blip  that would suggest to you 
that I an rot worthy of your trust. I 
do not wan' your support. However,
1 know tha' you will not be able to 
discover al ' thing but that I am a 
poor man i~om the country. All 1 ask 
is for you to give me a chance with 
those who i ave stated that I was not 
an opponen* The Hon Earl B May- 
field has u *de this statem n'.why I 
know not, as I have never done any. 
thing dishonorable in my life and 
never expect to. 1 am placing my 
< ause in th-- hands of the people. If 
you wan/ *o help me with y«¿ur 
support, tel’ your friends.
