Gov. H. H. Wells, special counsel for the

The character of
some of the persons making affidavits is so
notoriously bad that their statements would
not be likely to obtain mueh eredence any-
where. From the records of the Department

A desperate and fatal street fight took
place at Knoxville, Tenn., on the 19th, between
two of the most prominent and wealthy citi-
zens of the place in which Gen. Joseph A.
Mabry, 8r., Joseph A. Mabry, Jr., and Maj.
Thomas O’Connor were killed, The difficulty
grew out of an old grudge, which Mabry re-
newed at a race the day before, but O’Connor
declined to fight as the place was unsuited to
settle such affairs. The morning of the tragedy
Mabry sent O’Connor word that he woul kill
him on sight. At 100'clock Gen. Mabry passed
down Gay street, on the oppositeside from the
Merchants’ National Bank, of which O’Connor
was President. O’Connor stepped from the
bank to the middle of the pavement and fired
two shots across the street in rapid succession,
both taking effect, Gen. Mabry falling dead.
Joseph Mabry, Jr.,, rapidly approached the
scene and fired upon O’Connor at a distance
of thirty yards, when thedatter-turned-upon
the younger Mabry. Bothfired simultaneous-
ly and each. fell dead. CAbysfandér was pain-
fully wounded in the thigh and another
wounded imthe arm. Four other men had
their clothes pierced by buckshot. Gen. Ma-
bry and his son Joseph were acquitted only a
few days previous of the murder of Moses
Lusby and Don Lusby, father and son, whom
they killed some weeks ago. Will Mabry was
killed by Don Lusby last Christmas. Maj.
Thos. O’Connor has been an extensive rail-
road builder and was reported to be worth ten
million dollars.

_The Virginis Republicans have suc-
ceeded in defeating the Democracy of
that State through the aid of Repudi-
ator Mahone, but they seem to have
obtained in Mahone a tyrannical master
rather than an assistant. Mahone has
become not only the boss but the own-
er of the Republican party of Virginia
and he rules it with a rod of iron. A
Republican writing  from Lynchburg
says that to the office-holders of that
andgressiona.l distriet no fact is better

erstood than that their tenure of
office is measured by their support of
Mahone and the candidates he names.
