sheep of the wool type, and not the|
mutton type, because they must have/
sheep that will herd well; their men |
will not be sheep feeders. So they|
will always have more or less old!
ewes to sell in the spring of the
year. These ewes can, easily be
separated from the herds at shear.
ing time.

‘‘Many of these old ewes appear|
on the market at Ft. Worth every,
spring, rarely ever fat, and When,
thin sell at a low price. These
ewes if bred in the spring at as|
early a date as they can be purchas. |
ed to bucks of the mutton type, will
produce a fine lamb that if pastured
on wheat and oats jin the winter
and put on full feed and fed until|
spring, can be made to weigh from
50 to 75 pounds, and sometimes
more. These lambs always sell at
a pood price, and it is now well
known that these ‘‘spring lambs’’
as they ara called, can be produced |
in Texas for less than one-half what
it costs to produce what is known
as ‘‘hot house lambs’’ in the East
There is a great demaprd for this
kind of meat. After the lambs are
sold, the ewcs that have been well
cared for all winte, can be full fed
and marketed two weeks before the
grass sheep reach the market, and
will sell at a good price.

“I regard this method c¢f handling
a small bunch of sheep as very prof.
itable; the deal is cleaned up every
vear, and the farmer knows what he
has made.”’

“There are many fapmers in
Texas who want to reduce their col.
ton acreage and do not want to
raise hogs. Let them come, or send
to Ft. Worth stockyards next spring
and secure somie of these ewes, and |
handle them as outlined above. 'leq-_\"

WAR REVENUE' TAXES

Collector of Internal Revenue, A.
S. Walker calls attention to the
requirements of the recently enacted
Emergency Rovgnue Law, common-
ly called War Revenue act.

Beginning with the month of No.
vember, special taxes are imposed
on the following occupativons: Dealers
in tobacco, cigar:, 'cigarettes, snuff,
etc. (when annual sales exceed
$200) bankers, brokers of all kinds,
commis.ion merchants, theate, pro-
prietors, circus proprietors, and pro-
prietors of bowling alleys, pool and
billiard rooms. To avoid
cent penalty, these taxes must +be
paid to the (ollector of Iatarnal
Revenue before.the close of business
on November 31. The fipst tax
period is that from Nov 1:t, 1914
to June 30th 1915 and the taxto be
paid at this time is 2.3 of the tax
for a full year. The tax to be pajd
Jby dealers in tobacco, cigars, etc.,
is $3.20 for the remajning eight
months of the fiscal year.

All persons liable to the above
special taxes should immediately wri'a
the collector at Austin for blank ap-
plication, Form 11a, and afte, this
form has "~ been received it should
be properly executed and forwarded
to the collecto, by return mail, ac.
companied by Austin exchange or
postal money order for the amount
of the tax. I application blank is
not received promptly, remittance to
cover the tax should be 'mailed to
reach the collector before the close
of busjness on November 30. The
50 per ceut penalty will apply to all
remittances received after that date.
