Much of the poor quality in cotton 
could be traced to carelessness In 
h.nndUng. Too often the cotton is pM. 
ed on the ground without shelter in 
the field till ready to be ginned. It 
nuy be damp and etsined and gin 
very badly, thus injuring the staple 
Then the bales may lie on the ground 
in the ginysril or at the grower’s 
home for several weeks, absorbing 
.nolsture and getting further «tained. 
This damage Is deducted and the 
grower must lose It

This is not all. Many use gin-run 
reed wkh no thought of purity cr 
variety and quality of fiber, hence 
the grower has little idea as tu what 
kind of staple be has. This gives 
the designing buyer s cJtan<e to de- 
fraud and it also loads the mariKt 
with products in which there is lit.

POSSIBILITIES OF THE SILO.
By H. G. Harvey.

The Importance of the silo to Texas ngrlcnltiire can­
not he over-estimated. 1*. 1* going to take a silo or »onie 
kindred agency to enable Texas to maintain her su­
premacy a» a cattle producing state. lAnd in many por­
tion* of the state has, under present conditions, proved 
too valuable to produce cafle for the market as com­
pared with raising cotton. .Nature must, in some way, 
be reinforced by the Ingenuity of man, or the livestsck 
industry in Texas is bound to suffer. The silo by In 
creasing the fattening power of the plants and utilising 
waste will make raising liveetoek as profitable as cotton 
growing and butid up a waning industry as well as 
strengthen the cotton market by reducing production 
to the demands of trade.

Mr. H. O. Harvey, head of the Texa^ Division of th« Kalamasoo Silo 
Company, at Fort Worth, when asked to enumerate some of the advantages 
of the silo to the Texas farmer, made the following statement:

"The prompt acMon of the financiers helped the Texas farmers out of 
their dlffictilty when the European war caused the bottom to fall oat of the 
cotton market but we are still clinging to the "one crop’ idea. To get rid of 
that Idea is the biggest problem faring us today. The Rwropean situation 
showed us how wrong It wa*. Wb.xt the Texas firmer wants to know now 
Is; ‘How can I fortify myself against a similar contingency in the future 
The ‘cattle idea’ is the logical one. It Is the only reasonable way in which 
to diversify the output of this *tn:e. It is a sort of a business reinforcenent 
of the most profltible kind. The average Texas farmer contends that cattle 
don’t psy in Texas. That is because he it speaking without the facts. Tk^ 
majority of them will ,-idmit that there is little money to be made In feedlaf 
rattle up to the finishing point. This is not the rase. The majority of the 
cattle consumed in this country are not grass fed animals. The most moaey is 
made in feeding finishing rattle but It is not msde according to the old hU of 
miss feeding and maintenance methods.

Not long ago Texas raised practically all the beef consumed in tho 
United States. Why does she not even raise enough for henlf today? Th« 
solution of the whole thing lies In the one word—sllo. It solves the feeding 
problem, the fly problem, the mosquito problem and the tick fever problem. 
If the Texas farmer had rIIos he could have the be*w and cheapest feed ia 
the world for all manner of cattle at all times bti‘ particularly when the paa 
lure had given out. He could mature and fatten ca.tle rcgardlcas of tbs
