Th'e country 1» ladtn with dellclou? 
fru'ts. Meet eapecially the apple 
and pear crops ie unusually good, as 
was the ch rry and apricot, which Is 
already gat|h(red. Peaches wero 
damaged by late frosts along the 
river.

larhary condKlons are far below 
the standard. Th* death rate among 
the Indians 1« (xtmparatively larg^, 
tuberculosis being one of the most 
prevalent and fatal diseases, which 
Is due to exposure and unsanitary 
home conditions. Occaeionelly we 
ee-9 an Indian home somewhat mod­
ernised wHh good orchards, barus 
and a fairly decent home, but this 
is very rare.

We can look Jurt acres* the river 
from here and see the nice modern 
homes of the white people and the 
¡apple orchhrde almost c»v(rlng th» 
entire valley, but we know very Tt 
tie* of what is golpg on over there, 
save when we are* p rndtted to visit 
the attractive Httle cHy of Daisy and 
tnjngle with her good p ople. VVe 
find also, that the people across the 
rlv r are not very well Informed 
as to what takes place on this 
side, a« the river ie the dividing 
line of the re« rvat’on and no other 
.way of coming qver except by piy. 
Ing the fsrry charg s. which range 
from twenty-flv" cents to one dollar 
per crossing.

N xt Tueaday morning when the 
school bel) p'ngs. the chlldr n will 
form a line and march Into the school 
buHdfng.
