Among the provisions of the Naval Ap­

propriation bill Just passed the Senate, the 
Secretary ot the Nary is directed to appoint 
a commission to consider and report to the 
next session of Congress upon the question 
whether it Is advisable to sell any of the 
aavy yards and If so, which one. For gen­
eral purposes of construction and ropalr an 
appropriation of $1,750,000 is made, no part 
of this sum to be applied to repairs of 
wooden ships when the estimated cost of 
repairs exceeds 30 per cent at tbo estimated 
cost of a new ship, and the por­
tion of this sum not required
for the purpose aforesaid may be applied to 
the oonsiruction of two steam cruising ves­
sels. An appropriation of 4j00,000 is made 
to build ami fit the turrets and pilot honse 
of Hi" Iron-clad steamer Mlantonomab, and 
to l->uiicti to the best advuntaeo the m od­
i' i - Munadnock. Puritan and Amphltrlte.

UoTir Houses of Congress passed the 
River and Harbor bill over the President’s 
veto—the House by a vote of 122 to 00, and 
tbs Senate by 41 to 16.

Tub bill granting a pension of $37 a 
month to soldiers who lost an a m  at the 
shoulder passed the Houeo, Also a Joint 
resolution authorizing Lieutc'nant Com- 
monder Slgsbee to receive a decoration from 
the Government of Germany, and Joseph 
U. Hawley," President of the Centennial 
Commlaston to receive decorations from the 
Governments of Spain and JapaD.

Tint President vetoed the ltlver and Har­
bor bill. While be was in favor of muhy of 
the Items of the bill as of national import­
ance, he returned the bill without his ap­
proval. His principal objection to the bill 
was that It contained appropriations for 
purposes not for the common good or gener­
al welfare, and which did not promote com­
merce among the State*. These provisions 
on the contrary are entirely for the benefit 
of particular localities in which it is pro­
posed to make improvements. He regard­
ed such appropriations of the public funds 
as beyond the (tower given by the Const ita- 
tlon to Congress and the Presldant.

Adverse action was taken by tho-Senate 
Finance Committee upon tbe House bill to 
authorize the Secretary of the Treasury to 
Issue $200,000,000 of two per cent, bonds U> 
i*e exchanged for other bonds bearing a 
hjgher rate of Interest. Tbe bonds under 
tbo provisions of tbe bill, being ot conven­
ient denomination,would readily circulate aa 
currency, and tbe committee failed to recog­
nize any necessity for Increasing tbe vol­
ume of paper curreftcg by issuing Interest 
bearing notes.

Tub Judiciary Committee of the House 
reported, with only one dissenting vote, a 
resolution recommending all lands granted 
the Texas A Pacific Railroad Company, 
under an act of Congress approved March 
3d, 1871, and acts amendatory or supple- 
■nentory thereto, be declared forfeited, and 
that the whole of said lands be restored to 
the publlo domain and made subject to 
sale and settlement under the existing laws 
of the United States.

On the application of a Chinaman for 
naturalization papers In Washington, Judge 
Wylie 'Informed him the Chinese bill re­
cently enacted absolutely forbade the nat­
uralisation ot the Chinese from the date of 
Ka passage.

The Democrats of tbe Fifth Congressional 
District of Missouri, met at Kansas Ct\y and 
nominated Alexander Graves of Lafayette 
County, for Congress.

Milwaukee was visited by a destructive 
storm which played havoc generally. Wil­
liam Kopbomer, fireman at Planklngton’a 
packing bouse was killed by lightning. The 
building was also struck, doing much dam­
age. The Eighth District School and frame 
dwelling houses, all on the West Side, and 
tbe schooner Augusta Smith, were struck 
by lightning and more or less dam­
aged. Much damage was done by water 
suddenly rising into houses. One family, 
living on the west side, in their haste to re­
move their furniture, forgot a babe which 
lay In Its cradle In another room and was 
drowned. The sewers of the city proved 
Inadequate forsuch a fall of vaster aud much 
damage was done to street*.

A collision of freight trains on the 
Lake Shore Railroad near South Betyl was 
fatal to human Ilf* and destructive to prop­
erty. The engineers on both trains were 
reported fatally Injured, while five or six 
tramps who were stealing a ride in box cars 
were burned to death. The Joss to the 
company will be at least $200,000—all the 
result of carelessness on the part of em­
ployes ot the company, who failed to 
propeyly deliver the train dispatcher’s or­
ders.

The cause of tbe trouble 
Is the Sands faction murdered Capt. Scott, 
the principal officer of Chlcata and tbe 
chief ot the Chlcata faction. 8everal hun­
dred Indians of each taction are under arms 
west ot Eufala.

John W. Clyde, a colored route agent, 
arrested at Charleston, 8. C., on a charge of 
robbing the malls, killed himself.

Details of floods In Mason County, Ky., 
show that In Limestone Creek, near Mays- 
ville, the cubin of a negro family was washed 
away. The man escaped, but bis wife and 
mother Were drowned. On Lawrenoe 
Creek, two miles west of Maysville, a fami­
ly consisting ol man, wife and five children 
and his mother, bad their bouse torn to 
atoms. Tbe women and children were all 
drowned, and the man escaped In an almost 
miraculous manner. Near Manchester, 
Ohio, Richard Barnes’ bouse was washed 
away by tbe Little Three-Mile Creek. 
Barnes escaped, but his family drowned.

The number of cases of yellow fever at 
Laredo, Texas, Is reported at 100. No fatal 
cases were reported. The report fromJMata- 
mores Is there are over 400 cases of yellow 
fever In the city. The sanitary condition Is 
frightful. Gov. Roberts, of Texas, is con­
sidering tbe advisability of tending Texas 
rangers to the Rio Grande to aid in quaran­
tining against Matamoras and other pofhts 
In Mexico wbero yellow fever is spreading. 
The death rate at Mztamoras is greater than 
at Havana.
• A fire at Belton, Texas, destroyed $75,- 
000 worth of property.

CBNBML.
The vote In the French Chamber ot Dep­

uties rejecting the bill granting Egyptian 
credits Is viewed by Germany with satisfac­
tion. as indicating the French polloy of 
peace and non-intervention.

A dispatch from Rome states that Eng­
land having asked Italy to co-operate In the 
restoration of order In Egypt, the Minister 
of Foreign Affairs replied that, in view of 
the reiolutlon of the Porte to send an expe­
dition to Egypt, he did not consider him­
self In a position to Intervene, except at the 
sittings of tbe Conference.

Lord Dufferin says the Forte, by Its 
inactivity, bas compelled England to assume 
alone the task of restoring order In Egypt, 
but England will accept Turkish co-opera­
tion provided the Porte will make an un­
ambiguous declaration of Its Intention.

Paris dispatches say all movement* of 
French troops and the fleet have been stop­
ped. Admiral Conrad, commanding the 
French fleet In Egyptian waters, bad been 
ordered to maintain a strict neutrality.

R M. G. Browq, of the United 
States Navy, Injured by an accident at Ca­
diz, Is now In tbs London Hospital.

PBOGREB8 WF T H E  WAR.
Alexandria dispatch**, 81st, itate that 

an unconfirmed report prevailed that tbe 
garrison of Aboulclr bad surrendered to tbe 
British. A traveler fro a  the South reported 
thatArabi Pasha issued a manifesto de­
claring that Khedive Tewfik bad told Egypt 
to the British and retired to England, 
and Arabl therefore ordered the people to 
obey him until tbo prophet enllghtenrd 
him to find a worthier Khedive. Upper 
Egypt had been ordered to supply 500 
horses and 059 camels to tbe force of Arabl 
Paaba. Tbe Khedive hat authorized the 
English to occupy as much ot tbe Suez

canal as tbev think necessary for the expul­
sion of the rebels.

On the early morning of August 2d a bold 
dash by Arabi Bey caused a panic aud 
stampede of a portion of the British forces 
at Alexandria. A company of riflemen bad 
been placed about the center of the British 
line of outposts and cautlonetUas to the ne­
cessity of maintaining absolute steadiness, 
and were ordered In tbe evont of an attack 
to fall back in order on tbo barricade on 
one side of tbo capal. About 2 o’clock 
In tbe morning a portion ot Arabl’s 
forces made, a sudden attack upon 
them when ibe British fifed one vol­
ley and retreated In great confusion, and 
never stopped until they reaches tbe forti­
fications. The enemy did not follow the 
fugitives far, J)ut took tbe rifles they had 
thrown away in their flight, and secured 
their reserve ot ammunition. Arab),In his 
proclamation, Insists upon all natives leav­
ing the service ol Europeans, as he Intend* 
to make an attack In force, and w111 treat 
natives in European employ as Christians.

Alexandria dispatches August 1st, say 
the Governor ot Assioot, with 2,000 men, 1* 
bolding that town for the Khedive. Assioot 
It the capital and largest olty ot Upper 
Egypt. It is tbo fiiost Important military 
station south of Cairo, and controls com­
munication with Durfour and 8enar. Cberlf 
Pasha had an Interview with the Khedive. 
Both are of tho opinion -the landing of Tut- 
ktsfi troops will lesseu the resistance of 
Arabl’s soldier’s, While on the other band 
the Loudon Times asserts that if the Turk­
ish expedition starts without the Sultan 
previously complying with the conditlods 
demanded by England, Seymour will be 
ordered to conduct It back ugaln. The time 
has gone by when Turkey could be allowed 
to tako the whole matter in her own hand.

Alexandria was terrible alarmed, Aug. 
3, by the rumor of an impending massacre 
of Christians. Patrols were ordered to In­
crease their vigilance, and the police to con­
fiscate sticks from natives. Arabl Pasha 
proposes tho Turks shull occupy Cairo, 
while he will rttnovo to some central posi­
tion in tlje Delta provided tbe Turks prom­
ise not to attack bis rear. All tbe British 
troops have been ordered fo tbe front, as an 
attack Is expected. Arabl Issued a procla­
mation accusing tbe English of cowardice, 
taunting them and daring them to attack 
him. Ills forces are represented at 70,0u0 
men. The British have occupied Suez.

It has been decided by the Suftan not to 
send troops from Constantinople'or from 
Dardanelles to Egypt, but three battalllons 
were sent from Salonlca. Twenty-seven 
ships have been prepared (pr the’ troops St 
tbe arsenal. Tbo total naval force consists 
of fifteen vessels. Lord Dufferin explained 
to the Porte, Engluud’s action at Alexan­
dria. He said the forts had been destroy­
ed solely as a measure of defeus*e. The 
steps which followed were impelled by tbe 
force of circumstances. England’s iqte 
object was to restore peace and order, \o 
secure the free navigation ot tbe Suez qanal 
and, restore authority to the Khedive. 
While reserving liberty of action, events 
might render it necessary for England to 
accept the oo-operstion of any power ready 
to give it. He also sent a note to tbe Porte 
Inaisting upon the Issuance of a proclama­
tion declaring Arabl Pasha a rebcj, and 
stating otherwise the landing of Turkish 
troops in Egypt cannot take place.

Paul special says that, as neir>as 
It can be arrived at by competent special 
agents and official statisticians, the wheat 
crop will be one ef the largest end best ever 
grown In the northwest Oats will far ex­
ceed In quantity and quality any previous 
yield. Barley Is of the finest quality and 
color. Corn alone of all tbe grains Is not a 
first-class crop. Potatoes will yrleM enor­
mously. The grand total of tbe Minnesota 
wheat crop for 1882 will not be less than 
38,000,000 bushels, on an acreage of 2,473,- 
000, against 30,000,000 bushels In 1881, on 
an acreage ot 2,954,000. Specials from the 
Interior of Wisconsin state that the rains ot 
the past week have Injured wheat in tbe 
shock, which Is beginning to sprout. Spring 
wheat Is In danger of rust.

The past month was the coolest July on 
record of the Leavenworth Signal Station, 
the mean temperature ol the month being 
one degree below that ot Jane, and six de­
grees below normal. The mean tempera­
ture of tbe month was 72.6 degrees, which 
Is 6.4 degrees below tbe average for July.

A recent special from Brownsville, Tex., 
says: About fifty eases of fever are now ex­
isting and the epidemic Is Increasing rapid­
ly. There has been one death, a German 
named Quest, recently from Europe. There 
are conflicting reports about the existence 
of tbe disease at country points.

The British mad* a reconnotiesce in 
force at Alexandria on the 4tb, which 
brought on a general engagement, with con­
siderable loss on both sides.

IHsgraceftil Blackguardism.
If tbe Democrats wore iu control o( 

Congress such disgraceful scenes ns 
have recently characterized the pro­
ceedings of tbo House would not have 
occurred. Leastwise tbo records of 
Congress (luring Democratic ascendancy 
sliqwno instances of such forgetfulness ot 
the proprieties as I bat which lias on more 
than ono occasion brought shunto and 
obloquy to tho present House. Iu auto- 
bellum days, when the reprosfchtatives 
of hostile'sections met iu fierce con­
troversy on tho floor of Congress, there 
werc.seenes of disorder and violence, 
but the disputants never descended* to 
the le7el of the common blackguard in 
debating tho questions at issue.

An illustration of tins reckless lying 
indulged in by tlie men who manufact­
ure these stovies for the organs wns fur­
nished recently by The New York Trib­
une.'

The County Commissioner* 
met iu August, instead of October, a;

But this was notliiup 
to the scene enacted at tho count it 
which the Republican Inspector, Did 
Urocksey, described as “ a colored mar 
who cannot read but of hard sense anc 
as brave as a lion,” played a prominent 
part. According to Withcrspodn, “ aft­
er flic polls were closed, the Inspectors 
looked themselves in and began to couul 
the ballots. Brookuey at once noticed 
iu the box a large number of very thin 
tissue ballots, about two inches square, 
and lie knew that no voter had shown 
any such ballot. Ho therefore piaffe tq 
his mind that something was wrong, and 
this opinion was confirmed when the 
two Democratic Inspectors and the Dem­
ocratic clerk announced that the Demo­
crats had carried the precinct by a hand­
some majority. He caught up the bal 
lot-box, with the ballots in it, backed 
into a corner, drew a big pistol and told 
the conspirators that there must be fail 
play and an honest count. They coaxed, 
threatened and expostulated, but he re-' 
mained firm, and there ho stood al i 
night keeping guard over tho ballot-box j 
and the Inspectors, who dared not at­
tack him, for thev knew ho would shoot 
to kill.” ’

By its dramatic intensity this narra­
tive was well calculated to deceive and 
perhaps did deceive some who had nev­
er been caught with similar “chaff.” 
But it lias \ipon so thoroughly contra­
dicted that its author, and even the New 
York Tribune, muspbe heartily ashamed 
of it. It has been shown by unimpeach­
able testimony that the Commissioners 
held their meeting at the prcciso time 
requited by the law; that instead of 1,622 
nantos being struck off tho poll-listthere 
were but 503 struck off, of whom 115, 
not “less than thirty,” wore Democrats. 
As an offset to tlie declaration of With­
erspoon that a large? 'number of legal 
voters were struck off, it is shown that 
the registration bobks contained 4,60C 
names, while the census showed a vot­
ing population of but 2,900. As to the 
dramatic incident of the lion-hearted 
Brocksey, it appears that the vote of the 
precinct, where it occurred, was an­
nounced as Republican, 118, Democrats, 
26; and Brocksey bas made and had pub­
lished the following affidavit:

Mr. W itbcrspoou, In his Interview  with a c o r  
respondent o f the  New York Tribune, of the 
13th ult. H ) fu rth e r  sta tes that ho did not 
back him self up  in one corner o f  the house, 
with the  box in one hand aud a big pistol in 
th e  other, n o rd  d he pluiure his hand Into the 
tire and grabble ou t som " of the tissue ballots. 
hs represen ted  by Mr. W itherspoon, bu t savs 
th a t tbe tissue ballots w ere throw n o u t and a 
fa ir  count tpady.

The Propagation of Plnnts by Cutting.
The conditions required for propagat­

ing plants by cuttings or slips arc very 
nearly the same, as far as temperature 
and soil go, as are found to give the best 
results in raising from oceils. In fact, 
it makes but little difference what tho 
soil is for rooting cuttings, provided it 
is porous: We have experimented with 
nearly everything, and tiud there is lit­
tle choice, although it is our practice to 
use ordinary building sand, as it is 
cleaner to work with than anything 
else, and when watered never gets mail- 
dy, as a heavier soil would do. But do 
not suppose for a minute that sand is 
indispensable to the rooting of cuttings, 
for if the conditions of temperature are 
right, and the condition of tho cuttings 
is right, they wili root in almost any ma­
terial in which they are placed. The 
temperature required is very similar to 
that in which seeds should be germin­
ated. If of a hardy mixture, they will 
do nicely in a temperature averaging 
sixty degrees, but if of a tender or trop­
ical nature then the temperature should 
not average less than seventy-five de­
grees. For example, you can very easi­
ly root cuttings of Geraniums, Roses, 
Verbenas, Petunias, Carnations and 
others of what are known as “ green­
house plants” in a temperature averag­
ing sixty degrees; but if we attempt to 
root Coleus, Bouvardias. Begonias and 
other plants whose nature is tropical at 
that temperature, they will bo almost 
certain to fail, and success can only bo 
complete at a temperature ranging from 
seventy to eighty degrees. Much de­
pends on tho condition of the cutting. I 
believe I was the lirst to introduce what 
is known as the snapping condition of 
the cutting. That is, when the shoot 
of a Verbena, Geranium, Fuchsia, Be­
gonia, Stevia or plants of that character, 
is bent, if it breaks or snaps clean off 
then it is in tho proper condition for 
rooting; if it bends it is not. Not that 
the bent cutting would not root, but that 
it would take longer to root, and make 
a feebler plant when it did root than' 
one that had the proper conditions for 
the forming of roots.

Florists use what are called propagat- 
mg-benches for rooting cuttings when 
wanted on a largo scale, as they usually 
are by them; but when an ameteur not 
having greenhouse facilities wishes to 
root a few slips, there is no process that 
we can recommend better than what is 
known as “the saucer system,” which, 
even at the risk of telling it to some of 
vour readers who already understand it, 
I must again repeat, as there is no other 
plan that i3 so simple anil so safe. Take 
any common saucer or plate, into which 
put sand to the depth of an inch or so. 
Then prepare the cuttings in the usual 
manner and place them in the sand close 
enough to touch each other. The sand 
is then to be watered so as to bring it 
into the condition of mud. The saucer 
thus filled with slips may be placed on 
the window-sill and exposed to the sun. 
The cuttings must be fully exposed to 
tho sun and never shaded. But one 
condition is absolutely essential to suc­
cess; until the cuttings take root the 
sand mii3t be kept coni inually saturated 
with water, and always in the condition 
of mud. To do this the slips must be 
watered at least once a day with a very 
fine rose watering-pot, anil the watering 
must lie done very gently, else the cut­
tings may be washed out. There is ev­
ery certainty that ninety-nine per cent, 
of the cuttings put in will take root, pro­
vided they were in the proper condition 
when placed in the saucer, and that tho 
tomperatuie has not been lower than 
sixty degrees for greenhouse plants, or 
less than eighty degrees for tropical 
plants. By the saucer system a higher 
degree of temperature may be main­
tained without injury than by any other 
system of propagation, as the cuttings 
in reality are placed in water, and will 
not wilt provided the water is not al­
lowed to dry out. Still, tho tender slip 
until rooted will not endure a long con­
tinuation of very high temperature, and 
we would advise that propagation be 
done at such seasons that they may have 
as near as possible a uniform terripera- 
ture of seventy-five or eighty degrees in 
tho sunlight. W hen rooted they should' 
be potted in dry soil, such as is recom­
mended for sowing seeds in. They 
shonld bo placed in pots not exceeding 
two and a half inches in diameter and 
treated carefully by shading and water­
ing for two or three days.—Peter Hen­
derson, in Ladies' Floral Cabinet.

And his longing 
to return to the country becomes in­
tense.

While the country-bred young man, 
to whom these beauties of nature may 
be an old, old story, thinks of his liaril 
labor, his poor garb and fow dollars, 
and longs for city life. He grows tired 
of his solitary labors and lack of amuse­
ment. To him, who has seen the city 
only in its holiday attire in a few festal 
days, it seems a glorious place. Could 
he but go there he would see more of 
life, have more to enjoy, be better 
dressed and have boundless opportuni­
ties for wealth. It looks easy. It looks 
feasible, its attractions aro irresistible. 
But the snares and pitfalls, the vice and 
wretchedness, the selfishness and. utter 
isolation of much of city life, he knows 
not of now. Some day, perhaps, ho 
will know of these thing's by bitter ex­
perience.

Good friends, remember, life means 
work. And save to the favored few— 
alas! favored is the last epithet to apply 
to many of them—life, is not so very dif­
ferent as one may think, East or West, 
in country or in city Anywhere one 
may be a gentleman, if he will. Any­
where one may do honest, faithful work, 
if he will. Anywhere one may mako 
great intellectual advancement, if he 
will. Anywhere one may live a pure 
and noble life, doing good, i f  he will. 
And these are the marks of a man.

if you live in the city and can spend 
the summer in the country, well. It 
you live in the country anil can spend 
part of the winter in' the city, that is 
well. Provided in each case yon wisely 
improve your time. But, if you cannot 
pass from city to country, then remain 
at your post and do your whole duty. 
Be a whole man wherever you are. 
There is no reason in the nature of 
things why a cily-breil young man 
should bo your superior if your life is 
spent on tne farm. As God weighs 
manhood, and as true men do also, you 
may outweigh ten of far greater polish. 
Mere polish does not make a man. Nor 
does a rough exterior necessarily make 
a man. The man is within. \Vhat is 
the heart made of? What is the grasp 
of the intellect? What is the quantum 
of solid common sense? What an! you 
doing for others and for God? Tnese 
are questions by which to test manhood. 
See that your life and your work, wher­
ever your place is, will abide these tests.

One way to mitigato this is 
take about half an hour before dinner a 
raw egg, beat it until light, put in a 
little sugar and milk, flavor it, and 
'■drink it down;” it will remove the 
faint tired-out feeling, and will not spoil 
your appetite for dinner.—Rural New 
Yorker.

—Cherry Pie: Line a pio-pan with 
rich crust; nearly till with the carefully 
seeded fruit, sweeten to taste, and 
sprinkle evenly with a teaspoon of corn 
starch <Tr tablespoon of flour, add a ta­
blespoon of butter, cut into small bits 
and scattered over the top; wet edge 
of crust, put on upper crust, and press 
the edge closely together, taking cars 
to provide holes in the center for the 
escape of the air. Pies from blackber­
ries, raspberries, etc., are all made in 
the same way, regulating the quantity 
of sugar by the tartness of the frult.*- 
Chicago Journal

ground that can not be conveniently or 
profitably cultivated.—Chicago Times.

Marketing Fruit and Vegetables.

Those who regularly send their pro­
ducts to the large cities are awaro tpat, 
in order to meet with a sale, they must 
conform to the customs of the market. 
In some Western citios, strawberries 
and other small fruits are received in 
large trays or drawers,from which thev 
are measured out to th*s customer. If 
a Now York dealer were to receive a 
consignment of fruit in this form, he 
would find it difficult to get rid of it, 
and it would probably end at the 
“ dump-heap.” Those who send their 
produce to market regularly need no 
advice on this matter; but it often hap­
pens that farmers or others, who are 
not regular market growers, have an 
excess of fruit or vegetables which 
they would like to dispose of. As a 
rule, if they are near enough to any 
considerable village or town, especially 
if a place where there are large facto­
ries in which many hands are employed, 
they will do better to tak®- their pro­
duce there than to send It to New York 
or other large city. In disposing of 
fruit and vegetables In this manner, a 
proper attention to appearances will 
pay. If a farmer has a lot of early ap­
ples, he is apt to shake them from t-lie 
trees, pick them up, large and small, 
bruised and sound, and throw them all 
together into the body of his wagon; 
here, on the way to the jflace of sale, 
they are still further bruised, and are 
not very tempting to the purchaser. 
Even for a near market, it will pay to 
present the produce in an attractive 
manner. Instead of this rude way 
with apples, let them be picked and as­
sorted, making two grades to take to 
market, and one to leave at homo for 
the' pigs. Instead of throwing them 
in a heap into tho wagon, they should 
be placed in boxes, baskets, "or even 
barrels, for transportation. It will pay 
the farmer to have a number of bushel 
boxes. These would be moro conve­
nient for occasional marketing, and for 
many uses at homo.

If, instead of fruits, "vegetable* are 
taken to a near market, equal care 
should be taken in making a good ap­
pearance. Beots, carrots, and other 
roots should be washed and bunched, 
tomatoes carefully selected,and placed 
in boxes, to prevent crushing.

Early apples sont to city markets, if 
of choice kinds and well selected, will 
usually bring good returns. They must 
be gathered before thev become soft, 
and be carefully handled. Half-bar­
rels aro convenient packages for these, 
but they may be sent in bushel crates, 
which one can make himself.—Ameri­
can Agriculturist.

The Feeding of Stock.
It has become evident that whatevei 

the weather from this time on- anil 
there afe no indications that the weath­
er will change favorably to the corn 
trop—economy in the feeding of grain 
to fattening stock must be rigidly prac­
tice. Even if tho weather should prove 
all that could be wished through Au­
gust and .September, the corn crop of 
the corn States cannot bo more than 
half a yield for the area planted. If 
tho same weather continues that has 
characterized the season so far, what 
with tho Tweedy nature of tho crops 
from lack of cultivation, caused bv the 
sodden condition of the soil, prevents 
ing, the yield may shrink to not moro 
than a quarter of a" crop.

What, then, is indicated in view of 
these circumstances? 1. The cleaning 
of the crop so far as it may be possible. 
2. In the event of an early frost, the 
cutting up and shocking so much as 
may be possible of all that portion yet 
unripe, but hardening; and 8: using 
every means to make the crops go as 
far as possible.

In tho feeding of cattle it will be 
found that shocked corn, even if the 
grain is not fully ripe, will feed cattle 
economically and fat; but, in following 
the cattle with hogs, it would seem this 
year to be the true policy to use moro 
hogs to pick up the refuse, with a view 
to growth rather than fattening. In 
the case of sheep, the grain itself must 
be used, but here it will be found that 
they will grind their food perfectly, 
and this brings us again to swine, 
where, more than in any other direc­
tion, money can bo saved by using 
means to an end. .

The first things to be attended to are 
comfortable quarters, and facilities for 
preparing the food and feeding it eco­
nomically and without waste.

In the feeding of hogs, our plan has 
been to keep the pigs growing during 
the summer, using clover, and other 
succulent vegetation, pieced out with 
slop and grain. In the autumn, small 
potatoes, pumpkins, unripe squashes 
and other vegetables may furnish tho 
ground-work of tho food given, and as 
these begin to fail, more and more 
meal is added, until at last meal fur­
nishes the sole food. Thus swine may 
be made fully fat, and at the lowes't 
possible cost, whenever the price of 
corn is over forty cents per bushel. 
The higher the cost of corn the greater 
tho profit of feeding ground and cooked 
food to swine. There is no probability 
that the price of corn will be low fbr 
two or .three years to come. There­
fore, tho timo to prepare for paving in 
the cost of food is now.— Prairie 
Farmer.

A Post Which ie Destroying Orchards 
In Western Now York.

It is a fact which cau no longer U® 
concealed that,although this is a general 
bearing year through the orchards of 
Western New York, the crop of apples 
is quite likely to be a short one. This 
lamentable state of affairs is not, how­
ever, to be attributed to the peculiar 
weather conditions of the season, but 
to the fact that a destructive parasite 
has attacked fhe leaves of the trees, 
and is working sad havoc with them. 
This little insect is a species of tho 
aphis, but is commonly spoken of as 
the “ apple-louse.” It is by some con­
founded -with tho rose-bug, but in re­
ality is a “ horse of an altogether dif­
ferent color.” Its habit is to fasten it­
self to the young leaves of the trees 
early in the season, where it feeds upon 
the epidermis of the leaf. The visible 
result of this is the turning brown of 
the leaf and its subsequent dropping 
off Later the fruit seems affected, anu 
it, too, drops off. The damage al­
ready done is very great, and the 
gravest fears are entertained by those 
who have looked into the matter.

A Post-Express reporter has examined 
orchards In this and other counties, and 
has found the scourge quite general. 
Especially is this true of orchards In 
Niagara County, Seneca County, Mon­
roe County, and Wayne. If you will 
inspect your apple trees you will find 
that many of the leaves are already 
curled and brown, and will upon the 
slightest touch fait to the ground. The 
younw and growing fruit, too, drops 
readily, and unless some effective meas­
ures are taken, and that right speedily, 
to prevent it, the apple crop will fall so 
far below the average as to cause se­
rious trouble, i t  is, however, possible 
to fight the pest successfully, and the 
weapon to be employed is Paris green, 
that enemy of potato-bugs and other 
vermin. The best way to use it is to 
sprinkle the tree with a solution of the 
poison. Of course, the only way to do 
this is with a hose or a large syringe. 
A hose and a portable force pump at­
tached to a tank on wheels would be 
the easiest method probably, but it 
would also be more expensive than the 
syringe method. The “ apple-house” 
is something of a new comer here, 
though tills is not absolutely its first 
appearance. In the past, however, its 
ravages have been far less extensive, 
and general attention has not before 
been drawn to It- Farmers and po- 
mologists should take every measure to 
cheek its destructive work.— Rochester 
Post-Express.

—For genuine originality of concep. 
tion and boldness of execution the 
scheme devised and carried out by a 
Butte County, Cal., farmer, challenges 
hearty admiration. Being short of 
“ hands.” and unable to find men willing 
to work, he drove to the nearest town 
loaded into his spacious vehicle all tho 
drunken men he could find. Those 
who were not sufficiently helpless to be 
easily managed he plied with liquor 
until the desired stage of helplessness 
was reached, and then drove them all 
to his farm. The result of this high­
handed proceeding was eminently sat­
isfactory.—Chicago Herald.
