That 
“ bread |<t the staff of life”  cannot 
be doubted wh«n we consider the fact 
that it is a neceospy and must be 
served at every meaF regardklse o f 
whether there la meat or a m ^  
substitute.

In recent years not enough a t fa -  
lion has been giv-jn to the graiiw 
to be raised for bread nor to the 
manner in which there grains are 
f round ooid prepared' for use. It han 
teen convenient to buy Gour when 
rroduc?! ha.s been taken to market; 
or meal oa the ueeds o f the family 
may require. Wheat growers apnd 
coim grovv-cro, either because m'M» 
h-vie not been convenient or for 
their own conveni noe often prefer 
to buy meal and flour rather than 
[«reduce the grain, pr pare k and 
liave It ground for th'>lr own ui e.

-As a reeidt of this practice bread 
stuff has Increased enormously in 
price and the condition of the »ub- 
alance' available Is not a» -Ahole. 
som? and nutritious as health and 
effKiency would require.

Since price» are h^jh and the 
I r :«d  :<tuffs are no«t clwaye what 
they should he It would be advis­
able to make a special effort to nttoe 
the grOiin« necessary and have them 
ground at custom mills as was 
once done. In this way, the co«t o f 
th- bread cupply will be rcdiuced to 
a minimum and the qualpv may be 
improved.— Fyam artdoRanch.
