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NEW L. S, RULES
ON COMMERCIAL
FISHING GIVEN

Local Restrictions Generally Re-
moved; Seining Authorized
Without Regard to State’s
Closed Season.

With the new rules and regu-
lations governing the Fish In-|
dustry of America, guaranteeing
freedom of movement and pro-
duction to the fisherman and the
distributor, and lifting many re-

strictions and hardships which

served to paralyze the industry,
Texas should from now on have
an abundance of good sea-food at

a reasonable price.

All distributors have been no-
tified by Administrator Peden to
submit at once a schedule of
costs and quantities of fish han-
dled. Every effort is to be put
forth to secure a stabilization of
prices and to free the market of
the speculative influences which
too frequently made Texas fish
cheaper in St. Louis and Kansas
City than in San Antonio or Dal-

las.

All dealers and all fishermen
are required under the rules and
license,
which may be secured from the
License Division at Washington-
ton free of cost. Failure to com-
ply with the rules and regula-
tions, or proof of speculation,
eliminates automatically the fish
dealer or fisherman from the

regulations to have

field of fish production.

Dealers are required to submit
address and change of address;
to make reports under oath
when requested; to be prepared
at all time for inspection; to

eliminate all waste, or suffer

penalization if they fail to do so0;
they are forbildden to enter into
fishing arrangements with per-
sons or firms not holding li-
cense; only wholesome seafood
will be shipped; containers not
full must be so labeled; willful
violation of contracts are forbid-
den; every effort must be put
forth to market all seafood
taken; damage to gear and
equipment is forbidden.

The Fcderal law replaces the
State law with the one excep-
tion: fishing is not to be follow-
ed by the use of seins at chan-
nels connecting one body of
water with another. All persons
fishing and selling fish must be
licensed.

NEW MEAT PROGRAM
CALLS FOR ECONOMY

The new meat program of the
United States Food Administra-
tion does not contemplate a defi-
nite quantity of meat per per-
son, and through an Inaccuracy
in transcribing the telegram
from Washington the phrase
was used that the “ration would
be ome and a quarter pounds per
person per week,” whereas the
statement should have read that
the present meat ration in
France and England is one and
one-quarter pounds of meat a
week.
