abundant production this sume-
mer, those who know the food
value of this dairy product and !
apﬂreciate its appetizing flavor
will be interested in the action
the United States Food Adminis-
tration has taken to facilitate its’
movement from the manufactur-
er to the table with as few delays
and as small expense as possible.
Rules have been announced
that will not permit dealers in
Americgn and Cheddar cheese to
take advantage of advances in
the market by selling cheese
bought at a low price on the
basis of higher costs that may
prevail after the time of pur-
chase. Commissions will not be
allowed to enter into costs, rea-
sonable margins have been fixed

to prevent speculation and “dum-
' my” sales have been prohibited.

These and other regulations
should make it possible for-re-
tailers to buy at lower prices,
and, through the working of the
fair price committees, the con-
sumer should get a good food
product at the cost of production
plus only the reasonable charges
for handling and a just margin
of profit.

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RULESEFOR HOUSEHOLDERS

(U. S. Food Administration)
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All kinds of food, especially wheat, meats,
fatx and sugar should be economically used.
No food shall be hoarded. Hoarding is the
hold ling, contracting or arranging for food by
any person in excess of his reasonable re-
quirements for use or consumption by him-
self and dependents for a reasonable time.
This does not refer to stocks of home-grown
vegetables and home-canned or preserved §
fruits.
All householders who can entirely elimi- £
nate the use of wheat until the next harvest,
about September 1, should do so.

Householders who are obliged to use wheat
should not use more than a total of 114
pounds of wheat flour or prepared wheat, in
any form, per person per week, including the =
wheat flour in Victory bread, and including the wheat flour or
pregarcd wheat in crackers, pastry, macaroni, breakfast and other
1oods

Victory bread is bread manufactured by bakers under the rules
of the United States Food Administration. In estimating flour
consumption 13, pounds of Victory bread may be considered equal
to 1 pound of wheat fiour.

In buying wheat flour an equal weight of other cereals as sub-
stitutes for wheat flour must be bought pound for pound. This
is the 50-50 rule. In buying mixed flours, the substitutes in them
may be counted, so that a smaller proportion of substitutes may
be bought with these flours than with white flour. In buying
graham and whole wheat flours (containing not less than 95 per
cent of the entire wheat) 6/10 pounds of substitutes shall be pur-
chased with every pound of such flours.

Wheat flour substitutes are hominy, corn grits, corn meal, corn
flour, edible corn starch, barley flour, rolled oats, oatmeal, rice,
rice flour, buckwheat flour, potato flour, sweet potato flour, soya
bean f]our and feterita flour and meals.

Householders in rowne and cities may not buy more than one-eighth of a
burrel of flour or two pounds of sugar at any one time. Householders in the
country may not buy more than one-four‘h of a barrel of flour or five pounds
of sugar at any one time. In no event shall any purchaser have more than 3¢
cdays’ supply of either on kand.

Householders should not use more than % pounds of sugar per persom
per week .

In addition to the above, however, sugar may be used for home canning,
and will be available to the householder for that purpose upon his #igning a
certificate that such sugar is desired and will be used ouly for that purpose

No wheat flour, or prepared wheat in any form, should be used for any pur
pose other than human consumption. No wheat fit for human consumption
