THE WEST.

ON Saturday night, June 10th a heavy
storm struck Denver, Colo., accompanied
by water-spouts in the mountains, which
caused great damage to property and loss of
life. The storm was very destructive to
brick, 20,000,000 brick having probably been
destroyed or rendered unfit for market:
Cellars and basements were flooded,and sev-
eral buildings were undermined. A water-
spout also burst at the foot hiils, flooding
the little suburb of South TFairview, two
miies from Denver,and several houses were
swept away. One of them, a large frame
housw kept by a man named Schenaclas as a
boarﬁ}ng house, was completely torn to
pieces. Schenaclas and his family and four
boarders escaped. Two men and three chil-
dren were carried away and swept into the
Platte River. The bodies of the two men
were recovered. They are Fidele Drier and
Ludwig Neuer, German carpenters, who
came from Switzerland a year ago. North
Denver was also {looded, but no lives were
lost.

Peppers,
Leans, eaulilowers, ete., are salted in the
same manner, formixed pickles. When

oui of the brine with a common fish-
crman’s dip net, placed in fresh water,
which must be changed two or three
limes a day till the pickles are quite
(resh; if a stream of fresh water can be
made to flow through them, all the bet.
ter; when quile iresh they are taken
out of the water and placed directly in
vinegar, whith may be spiced with
pie’lod peppers, or with West India
pepers or allspies, or with anything else
the trade demands.  With vinegar at
filteen cents per gallon pickles onght to
oe made at a profit; the white wine or
whisky vinegar, mostly used: for the
purpose, cosls about twenty to twenty-
five cents per gallon.

It was formerly the custom to scald
pickles in a copper boiler in order to
zive them the green color of verdigris
from the kettle; this custom has gone
juite out of fashion of late and the de-
mand is now almost entirely for the so-
salled English pickles, prepared as
above de:scribed, and having a dirty
yellowish green color. Pickles are at
best rather indigestible; the copper
sertainly does not make them less so,
though it probably does not make them
poisonous, at least I never heard of a
*ase of copper poisoning from eating
pickles. and the amount of copper ab-

Lngiand Farmor,

Where the Tax Falls,

The Farmers’ Journal directs attention
to a significant fact, that seems to have
quite escaped public attention, in con-
nection with the tax on distilled spirits,
viz.: that whisky which is used as a bev-
erage, and is at best but a luxury, pays
but about one half the tax per gallon
that is paid by alcohol, which enters into
the arts and manufactures and is a
chemical agent of inestimable value.
The explanation is that whisky is only
about one-half the strength or proof of
alcohol.

Many seem to think that a high tax
tends to lessen the use of spirits as a
beverage. This view, however, does
not seem to be sustained by the facts or
the statistics of the Revenue Departmgnt.
Before the tax was putupon spirits ‘lly

| 33 per cent. of all that was made was

used in the arts and in manufacturing.
Now nearly all that is made appears to
be consumed as a beveraze. Before the
days of the tax alcohol was extensively
used in preparing dyes for calico, car-
pets, ete. It was also largely used by
furniture manufacturers,varnish makers,
hatters, druggists and in many other in-
dustries. Now wherever it is possible
substitutes are employed, such as wood
spirits and fusel oil, which have an ob-
jectionable odor and are rank poksons.

It is estimated by those most compe-
tent to judge teat if the tax should be
reduced to 7@ cents per gallon that at
least 16,000,000 gallons of alcohol would
be used isr the above industries. This
would create a market for over 4,000,-
000 bu-hels of grain, while it is further
claimed that the Government would
suffer no loss of revenue.
