A WEEK’S NEWS.

FROM WASHINGTON,

TaE House Committee on Commerce has
ndopted a report to accompany the river and
harbor appropriation bill. The bill appro-
priates in the aggregate, $17,342,805, includ-
Ing §925,000 for improving the Missouri and
$923,000 for improving the Mississippi River
and §780,000 for miscellancous work upon
these two streams—for the improvement of
the Mississippi River from the head
of the passes to Cairo. The bill appropri-
ates all that the commission asked for.
The Committee believe this is a work ofsuch
vast national importance and of such a pe-
culiar and intrieate character the commis-
sion should not only be left entirely un-
hampered by conditions ot any kind, but
should also have abundant means for the
completion of the great work at the earliest
possible time. The report says it is of in-
finite importance for the protection of the
public from undue exaction of railroad
companies. The great natural highways of
commerce, the rivers of the country, should
be placed in the best condition to compete
with them. #

A SPECIAL from Washington, May 15th,
says: The court in banc have definitely
agreed to sustain the verdict of the lower
court in the Guiteau case. The public de-
cision will be deferred a few days.

FRED CHAMBERLAIN and wife, of Green-
field, Mass.,, died of blood poisoning.
Chamberlain  accidentally inoculated his
hand with guano with which he was fer-
tilizing his land, and his wife was poisoned
from dressing his sores.

RALPH WALDO EMERSON’s estate is esti-
mated to be worth $100,000. There is lit-
tle foundation for the report that a will has
been found. ¥

AT Deal Beach, N. J., many persons have
been poisoned by using coffee washed up
from the wrecked steamer. The berries

were green from arsenic, with which the-

vessel’s cargo of hides was saturated.

HEeELEN M, 8LocuM, s well known leader
of the woman suffrage party, is dead.

THE four survivors of the Jeannette Arc-
tic expedition sailed May 18th from Liver-
pool on the steamer Celtic, for New York.

ONE THOUSAND employees of the tan-
peries of Philadelphia bave struck for high-
er waces. The tanuers of Chicago are also
on a strike, and about 1,200 are out of work.

GEN. POPE has telegraphed the War De-
partment that the Mesealeros Indians must
either starve or be turned over to the War
Department. The Indlan Bureau cannot
feed them, owing to deficient appropria-
tions, and the Indlans must either be com-

pelled to starve peaceably or let go to mur-
der and plunder for a living.

THE WEST,

Four members of the Wolfe Lake Pleas-
ure Club, residents of Chicago, were
drowned in the above named lake Sunday,
May 14th.

JAMES D, PARRENT has been convicted
of murder in Bay City, Mich., for killing
Wm. Michie, of Pinconning, March last.
The murder was mysterious at the time,
but seems to have been traced to Parrent.

FRANK M. SPAHN, a commission clerk of
St. Louis, was drowned in East St, Louis by
the capsizing of a skiff.

Tnr General Assembly of the Presbyter-
ian Church met in Springfield, Iil., May
18th.

WISCONSIN is thoroughly stirred up over
an attempt to flood the State with counter-
feit money. The bluffs in lower Wisconsin
bhave several caves that were the famous
haunts of counterteiters in early days. Re-
cent developments lead to the belief that
these long deserted caves have again been
oceupied by counterfeiters.

THREE railroad men were killed by an ac-
cident on the Northern Puacific near Spirit
Wood.

FIRE at Leadville destroyed property to
the value of $200,000,

and his skull was crushed. Death was al-
most instantaneous.

PorLK WELLS, the notorious outlaw, who
recently Kkilled a guard while escaping from
the Ft. Madison, Ia., Penitentiary, was
sentenced, together with his accomplice
Cook to imprisonment for life. The trial
lasted only two days.

A SPECIAL from Detroit, May 18th, says:
The store of Joseph Arms & Co., Westpha-
lia, Clinton County, was entered last night
by burglars, the safe blown open and $500
in notes and a quantity of jewelry carried
off; also two horses were taken from a
neighboring barn and ridden to Pewamo,
where they were turned loose. There is no
clew to the robbers,

CHARLES LETT, a young man thirty years
of age, was recently arrested in Kansas City,
for striking Patrick Higgins with a billiard
cue with intent to kill. The difficulty which
will probably result fatally to Higgins, oc-
curred in Jack Haddock’s saloon on Main
street, and arose over a game of pool.

A SPECIAL from California, Mo., states
that the safe in Coleman Brothers’ grain
store was blown open and robbed of $20 and
a valuable Masonic pin. The safe was dam-
aged $60. No clew to the burglars.

THE testimony before the Arbitration
Committee at Chicago, which 1s fixing the
price of the cornered April wheat developed
the fact that J. C. Walker was the chief
holder of that wheat, having about 14,000,-
000 bushels bought.

Wn. T. EMMERT committed suicide in
bed by shooting himself in the breast with
a revolver, at his home in North St. Louis
recently. He was an extensive charcoal
dealer, owned 30 acres of land in Madison
County, Ill., opposite St. Louis, was in in-
dependent circumstances and happily mar-
ried. and no cause can be assigned for his
act.

Dr. LEwIS LAMBORN committed suicide
by morphine at Springfield, Mo. He wasa
relative of Bayard Taylor.

Stewart & Co., in Chicago, has discharged
all its employees, 200 in number, and de-
cided to close the store.

His charitable bequests amount to
over half a million dollars.

Tue White River, Arkansas, has again
inundated the adjacent country, causing
great destruction of property.

WHaHILE Joe Caviness, a prominent mer-
chant, was going from his store to his resi-
dence, five miles from Conuversville, Ark.,
he was shot by an unknown person from the
roadside, and wounded in the left arm and
side, though not fatally.

Ga.

A DISPATCH from New Orlexus, May 17th,
says: A mob of 200 raided Sts Martinsville
Jail, removed Joseph E. Jenkins, who mur-
dered his brother-in-law, frowa the jail,
carried him to the scene of the urder and
hung himj. On the way they seized one
Azar, a colored man out on bornd charged
with killing a young man. Azar was hung
to the same tree. Great excitement pre-
vails and the Governor has offered a rewanl
of $2,000 for the arrest and convictign of the
person or persons engaged in it.

The recent tornado in Sevire County,
Ark., was very severe and swept every-
thing in its path. All buildings on the
farms of W. C. Slaughter, Nathan Waird, J.

{:The other engine continued to come
on with ncreasing rapidity, mak-
ing fearful lunges in its mad ca-
reer, and at a speed of about sev-
enty-five miles an . hour, plunged
headlong into the engine of the passenger
trai, completely wedging the two engines,
and rising into the air like a couple of mad
tigers, the escaping steam and the creaking
of bending iron resembling the hisses and
snarls of infuriated beasts, the two engines,
caboose and the baggage car being com-
pletely demolished. On going to the wreck
it was discovered that no one was on the
the loose engine. 1t was afterward ascer-
tained that Wm. Fitzpatrick, engineer on
the runaway engine, had left his engine in
charge of his fireman, while he went into
the office after orders. At the time he avas
signing his orders, his engine bounded away
and was half a mile off before he had gained
the platform. The fireman, being a new

engine, leaving it with full throttle, to go

" Penitential Politicians,
The spirit, or lack of spirit, mani-
fested by the Hali-breeds, is truly beau-

| tiful.  Their fortitude under affiiction is
| admirable. Their meekness is phenom-
 tnal.  They are reviled and they revile

not again, they are slandered, maligned,
ridiculed and actually kicked down the
back stairs at the White House, and yet
they always come up smiling, manifest-
ing a spirit of forgiveness which is more
irl':mscemlcm, than the humility of Uriah

l‘(‘li.

On the other hand what could be more
heartless than the treatment accorded
their half-brothers by the Stalwart poli-
ticians?  Directly and indirectly, openly
and covertly, in the Cabinet and in the
senate, the Half-breed leaders are as-
sailed. mercilessly.  Their forbearance
and brotherly love only increase the
contempt in which they are held and
assure the 306 that their power in the
party is irresistible -and the mode of
punishment entirely safe.

Not a leader of the opposition to the
306 at Chicago escapes persecution, and
not one dares even to enter a plea in be-
half of mercy. Now and then some
bold editor pipes out a protest against
this wholesale slanghter and indiscrimi-
nate punishment, but he is so lonely, and
his voice isso hollow and weak, he is him-
self ashamed of it, and soon swears it
was only meant in a Pickwickian sense.

President Garfield was not buried be-
fore the most virulent slanders were in-
| vented by the ingenuity of his oppo-
( nents; his public and private life was
| assailed, he was accused of treachery
| and duplicity, of a lack of firmness, of
| weakness, of cowardice. It was said he
betrayed Conkling; that he stabbed
Rosecrans in the back; that he was al-
ternately the tool and enemy of Blaine.
No crime or weakness which could
lower his position in the opinions of
men or lessen the esteem of the people
was omitted from the catalogue of his
shortcomings, as enumerated by the
friends of his successor.

It is safe to say no man after his death
has ever been assailed with the devilish
malignity manifested against Garfield.
His assailants have been utterly shame-
| less and openly rewarded. It is a chap-
ter of political history altogether unique.

Nor has Blaine fared any better ex-
cept for the fact that he still lives, and,
though he is weak and cast down,
though his former hauteur has vanished,
though his knightly plume is lowered
and he shuns a (-omlict. cowardice is
still the characteristic of his opponents,
and they think perhaps the day may
come when Blaine's star may be in the
ascendant; so he is attacked with rather
more caution, though with equal deter-
mination.

John Sherman is another vietim
marked for slaughter. He stood in the
way of the 306 at Chicago, and he asked
Mr. Arthur to leave the New York Cus-
tom-house. He will be made to plead
forgiveness, and it will be refused. He
stands as the last remaining member of
the Administration of President Hayes,
and no means that spies or detectives
aill furnish will be spared to destroy
him,

One can not fail to admire the thor-
ouchness of the Stalwarts, whatever
one may think of their objects. They
are both cruel -and cautious, but they
are just as determined and as vindietive
as at Chicago. The same inflexible sel-
fishness, the same bitter animosity, the
same intolerance shown when Kobert-
son was nominated, when Conkling re-
signed, when the Senatorial contest was
carried on at Albany—which naturally
culminated in as:assination because it
paved the way to murder—is shown now
in the management of the party, in the
reconstruction of the Cabinet, in the
contempt manifested for Civil-Service
Reform in the Boston nominations.

This is not so remarkable as the heav-
enly peace which fills the bosoms of the
Half-breeds; it passes understanding.
When, in defiance of the wishes of the
New York Senators, Robertson was
made Collector, those Senators re-
signed; when Arthur appointed, in op-

»osition to the wishes of Senators from

Iassachusetts, a Stalwart editor Col-
lector of the Port of Boston, Harper's
