CHANCES FOR OIL AS SEEN FROM 
A DISINTERESTED VIEWPOINT

(íoblthvviiile is, in the estimiilioii of 
iienriy all its citizenship and a gieat 
many outsiders, the eoiiiing oil center 
of Texas. However, the facts upon 
which onr people base their judgment 
are very slight indeed. That is, the ab 
solutely estalili.shed facts are. re­
porter for the Kagle while rambling 
aroiiml the streets, picked up the fol­
lowing iiiformation — eonfidentially, 
however, just ns that we imblished last 
week was ronfidential. Here we might 
sta te  that the information we gave the 
people last week for what it was worth 
has proven true in so far ns the fact 
that an oil well—with oil in it— was 
really brought in near Loinetii.

,\s we were saying, while rambling 
around the streets, the reporter heard 
something like the following from four 
different indiv idunls;

“ There may not be oil in iiiiy othi'r 
well in Mills county, but 1 am sure— 
have ab.solute proof that the well at 
I’riddy has struck the pay sand.’ ’

“ The big conijianies are only waiting 
until they can gobble all the hind up 
and the darned government removes 
the income tax to ojk'h this f ield .’’

“ I t ’s a cinch we hare  oil here, and I 
woiildn’t lielieve different if  they sunk 
a well clear to f 'hina. and then report­
ed a ilry hole.’’

“ That Wesson well on the Bayou 
sure has oil in it—take it from one who 
knows. 1 hnd n friend working there 
and he told me that they sure struck 
oil in ¡laying quantities .’ ’

“ If  they strike oil in this county 
they will have to drill on the spot I 
am telling yon alioul. Those geologists 
d o n ’t know any more about it ihtm I 
tio. They always jiick the places where

there is no oil. The big 
have them bought o f f . ’ ’

“ Way bucif in there was a well 
dug close to town here for water. Ami 
— now I can prove this by a dozen nicit 
— they struck tio much oil that they hod 
to plug the well and drill an o th er .’’

“ Fellows, 1 know there is oil here—• 
for this county is boumt to be good fo r  
something. ’ ’

It seems to be the general opinion^ 
praetically the universal o|dnion, t h a t  
it is only a m atte r  of time until th is  
will Ih‘ a producing field. Tho develop­
ments at present are practically a t  a  
standstill on account of various cauars 
peculiar to the drilling of wildcat well». 
Hut the indications for striking oil a re  
p retty  good, bettor than those of many 
n producing field today.

The Kagle will have a detailed rupoit  
next issue of all the vv-oll.«, to he drilled, 
drilling, and drilled, in the county, g iv ­
ing the probable reasons for abandon­
ing, etc. We think there must be oil 
hero, for we are like .Minihain Lincoln 
in this particular: “ Yon can fool al l
the peojde some of the time and some 
of the p«»ople all the time, but you MUi’t  
fool all the peoide all ¡he t im e.’ ’

Mont Ray, 4S, 
formerly of Kilbv'n but now of .Archer 
City is ill u Temple surgical institution 
where he was rushed following a pistol 
duel In'tween the two men on the main 
street of the town.

Three years ago this, month, April 4, 
1!*17, \V’. Cannon, fa ther  of the vieliiii 
of to d a y ’s affray ,  was killed in a shoot­
ing on the streets of Killeen and .Tohn 
Blair, city marshal, died soon afterward 
i r o n  wounds aceidentully reeoivcl 
tneii. Mont Ray was acquitted in con- 
i.e.'tion with this double killing.

Ray is .said ta< have arrived from 
Archer Oily, his present home, yester 
day afternoon and the two men met to ­
day shortly a f te r  the noon hour in front 
of the F irs t  S tate  Bank building. 
Cannon died before witnesses reached 
him. Ho received three wounds, one 
in the abdomen, another in the mouth, 
penetrating  his brain and the other 
splintering his right arm. Ray was 
hit ill the abdomen and r ight lung. 
He was taken to Temple for medical a t ­
tention ininiediatcly following tho acci­
dent.

'I'he mother of Cannon and tho wife 
of Ray have both been in a Temple 
siirgieal institution for some time and 
Rny M now in tho same institution.

Report.^ from the bedside of Mont 
Ray a t  a local surgical institution last 
night were th a t  he had a chance to 
.survive though in a  crit ical condition. 
A bullet was removed from his chest 
and the intestinal wound dressed. Ray 
w*«s ■■onsoious when brought to the 
hospital rn d  was able to talk last night.

W. Cannon, who was killed nt K il­
leen on April 4, 1917, nt the time City 
Marshal Blair was killed, formerly liv- 
ed In Mills county. Ho moved from 
here when Hoyd Cannon wns a small 
Imy. They are both kindly remember­
ed by many Mills county citizens, who 
deplore their  tragic death. The mother 
has our heartfelt sympathy in her t r y ­
ing condition.
