did us when the world war broke|
out., Our freedom from burdens|
f indebtedncess, at that time,|
gave us the gigantie strength to
make a quick and unusually expen
sive preparation. With our na-
tural resources of the sta‘es and
nation now mortgaged in the ag-
gregate of possibly fifty or sixty
billion dollars, it would seem that
the real American would begin to
think that it is folly te save our
grand old country from foreign
dangers and then through our own
indiseretion wreck it on the roeks
of national bankruptey.

Another great war means anoth-
er grecat debt. If it should sud-
denly come upon us we would find
ourselves greatly handicaped by
the debts we have already ineur-
red. From my viewpoint it ap-
pears to me that we are fast ap-
sroaching the time when it will
e as necessary to eombat the in-
ercase of state and national in-
debtedness as it was in 1917 and
1918 to combat the German ambi-
tion to dominate the world.

America first! America, proud,
just and solvent, always meeting
her obligations! ““ America, the
land of the free and the home of
the brave!”’

The bonus idea don’t appeal to
true Amerieanism. No one ever
heard of it before this war. The
serviee man who was injured or
had his health wrecked in the ser-
viee of his country is the legiti-
mate charge of his country and
should be well taken care of but
the man who returned whole, hale
and hearty has no more nght to
claim a bonus off his country for
his pemmmr\ losses than the far-
mer of the country has to ask the
government to reimburse him
through the benus machinery of
the country for the seven or eight
billion dollars he has lost this
year through the slump in farin
produets.

The soldier's loss was the direet
eonsequence of the war, so was
the farmers’ loss, and my way of
looking at the question one is just
as much entitled to bonuses as
the other. The farmer, however,
is asking none, neither do I be-
lieve that the larger percentage of
ex-service men are half as much
interested in the bonus question
as a few of our politicians are.
