F it  0.11 W ASHINGTON.
A  spe c ial  from Washington says: Con­

gressman Manning of Mississippi, will in- 
trocluco a resolution at the first opportuni­
ty, calling on the Postmaster-General to re­
port whether the Department orilerof Jan­
uary 13th, 1879, forbidding the use of the 
mails to the Louisiana State lottery is yet in 
force.

A  si’ECtALfrom Washington, March 27th, 
savs: Several weeks ago the Treasury De­
partment received information that a party 
of opium smugglers had been arrested In 
San Francisco, and subsequently Secretary 
Folger dismissed a number of the Custom 
House officials for inattention to duties. 
Since that time an investigation has revealed 
the fact of an extensive conspiracy in con­
nection with this cise. At one time it 
seemed, front the evidence, that the United 
States would be defeated in prosecuting the 
case, but recently several letters written In 
Chinese have been discovered and trans­
lated, which reveals the whole conspiracy. 
A  number of persons resident in San Fran­
cisco are implicated. The United States 
lievenue cutter Corwin recently overhauled 
the City of Tokio, bound from Hong Kong 
to San Francisco, and arrested Henry Hen- 
ltessv and the purser, and found a few let- 
lerB in the mail bags which may throw light 
on the opium-smuggling plot.

T he Senate bill now pending, distributing 
lands in severalty to Indians, makes the 
following exceptions: Cherokees, Creeks, 
Choctaws, Chickasaws, Seminoles, in the 
Indian Territory, and Senecas.

Mrs. Jessie Benton  F rem ont has sent 
a petition to the Senate which was intro­
duced by Butler of South Carolina, praying 
for action on her claim originally presented 
in 1808. She alleges that she purchased in 
1803 property in extent about twelve acres 
in the northern part of San Francisco known 
as Black Point. She had in view its beauty 
as a residence and its prospective value as 
water front property. In October 1803, the 
United States Government violently and il­
legally seized it in her ansence, demolished 
the buildings and erected a battery and 
barracks for the troops, making what is 
known as the San Jose Iieservation. She 
asks for actiou on the claim. There are a 
number of others Interested in the same 
claim for property taken in the same way.

T ub Senate passed the Mil to facilitate 
the payment of dividends to creditors of the 
Freedman’s Bank.

T ub bill for the reduction of the revenue 
agreed upon by the Committee on Ways 
and Means will cause a reduction of about 
$23,000,000.

T he Senate resolution to retire Critten­
den as a Brigadier General was reported 
adversely.

Jacobs W. K err, until of late paying 
teller Of the Bank of the Hepuhlic.at Wash­
ington, killed himself recently. He left a 
note saying: “ Realizing that I have ex­
pended money belonging to others to an ex­
tent that I can never repay, I  have sought 
this relief from dishonor, sorrow and dis­
grace.”

T he proposed Increase in the Pension 
Office will add 810 now clerks after July 1st. 
It Is proposed to take them from the States 
and Territories in proportion to the repre­
sentation in Congress. Kansas will be en­
titled to 25 and Missouri to 30.

(lex . BUTLER has positively declined to 
become counsel for Guileau before the 
court In banc.

T iie  (iuiteau bill of exceptions has been 
finished and signed by Judge Cox.

T he bill reported favorably by Senator 
VanWyck, from the Committee on Public 
Lands, fs to relieve the settlers on public 
domains along the Denver Sc St Joseph 
Railroad of Kansas and Nebraska. It is 
intended to allow money sufficient to make 
a compromise with those claiming under 
the railroad-title principle of the bill. It 
will reach the settlerj^n Iowa, Minnesota 
and Wisconsin.

A  special  from Washington says: The 
majority of the House Committee on Indian 
Affairs will report favorably on the bill au­
thorizing the St. Louis & San Francisco 
Railroad to run a branch lino through the 
Indian Territory. A minority of the com­
mittee, Messrs. Rice and (looker, will make 
an elaborate report against the bill, argu­
ing that the Government has no right to 
grant aueh authority in the absence of the 
treaty concessions by Indians.

T he Secretary of State has cabled Minis­
ter Lowell to ask the Briti-h Government to 
reprieve Dr. Lamson, convicted in England 
of murder, until evidence of hereditary in­
sanity can be sent to England.

T he  Senate bill has passed authorizing 
the Secretary of the Treasury to report the 
amount of claims of the State of Kansas for 
money expended and indebtedness assumed 
by the State in suppressing the Indian hos­
tilities.

T he  State Department has received from 
Minister Morton news of the passage bv the 
Chambers in Paris of the pork bill, which 
provides for Inspection in France by ex­
perts appointed by the Minister of Com­
merce, who shall have the right to prescribe 
the mode of examination. This last clause, 
which was introduced by amendment, has 
in view the re-establishment of microseopie 
examinations.

T he  bill reducing the license of steam­
boat pilots and engineers has at last passed.

T he  Treasury Department purchased 
271,000 ounces of fine silver for the mints.

T he House Committee on Commerce has 
reported favorably on hills to establish ports 
of delivery at Kansas City and St. Joseph.

Ho n . A lexand er  H. Ste ph e n s  recent­
ly visited Guileau in his cell.

Senator  L ogan has been attacked again 
with lumbago. His friends are uneasy 
about his condition.

T H R  RANT.
Boston has been recently interested in 

receiving and entertaining a party consist­
ing of five leading chiefs of the Zuni race, 
accompanied by Frank H. Cushing, etbnol- 
vgist, of the Mnithsouiau Institution, who

was initiated into the highest order of the 
Pueblo Indians. The ceremonies were wit­
nessed on Deer Island by a large number of 
the elite of Boston.

Se veral  manufacturers of boots and 
shoes at Broektown, Haverhill, Lynn, Na­
tick and Auburn, Me., have held a meeting 
at the Stale House recently to consider the 
practicability of establishing a manufactur­
ing town in the South either in the Blue 
Ridge or Black Mountains. A  prospecting 
party will be sent out.

T he  Massachusetts House, by a tie vote 
of 110 to 110, defeated the bill prohibiting 
the sale and manufacture of Intoxicating 
liquors.

N ic h o ls ’ hoarding house burned, re­
cently, at an early hour in the morning, at 
West Ansonia, Conn., the inmates escaping 
with difficulty in their night clothes. Mrs. 
Nichols Jumped from the second-story 
window and received a serious concussion. 
Mr. Nichols missed his wife and returned 
to the building, crawling through the 
smoke on his hands and knees. His hair and 
whiskers were badly singed. Two hoard­
ers, young clerks named Bassett, who occu­
pied a room on the third floor, were burned 
to a crisp. The bodies were found together.

M oses T aylo r  has ordered that $270,0)0 
worth of Delaware,Lackawanna & Western 
first mortgage bonds ho set aside for the es­
tablishment of a hospital at Scranton, Pa., 
for men disabled in the employ of the com­
pany’s roads or mines.

T iie  Andre monument at Tappan, N .Y ., 
was partially destroyed by dynamite. The 
monument itself was not damaged to any 
extent, but the base is completely ruined.

James T r e m a in e , a wealthy broker, 
formerly of New York, killed himself in 
Boston.

A dispatch  from Pittsburg, says: The 
safe factory of Riche Brothers, on Sixteenth 
street, was discovered to be on fire. The 
building was a large three-story brick ex. 
tending bock 20) feet, and by the time the 
fire department arrived tiie entire structure 
together with five brick dwellings in the 
rear, were a mass of flames and were total­
ly destroyed. The dwellings were occupied 
by seven families, all poor people, who in 
the excitement and danger, barely escaped 
with their clothes. The loss is $50,000.

T I IK  W EST.
P o i.k W e lls ,arrested a short lime ago in 

Wisconsin for bank robbery and horse steal­
ing, has been sentenced to two years in the 
Penitentiary on the former charge.

A g ent  M ilks ,of the Cheyenne and Arap­
ahoe Agency, Indian Territory, has 
written that the crops of the Indians last 
year entirely failed, and to he short upon 
the reservation, with less than half rations 
may result in an outbreak which may cost 
the Government ten times tiie amount nec­
essary to provide for a full issue of rations, 
as estimated by the liuliun Office, which 
amount Congress refuses to appropriate. 
Tiie Secretary of War, however, thinks 
Congress will yet vote full supplies for the 
hungry Arapalioes and Cheyennes. The 
troops in the Indian Territory number 
about 500 men, about 200 mounted. Staff 
officers think there is little danger of the 
Cheyennes attempting to get North again, 
as the practical extermination of the bund 
which escaped in 1878 has not been forgot­
ten.

Gov. Cr itte n d e n , of Missouri, has 
called an extra session of the Legislature, 
to convene April 19, for rcdislrlcting the 
State.

A d ispatc h  from Cleveland, O., March 
27th, says: A  furious hurricane, accompa­
nied by vivid lightning, thunder, hail and 
torrents of rain swept over this region at 
noon to-day. Numerous trees, and several 
unfinished buildings were prostrated. The 
weather, which has been remarkably mild, 
became quite cold after the storm.

A  special says: Reports have been re­
ceived at Assiniboine, Montana, by a courier 
from Captain Kline, of the Kighth Infantry, 
in command of the column operating against 
the half breeds and frees on Milk River, 
lie  fftroek the Indians on March 14th, a mile 
below Medicine Lodge, where thirty-five or 
forty lodges of the Little Pines band wer# 
on March 15th. By forced marches he reached 
the first half breed village, and half an hour 
later a detachment of cavalry had destroyed 
eighty or ninety dwellings. The leaders 
had fled. The half breeds were badly de­
moralized, and arc going north. The cav­
alry has been sent to the lower village, and 
this movement will close the half breed 
campaign, unless the Indians begin to show 
themselves on the north side of the Terri­
tory, when Captain Kline will drive them 
hack over the line.

James J. McBr id e , known for many 
years past as a criminal lawyer of St. Louis, 
made an assault recently upon Lewis Tru- 
empber, a grocer. He first fired a pistol 
shot and then attacked his victim with a 
howie knife. The wounds are thought to 
be mortal.

I t Is proposed to remove Sitting Bull and 
105 of his people from Fort Randall to Yank­
ton Reservation, where, under an offiee of 
the Interior Department, they can he in­
structed in the arts of pence and civiliza­
tion, which Silting Bull professes so fer­
vently to desire.

A n o th e r  attempt was recently made to 
wreck the fis t train on the Wabash road 
near Bclden, Iud., by piling ties on the 
the track. The train was going slowly, and 
the engineer discovered the obstruction.

A shocking  crime has occurred at Galla­
tin, Mo. A  colored girl eighteen years of 
age gave birth to a child and an hour after­
ward cut its throat from ear to ear. She 
then attempted to hide it in a trunk but 
was discovered.

Suits  to the amount of $40,000 have been 
filed in Dallas, Tex,, against the Chicago, 
Texas & Mexican Central Railroad by local 
creditors, and all the rolling stock has been 
seized, and trains are running between Dal­
las and Cleburne in charge of Deputy 
Sheriffs.

P h il l ip s , the Auburn train wrecker, has 
been sentenced to fifteen years Imprison­
ment.

AN express train on the Minneapolis and 
St. Louis road met a boulder on the track 
near Hastings, The train was badly demor­
alized, but fortttna’ ely nobody was killed. 
It was a narrow *io*pe, however.

Ka I.ta t a , an Alaska Indian, was execut­
ed at Portland, O re., for murder.

A t Jasper, Ohio, recently, Gilbert Shrop­
shire shot and instantly killed John 
ltider and his son George, and put a bullet 
through the arm of David, another of Ri­
der’s sons. The tragedy is the sequel to a 
feud between two families existing for 
years. The trouble grew out of an alleged 
criminal Intimacy between Shropshire’s 
wife and Jim ltider, son of John and brother 
of George. Great bitterness lias lately 
grown out of the trial of the case in the 
court. __________

*  T H E  SOUTH,
A  DISPATCH from Macon, Ga., March 27th, 

says: A  tornado to-day did considerable 
damage near this city and along the line of 
the Central road as far as Saudersville. 
Dwellings, barns, gin houses, cabins and 
trees were destroyed. Many persons were ; 
njured The plantations about Waynesboro j 
were greatly injured. Gilbert Ward, aged 
four years, was killed in the wreck of the 
dining room in his father’s house.

A CYCLONE passed nearLaocbapoka, Ala, 
doing great damage and killing two men.

It  has been estimated that the great flood 
which is now subsiding in the Mississippi 
River will probably cause a loss of 390,000 
bales of cotton in this year’s crop. At 
present prices this would he a loss of more 
than $17,000,000, besides all tbo houses, 
barns, cattle, implements and other prop­
erty destroyed in the 300 miles of territory 
devastated.

Ex -Governor  Moses, of South Caro­
lina, has been arrested in New York on a 
charge of swindling a piano manufacturer 
out of $173.

Mrs. Ballard , near Pine Bluff, Ark., 
murdered her two children and then 
drowned herself.

J. B. W y a t t , a member of a gang o 
Kentucky counterfeiters was captured at 
Dallas, Tex. He Is the thirty-third mem­
ber of the gang . arrested. The other 
thirty-two are in prison, and ho will soon 
Join them.

T iie  Governor of Maryland has signed the 
bill making wife beating punishable with 
forty lashes.

A  d estru ctive  fire at Forest Cily, Ark.,
destroyed several of the principal business 
houses. The fire is believed to have been 
the work of an incendiary. Loss, $59,000.

G E N E R A L
Gu itk aU lias found a purchaser for lib 

old clothes in an enterprising showman. He 
sold the suit he wore when ho murdered 
Garfield for $200, and Hie one he wore when 
Jones shot at liim for $100.

General Ste r l ix k o f f  was assassinated 
by Nihilists at Moscow. He was engaged in 
State prosecutions and thereby incurred 
their enmity.

Tiii: Governor of the Federal District oi 
j Mexico has recommended that the Capital 
| raise $1,800,000 for water pipes, street Im­
provements and slaughter houses. The 
contract for a munietpiul loan and for build­
ing water works In Havana, involving $9,- 
200,000, has been signed by New York 
parties.

T here  were 120 failures in the United 
States reported to Bradstreel’s during the 
week ending April 1st, an increase of eleven 
over the preceding week, and fifteen more 
than the corresponding week last year. The 
failures generally were of minor import­
ance. __________

T H E  LATE N T .
T he Senate has passed a bill, providing 

that the Kansas Central, and other travers­
ing railroads, may purchase at an appraised 
value, a part of the Fort I-eavenworth mili­
tary reservation for the right of way and 
other railroad purposes.

T he Senate Committee on Privileges and 
Elections have reported a resolution to re- 
niburte Senator Ingalls to the extant of 
$8,000 for expenses incurred in defending 
himself against the charge of bribery in re­
taining bis seat.

T he Senate hill No. 87, introduced by 
Senator Plumb, and passed by the Senate, 
is an important measure to the people of 
Kansas, In that it authorizes the Secretary 
of the Treasury to investigate nil claims 
against the Government for money alleged 
to have been expended on tie  indebtedness 
incurred by the State of Kansas in suppress- 
lug Indian hostilities since April 15th, 1861. 
The Committee on Military Affairs in report­
ing the bill admitted tiie liability of the 
Government for these claims and assume 
that as soon as they are audited an appro­
priation will be made by Confess for their 
liquidation.

T he Senate Committee on Education and 
Labor recently heard arguments by Powell, 
the Secretary of the National Temperance 
Society, and Mrs. Foster, against Logan’s 
bill to apply the proceeds of the whisky tax 
to public school purposes.

T he  Senate Committee on Territories de­
cided to report back the bill for the admis­
sion of Dakota with a renewed recommen­
dation for its passage.

T iie  Secretary of War has ordered 25,000 
additional rations to be delivered to the 
State Commissioners of Louisiana.

T he public debt sta’ ement for April 1st 
shows idecrease In (he debt during March 
of $10. 8)2,946; cash In the treasury, $25.7,- 
291,701; gold certificates, 55,160,926; silver 
certificates of deposit, $11,140,000; refund­
ing certificates, $542,350; legal tenders, 
$340,681,010; fractional currency, $7,064,898; 
cash balance available $154,038,381.

A  d ispatch  from New York April 2d 
says; Cornelius Vanderbilt, brother of 
Wm, H. Vanderbilt, committed suicide at 
the Glenham Hotel, Fifth avenue and 
Twenty-second street, by shooting himself 
in the bend.

A d ispatch  dated Gunnison, Colo., 
March 31st, says: This afternoon, about 
1:30 o’eloek, M. Yard, proprietor of a dance 
hall, shot and killed George Walsh, a saloon 
keeper hero. Yard is under arrest. The 
shooting grew out of a difficulty in the Globe 
Theater, where there was a dance in pro­
gress nt t he lime.

R eport* concerning the winter wheat 
crop in Kansas, Missouri, Illinois, Indiana, 
Ohio and Michigan, are quite favorable and 
represent the wheat in an advanced state 
and the prospects for a good crop very 
fine.

A FLOATING PYRE.
T h e  Nteamer Holden City Burns w ith  

H eavy  Loss o f  L ife  at the m em plils 
W harf.

The steamer Golden City, of the New 
Orleans and Cincinnati Line, while en ro^te 
to Cincinnati, burned March 30th, at 4:30 
o’clock in the morning, at the Memphis 
wharf.

The steamer was discovered on fire by the 
second engineer, who immediately notified 
Captain Purcell, Sr., the pilot on watch. 
The boat’s bow was at once headed for 
shore, and in four minutes afterward she 
touched the wharf at the foot of Beale street 
where the coal fleet is moored. A  line was 
hastily thrown and made fast to one of the 
coal barges, but the current being swift it 
soon parted and the burning steamer floated 
on down the river, a mass of flames, with 
many o f  her passengers and crew aboard, 
who were unable to reach shore and were 
loat.

The Golden City left New Orleans March 
25th. She carried a crew of sixty. She had 
aboard forty cabin passengers, fifteen of 
whom were ladies and nine children. Her 
cargo consisted of 300 tons, among wiiich 
was a lot of jute. The fire is said to have 
had its origin in this combustible material 
stored amidships, which was accidentally 
set on Are by the watchman. As quick as 
a flash the lire spread to either Bide of the 
steamer, and up to the cabin. Ilaley, one 
of the two firemen who were on watch, ran 
up-stairs to notify the head engineer, but 
by the time he reached the hurricane deck 
the flames had mounted almost to the pilot 
house and he was driven back by the fire. 
He then rang the alarm bell, and seeiug an­
other boat approaching thesliore, ran down 
the forward Atairs and Jumped on board the 
tug Oriole, Just as the Golden City struck 
her. Seeing that the tug was sinking he 
sprang aboard the steamer again, and made 
hi« way to a coal barge lying alongside.

Two negro deck hands and a white deck 
passenger were killed when the tug was 
struck, and they were caught between the 
bow of the boat and the side of the tug. 
Anna Boyd, colored chambermaid and her 
assistant were both lost. Mike Malloy and 
Pat Kinney, firemen, were saved; also 
M. J. Whelan, second baker. Whelan 
says he Jumped overboard from
the stern of the steamer as she
floated down stream. There were about 
ten men on the “ fantail”  of the boat, who 
must have been drowned, as when he leaped 
into the river he saw three men go over­
board and drown; the others must have 
shared the same fate. Felix Lehman, who 
was a passenger, says there was a merry 
party aboard, and nearly til the passengers 
remained up until midnight. They had one 
or two gentlemen aboard who played the 
piano, and they entertained the passengers 
with music and singing. He was awakened 
by having his state room burst in, and heard 
the cry of fire. Seizing his clothes he ran 
forward and reached the barge just in time, 
as the next minute tho vessel floated down 
the stream. The body of an elderly white 
woman was found floating near the wreck, 
but her identity has not yet been proven.

Stowe's circus was en route to Cairo, where 
the spring season was to be opened. A por­
tion of the show is at Vicksburg. W ill Mc­
Intyre, clerk of the boat, says the list of lost 
cabin passengers, as well as lie can remem­
ber, is correct. Mrs. L. C. Kounz and her 
three children, who were lost, was the wife 
of Capt. Kounz, a well known steamboat 
owner. Those mentioned as being nt the 
hospital are all injured by burns, but not 
seriously. The passengers lost all their 
clothing. Those that were saved had to ttee 
for their lives without taking time to save 
their effects.

The following of the colored crew of ihe 
steamer were saved: Bob Morris, second 
Bteward; Jim Miller, texas tender; Charles 
Wilson, cabin boy; Henry White and Boh 
Wallace, berthmakers; Chas. Guthrie, cabin 
watchman; Isaac Dickson, shiner; Ransom 
Watkins.oulsider; Jesse Willet, glass tender.

Abel Butler, of Donaidsonville, La. t o ­
gether with his wife and child made their 
escape from the burning steamer in their 
night clothes. A. B. Veateb, formerly river 
reporter on the Evansville, Ind., Tribune., 
was on board, lie  remained long enough 
to dress himself before leaving his state 
room. J. H. Crook, owner of the side 
show to the circus, is supposed to be lost. 
His roommate, A. N. Ackerman, says he 
dragged him out of bed to the foot of the 
stairs through the smoke, and is satisfied 
that he never arose from whore he left him. 
Fright seems to have paralyzed him. J. G. 
Glcnroy, ono of Hie saved, resides in Phila­
delphia; has for two years past been keeper 
of the animals of Stowe’s menagerie.

He stated that he was asleep under one ol 
the animal cages on the forward part of the 
lower deck. When the cry of lire was given 
he leaped forth and looked about but saw nc 
Are; then he looked again and saw the entire 
center of she boat a mass of flames. At 
soon as the boat touched the coal flecl 
ho jumped ashore. He saw the officers oi 
steamer at work making the hawsers fast; 
then saw the lines give way and the steamei 
swing out and drift down; saw the cage 
containing the lion sink down in the middle 
as the flames enveloped It, heard no cry 
from a single beast as the animals burned. 
There were six cages containing a lion, a 
tiger, two leopards, an Albino deer, mon­
keys and birds. The celebrated trick horse 
“ Selim’ ’ was lost, but three other horses 
were saved

One  of the largest and first claims pre­
sented by ex-Governor Crawford at Washing­
ton was for some 270,000acres of indemnity 
school lands upon Indian reservations with­
in the State of Kansas. He has secured 
patents and the same have been selected 
and located for 205,000 acres. There are 
some 3,000 acres yet to he certified which 
will he done in a short time. These lands 
are worth about one million of dollars, and 
the proceeds all go to the common school 
fund of the State.

T he Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe Rail­
road will expend at Topeka alone this sum­
mer $450,000 in adding to their immense 
works. Their expenditures for improve­
ments and disbursements, in tiie State dur­
ing tho yeaT, will be very large.

It contains 
certain important facts bearing 
upon American industries. The 
pubi cation of this report has 
caused the organs of protection and 
Buba i a a  great deal of distress, 
*and co apt Fed them to enter into a 
series of explanations in order to 
broak the force of its facts and 
figure*, T trotnbla portion t f the 

H Uiu hom pariegp  n u d e  l)e-

ween the wages paid in the cotton 
industries ol the two countries; 
which comparison, as given by 
Consul Shaw, is as follows; Eng­
lish weavers are paid from 83.85 to 
$8.64 per week; Massachusetts 
weavers, from $4.82 to 88.37; Eng­
lish spinners, $7 20 to 8S.40; Amer' 
ican $7.07 to $10.39. In the Lan- 
canshire mills, for January, 1881, 
the average wages of men were $S 
per week; o f women, $3.40 to 
$4.30; in the Massachusetts mills 
men $8 30, women $5.62; the hours 
o f work per week are, in Lancan- 
shire fifty-six, in Massachusetts 
sixty.

It is claimed that tho labor mar­
ket in Massachusetts was glutted 
when these figures wore taken, 
while in England there was a scar­
city of labor, owing to irnmigra 
tion to the United States. Still, 
giving tho subsidy journals the 
benofit of this statement, and it 
will be seen that the condition of 
the English artisan is much more 
favorable, at least so far as the cot­
ton industry is concerned, than 
that of the American, for the rea­
son that in England house rent and 
clothing "are from 50 to 100 per 
cent, cheaper than in the Unitsd 
States, white tho difference in the 
prices of provisions is almost nom­
inal, on account of tho strength of 
American competition and the con­
struction of through lines o f traffic 
between the two countries.

Mr. Shaw's statement concern­
ing immigration only goes to prove 
that while the manufacturer in 
America is heavily protected as 
a'dinst the competition of foreign 
goods, the laborer is left wholly 
unguarded as respects tho compe­
tition of the so-called foreign 
‘•pauper labor.”

Mr. Shaw, in his report, calls at 
tontion to the fact, “ as a goneral 
rule, the wages in continental Eu­
rope are lowor than in England, 
and even there, in nearly every 
department of industry, they are 
less than in the last named coun­
try.”  But in this statement, he 
merely strikes a heavy blow at the 
entire system; tor, while in Eng­
land thero is a tariff for revenue 
only, in continental European 
countries nearly all tho tariffs are 
based upon a system of protection, 
— at the same time that the coun­
tries b’essed by said tariff's pay the 
lowest wages outside of Asia. A  
lew  more such reports would prove 
highly-entertaining reading to our 
subsidy champion.— Chicago Morn­
ing Newt-

The colored Masons of this vicin' 
ity had an installation of ofiicors 
and a darico at Strong City on 
Tuesday night, a good many white 
persons taking part in the latter ex 
crcises. About 11 o’clock some of 
the Negroes got into a row during 
the dance, in Clay’s Hall, and one 
Of them was put out, 10 which Mr. 
Geo. Babb, who was acting as a 
special Deputy Marshal, and who 
was standing on the sidewalk, at 
the toot of the stairway, said: “ That 
is tight; put them all out, both 
white and colored, who don’t be 
have themselves;”  whereupon AI 
ex. Biakemorc (colored) slapped 
Mr. Babb in the lace; after which 
a general shooting was engaged in 
by both whites and blacks, Mr. 
Babb receiving two wounds, one 
by a forty.four ball which entered 
his breast just below the right na- 
ble, and the other by a twenty two 
ball which catered to the right of 
his back bone and below his Mbs. 
After being shot Mr Babb pursued 
one o f the men who did the shoot- 
iog, until he fell, exliuusted, in Mr. 
L. P. Santy’s back yard, from 
whence he wus taken into Mr. San- 
ty s house, where he is now lying 
in a precarious condition. Drs. 
Cartter and Walsh weie immediately 
sent for, and they are now giving 
him medical attention. Soon altei 
the shooting began Deputy Sherifl 
Johnson appeared on ihe sconce, 
and he rocoived a flesh wound in 
the left hand. No arrests wore 
made that night, but yesterday 
morning Deputy Sherifl Johnson 
and posse boarded an engine and 
went in starch of the two Negroes 
who shot Mr. Babb, finding one of 
them (Ed. Bridges, who was also 
shot il  the left arm) at Crawfords- 
vtllo in bed; the other one (We*. 
Walker, who was also wound in 
the hand) has not yet been found; 
be is supposed 10 have gone to 
Council Grove. W hile ‘.he Deputy 
Sherifl was after these two men 
Ci<y Marshal J. « .  Winters, of 
Strong City, arrested tho Negro 
Who •lapped Mr. Babb, and took 
him before 'Squire Aiilltr, when he 
pleaded guilty, BI)d wa, sentenced 
to $10 fine and thirty days in the 
county jail. After impiisoning Ed 
Bridges, Mr. Johnson went to Em­
poria, where ho found Ben. Ray 
the Negro who shot him, in jail; 
he brought him here on the aher 
uoon train yesterday, and lodge 
him in jail. These two will have n 
prelimiliary examination this morn 
mg. During the shooting a white 
boy, named Bernard, was shot un­
der the chin, and Marshal Winters 
was shot threugh the coat.

Potatoes Under Straw.

THAT RICH EXPERIENCE.
A  Free Press Interview  Suatalned and It*

Source Revealed.

(Detroit Free Frtsi.)
A few month* ago an Interview with a'jirom- 

lneut and well known physician, formerly a 
resident of Detroit, but now living in New 
York, appeared In the columus of this paper. 
The statements made by the doctor and the 
facts he divulged were of so unusual a nature 
as to cause no little commotion among those 
who read them, and many Inquiries were raised 
as to the genuineness of the interview and the 
Validity of the statements it contained. The 
name of 'the physician was at that time sup­
pressed at hts own request. The seal of se­
cret-v, however, can now be removed, as the
Important aud Interesting letter which ap­
pears below will abuudautly show. ]n order, 
however, that the reader may better under­
stand this letter, a few extracts are herewith 
given from the Interview in question.

After an exchange of courtesies aud a few 
reminiscences about the war, in which the doc­
tor was a prominent surgeon, the reporter re­
marked upon the doctor s Improved appear­
ance, upon which he said:

Nothing more 
is required until digging time, unless 
some strong weeds should make their 
wav through the straw, and these may 
lie pulled, it is claimed that the yield 
is larger and the potatoes are much 
handsomer than llinso treated in the 
usual manner.— American Agricnltnri.it.
