The cheese production
has inereased many fold during
the last ten years, while butter
production decrcased. I became
fully convinced that what we
need in this part of Texas is the
dairy business, and to stimulate it,
a cheese factor where enough
milk can be secured (say B000
pounds). When the farmers see
that they can get 40 to 69 cents
per pound butter fat thc‘ will
soon supply the amount of milk
and become dairy farmers. The
