The Goldthwaite poultry
market is recognized through-
out this section as being one of
the best to be found. The deal-
ers here pay the highest prices
for poultry and produce of ev-
ery kind and many people in
this county and in this region
are now devoting their entire
time and energy to poultry
and dairying.

The turkey market is espee-
ially good here and these fowls
are brought here from a great
distance, the growers having
found by aectnal experience
that they get good pay for com-
ing to this market. The dress-
ing plants heréShipped twelve
or more cars prior to Thar
giving, distributing from $75,-
000 to $100,000 in this seetion
for turkeys. They will begin
dressing  for the Christmas
market on December 1 and will
dress perhaps double as many
for the Christmas holidays and
for storage as they did for
Thanksgivng. Some turkey
raisers are known to have as
many as 500 fowls and al:
every farm and ranch through-
out this section has a drove of
turkeys yet to be marketed.

February 2.
