CLASSES o r  DEMOCRATS
Mr. Wilcox, in his reply to 

Senator Love, doea not make 
quite clear the action of the 
State Democratic Committee, 
judging from the first news 
Jis|)atcheH. The committee, he 
says, has not barred the so-call­
ed Iloovcrcrats from the bal­
lots of 19.30 as candidates in 
the precincts, counties and dis­
tricts, but only from the right 
to contest as IVmocrats for 
State offices.

However impolitic may he 
any act of the committee barr­
ing the bolters from contesting 
for office, this decision becomes 
ludicrous, and it may be ille­
gal. Both the Attorney (ieneral 
anil the ' ‘Oiirts have held that 
a party has the right to pa-s 
ii|>on the qualifications of its 

‘ members, though Mr. Bobbitt 
takes the view that it ran not 
prevent the registration on the 
ballot of candidates w'ho claim 
to comply with the prescribed 
qiialifieations. Hut Mr. Wilcox 
and hii committee have created 
not qualifications for member­
ship in the Democratic party, 
but elaases of Democrats.

Mr. Smith, for example, who 
vote<l for Pri’sident Hoover in 
192S and who desires to stand 
for County Judge, subject to 
the action of the Democratic 
primary, ia a Demoernt in good 
standing. But if Mr. Smith as­
pires to be Oovemor, or Super­
intendent o f Schools, he will 
have to run as a Republican, 
or anything except as a Demo­
crat. Mr. Smith may he elected 
a Senator from his district, 
and as a Senator may be asked 
for his approval of State offi­
cials appointed by the Gover­
nor, and these, in the event of 
vacancy during the elective 
term, might well he officers 
who ordinarily would ha\> to 
he eleete^J.

It is certainly a well-founded 
t.'iiet of the Demoeratie party 
that Ileinoerat is a Democrat, 
whether he is the titular head 
of the party in the State or a 
mere public weigher. The ilo- 
cisioii of till' executive commit 
'ee inuking a discrimination in 
ilio offices which a candidate 
»"eepted as a qualified Demo­
cratic voter, may seek is the 
denial of that principle.

With all due regani for the 
committee’s desire to welcome 
the voting Hoovererats back 
into the fold as a salutary act 
for the party, it would have 

Ibei-n more diguifieil and possi­
bly legal also had it barred 
them from all consideration as 
Demócrata, rather than to at­
tempt a compromi.se, which 
upon the face o f it is absurd 
and which, on appeal to the 
courts, may bo declared un­
warranted.— Dallas News.

In district court at Austin, 
Judge J. D. Moore discharged 
the jury which heard the trial 
of .lohn W. Brady, charged 
with the murder of Miss Lehlia 
Highsiiiilh, 2H, stenographer, at 
4:22 o ’clock Saturday after­
noon.

It is difficult to think of a 

'■re horrible wa.v to die than 
by lire. It wa.s once pointed 
out !,y a great .scholar that the 
progrcKs o f civilization ia made 
inly over the dead bodies of 
pioneers. So, too, the jircgresa 
in tire prevention and protec­
tion seems to await horribe 
fir> eatastrophes to arouse con- 
s,-iouHn,-ss of the fire «langer. 
In Bfiit the red hand of fire 
snuffed out many live». In an 
editorial of January 17, 19.30, 
the .\i w A’ork Herald Tribune 
pointed out that the publk- 
eoneern over the so-ealled par- 
r«it fever was quite out of pro- 
imrtion to the st-rioiisne»» of 
the problem. Suppose a dozen 
people in the Fnited States had 
really died of Psittacosis, or 
parrot fever, there are at least 
twii-e gH many death» due to 
fire each day and only those 
actively working to prevent 
fire seem to worry about the 
apallmg lose. Attention i» di- 
reeted to just eight recent fires 
that /-aused serious loss of life 

In the T’ nited .States, fire 
fakes an annual toll of 10.000 
lives and A'lOO.OOtjOOt) in prop­
erty losses, according to Na­
tional Hoard o f F ir« I'lider- 
wrifer« A large percentage of 
deaths from fire occur in the 
homes This is hsrd to under­
stand in progressive America 
where so rnany firt preventiona 
•re within fhe rneh of the av­
erage bons«lMM. Hornet caa be 
made conparativel/ aaft >- 
gainst fire and the life hazard 
greatly redoced.

Good character does not 
insure survi\sil in wild life 
Here is one of the few native 
.\meriean birds, jierhaps the 
only one that can never he 
(IowiuhI, yet wliicli is ill such 
bad repute that the Biological 
.'survey feels called upon to ex 
)duiii that it is not trying to 
protect the crow when it men­
tions some of the good points 
of the black outlaw.

The biological experts almost 
apologize for suggesting that 
the crow shoiih! not be quite 
exterminated. The loss of the 
species would joggle the bal 
ance of nature. They approve 
of the farmer's guerrilla war­
fare On the bird while depre­
cating drives for wholesale de- 
stnietion. The crow does his 
share in reducing injurious in­
sects, but his greater liking 
for forbidden ero|is iiermits no 
let-up in the hunie-made scare­
crow industry

The crow is a born bandit, 
but no h.vpoorite—“ Open and 
aboveboard in his w-ays and do­
ings,”  said John Burroughs. 
The Biological Survey does no 
harm in devoting a few gener­
ous words to a self-reliant sin­
ner who needs no closed sea­
sons ; whose defiant caw-eaw'- 
caw will be heard as ever in 
field and wood long after the 
scream of the last American 
eagle has died away. — New 
York Herald Tribune.

The News York Legislature 

at .\lbnn.v has before it a bill 
to deny the right of recovery 
for personal injury to ])assen- 
gers transported by the owner 
or operator o f a motor vehicle 
without payment. The bill is 
designed to remedy the condi­
tion which exists in the present 
l.i’.v in man.v’ states which 
oiiilres the owner of a motor 
vehicle liable for «lamages if 
an acci<lent should injure a 
passenger, even though that 
passenger nia.v be carried with­
out p.iv and at llu“ passenger’s 
solicitation. j

.\s the law stands in many 

states, the hospitable driver 
who halts tipon hignal to take 
up an unknown passenger in- 
^ites a double danger^ The 
chance that his guest nia.v turn 
out to be a robber and the 
"hance of accident from which 
the guest may obtain damages 
for bmlilv injur.v. .\ttempts 
have been made here and there 
to outlaw the practice af offer­
ing free rides, but as yet with 
no great success. A personable 
young man may still ride in 
eomfort across the continent 
and return during a Summer 
vacation and not have to pay 
a cent carfare.

Some such amendment of the 
law to protect the hospitable 
inotori.st is needed. The Kirk- 
land-\Vatson bill in New York 
may well serve as a model. It 
makes a careful definition of 
the “ free passenger”  so as to 
includ" hitch-hikers and others 
of the class and at the same 
time not take away from any 
jM-rson an.v rights to which he 
is reasonabl.v eiitith’d. Texas 
should have such a law.

It is a noteworthy fa"t that 
the great decrCa.sc made in re­
cent years ill the industrial ac­
cident record has heeii the re­
sult of an attitude of mind that 
makes safetv an essential, in­
tegral part of any industrial 
oiicration. I’.xecutiv es think in 
terms of salety exactly as they 
think in terms of profits or 
pimluction.

In many of the schools of the 
nation, •.■hildren, through the 
medium of-graphic, interesting 
lessons, with an apjieal to the 
imagination, are being taught 
accident prevention. They are 
show II that safety should he a 
major factor in any act. As a 
result, a coming generntion w’ill 
have a subconscious, automatic 
grasp of the »"cident problem 
that will save countless lives in 
the future years. The work has 
already borne fine fruit in that 
the death and injur.v rate a- 
moiig children in schools where 
safety is part of the curricula, 
is constantly decreasing.
Adult Americans can all take 

a les.son in safety from the 
schools where children are be­
ing educated and from the 
great employing industries. It 
is said that no one has a sound 
gra.sp of a foreign language 
until he can think in i t ; in ex- 
actl.v the same way one grasps 
the accident problem until 
safety is a constant factor in 
his nnntal privess. — (iraham 
Leader.
