It is said that in 
plants with adequate health sn 
pervision the average annual 
death rate of per thousand 
employes has been reduced to 
five per thousand. In the past 
illness has caused an even great 
er industrial loss than acci­
dents, and health promotion 
woik is of direct financial bene 
fit to all concerned.

Waste due to sickness and ac­
cident is still gigantic. But it is 
being steadily reduced in prog 
resaive American industries, 
which sre setting an example 
that might well be emulated 
throughout the world.

Green cotton htaIkK. if plow­
ed under immediately after 
picking, while the leaver are 
still green, may add humua to 
the Moil to the value of $500 
per acre according to two prom 
inent Southern .Alabama farm­
ers A dozen or more other 
Georgia and Alabama fanners 
who are following this practice 
(Htimate that the fertilit.v add­
ed may be responsible for in- 
--reased .viclds to at least 100 
l>ounds an acre If  allowed to 
dry. these cotton stalks will not 
decay for an entire .vear and 
are more of a detriment than 
a good to the soil.

Prompt picking of the crop 
and the availability of tractor 
power makes its possible to se­
cure this advantage by timely 
plowing.

.According to N. B. Winters, 
h3sd of the crops and soil de­
partment, A. A M. college, the 
green manure, farm manure 
and crop residues often de­
pends on how rapidly they de­
cay in the soil. Fresh vegetable 
matter ii>corporated in the soil 
is man.v times more valuable 
than old carbonized materials 
that have resisted decay for a 
long time.

F'or thia reason there b  also 
greater recovery of plant food 
from the corn crop, after it haa 
been either ensiler, ground or 
shredded than by turning un­
der the dry corn stalks. Tbe 
plant food of straw u alao 
more quickly available where 
it b  tiaed for beddinf.

But they are as much 
ill error from canons of good 
jounialisin as the sheets that ; 
edit out of the news all except , 
crime and sensation. Even 
though a mirror be polished i 
imma'’'iilHtely, it is false if it 
he warjM'd. A mirror must he 
both clean and true to he a| 
good mirror. It is the same with 
a iiewspiipe.-- Dallas News.
