During 19:10 fanners suffes-ed 
one of the greati-st fire losses 
in Hgrieultural history— a total 
of about iil‘i.').00t).()(K). accord­
ing to the National Fire Waste 
Council, as c«.inpare«l with an 
average of if 100.000.00(1 in 
•‘ normal”  yea îs.

This unusually heavy fire loss 
was attributed largely to the 
«Irouth, which im-reas*-«! the 
«■oiniiion farm hazards such as 
highl,v combiistibl)' buildings, 
isolation from the protection of 
a<ic«]iiatel,v e«jiiip|i*'«l fire com- 
pani«'s, and general lack of fire 
«ineiiehing fa«-iliti«is.

Even so, tb annual fa*, in fire 
loss cannot b< justified. Nuiii-

pl«‘ted and "th'Ts are being 
made on Tow to re«.iiiee tbe 
waste. .\laii,v antlioritative book 
lets, dealing with *-ver,v phase 
of the agrienitnral fire prob- 
em. are availaine. Tbe basrier 
II the way ««t ivreventioii, of 

eounse, is th< same on farms as 
ill cities- the refusal of th«' in- 
iivli«lual fo learn the fiimla- 

mentals «if fire j)reventi«>n.and 
his carelessness in permitting 
nimecessary bazar«ls t«i go nii- 
eoi* e« te«l.

LOW-OOST ROADS
IMPORTANT

Bernard E. Gray, highway 
engineer, haa an interoating ar­
ticle on low-cost, farm-tomar- 
k«'t A-oads, in a recent iaaiie of 
the .Manufacturers Record.

“ What a para«lox! A  coun­
try able to pro«in«*e a surplus 
of all agricultural produeta. 
with jirices at give-awa.v levels, 
so that the fariiirt- is in ili.stieaa, 
and yet with people in aetiial 
want ill the cities. . . Inadi'quate 
facilities for distribution and 
bad roads are a verj- large fac­
tor in this situation.

What arc low-cost roadsf” 
asks .Mr. Gray. “ They jiac roads 
Kurfaoi'«! with top soil, .sand, 
clay, shale, «'hert. cimlera, grav­
el, crushed stone or similar ma­
terials so placcil on properly 
gA-a«le«i ami «Irainc«! road beds 
as to give ycar-rouml service,

“ During the jiast few years 
engineering r e s e a  r c h  and 
scieiie«' has devel«)j)e«l inexpen­
sive methods of treating these 
siirfacoK with asphalt so as to 
prevent «lust aiul mud, reduce 
weaA- and ronghpess and, at 
the same time, give siiio«>th. 
non-skid ioa«lvvays . . . Avith 
low c«)sts. ,\s traffic increases, 
it is necessary to a«id oiil,v a 
small ailditioiial thi«>kn»s. .\ll 
preceding work is saved for 
fiirth«-r use. Einjiloyincnt is giv- 
en to l«vcal labor in the prepa­
ration of matrf'ials. ”

Chapter 70

It shall be unlawful 
for any person,whether the own­
er of such sanitary or pit toilet 
or not, to place or throw therein, 
any cans, trash, waste water, 
dead animals, or any other .sub­
stance whatever, except human 
excresence.

ARTICLE III
Sec. 1. Any person or persons, 

firm or corporation, violating 
any of the provisions of this or­
dinance. or any article or sec­
tion thereof, shall be deemed 
guilty of a misdemeanor, and on 
conviction, shall be punished by 
a fine of not exceeding $100.00.

Sec. 2. All ordinances or parts 
of ordinances In conflict with 
this ordinance are hereby re­
pealed.

The above and foregoing or­
dinance was passed, approved 
and adopted by the City Coun­
cil of the City of Ooldthwaite. 
Texas, at a regular meeting held 
on the 7th day of May, A. D.
