meager salaries paid does not
justify full devotion to the job,
so their opportunities for ser-
vice are limited,

On the other hand, there is
much that might be done in
the way of serving citations,
subpoenas, and other papers,
posting notices, contacting peo-
ple on law violations, trans-
porting patients to State Hos-
pitals, and running other er-
rands. Services of this type
might lighten the load on other
officers, or even reduce the
number of other officers need=
ed. However, constables are
not subject to orders from the
Sheriff, or any other official,
so the work would have to be
carcfully coordinated on a vol-
untary basis.

These are not suggestions =
but thoughts - for the public
mind to consider - some of
the merits and de-merits -
problems and possibilities =
related to the office of Con-
stable. Sooner or later judge
ments must be made as to
whether the office should be
made functional, or be discon=-
tinued. At the present time
we have three good men in of-
fice as Constables, but they
have little opportunity to be of
service, However they work
with other officers, and do the
best they can,

‘““When the case shall be, I
will do that which is proper
for a judge to do, and nothing
more,” Thus spoke a promi-
nent jurist of old. With this
worthy thought we come to a
discussion of the offices of Jus=
tice of the Peace, and County
Judge.

To sit in judgment over the
affairs of other men - to re=
ceive pleas of guilt or inno-
cence, fix bond penalties, ase
sess fines or jail sentences =
these are tremendous responsi=
bilities, and are not to be tak-
en lightly. As one defendant
said, ““The Judge sure was free
with my time and money.”’ Re=
cently we were asked: ‘‘Judge,
when a person is before, you,
and you are assessing a fine,
or sentencing him to jail, do
you ALWAYS know you are
right?”” To this we replied:
““In fourteen years of trying
cases, hundreds and thousands
of them, we have NEVER known
we were right - pot in ONE
SINGLE INSTANCE,” and we
explained: ‘‘We have TRIED
to be right, but all one can do
is consider the nature of the

ffense, the law applicable to
the case, the extent. of damage

AUSTIN -- As prices keep
spiraling upward, the hapless
consumer is having such a hard
time stretching the dollar as
far as his or her needs de-
mand that most of them are look=
ing for every available budget
expander,

It is a difficult, and time-
consuming, pursuit, because
most people are parttime buy-
ers, whereas the retailers whom
they buy are full time sell-
ers, And at this point in our
economy, the merchants--who
also are consumers--are coms=
plaining that they, too, are hav-
ing 4 hard time making ends
meet,

The consumers’ search for
bargains and the merchant’s de-
sire for new customers have
resulted in some unique retail-
ing systems, such as the old
fashioned cooperative, and the
" membership’’purchasing plan,

In most cases, membership
retailing seems to be working
to the satisfaction of both meme
ber-buyers and member-mer-
chants, Under this type of Pro-
gram, a group of people af-
filiated through employment,
fraternal organization, credit
union or other mutual bond,
arrange to patronize certainre-
tailers in exchange for a set
discount,

The consumer club issues id=-
entification cards to its mem-
bers, and publicizes the part-
icipating merchants’ products
among its membership in ex=
change for the discount privie
lege,

The buyer can benefit through
reduced costs, and the seller
has the chance to gain 2a new
market,

But the Consumer Protection
Division of the Attorney Gener-
al’s office has recieved com-
plaints which indicate that some
so-called purchaser clubs are
operating solely to the bene-
fit of the operators,

The complaints usually have
centered on schemes in which
salesmen are recruited to sell
discout membership cards, a-
fter making a personal mone-
tary investment in the plan, and
are promised large commis-
sions in return,

The salesman’s job is to call
on merchants and talk them into
buying lots of the cards, and
getting their own customers to
