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Texas centennial exposition at
Dallas is indicated by the fact
that during June the increase in
gasoline tax payments in Texas
was $469,876.

During July the increase over
July, 1935, was $713,919.

“Comptroller Sheppard In-
forms me reports received in
August up to date indicate the
increase will be as large if not
larger than that registered in
July,” said Director General
Harry A. Olmstead.

We have about 85 more days
during which the Texas centen-
nial exposition will operate. Our
maximum crowds will not be
reached until the middle of Sep-
tember.

THE INCREASE OF DIABETES
PRESENTS PROBLEM

Austin — The increasing in-
cidence of diabetes presents a

serious problem to the physiclan
and the average citizen, accord-
ing to the state health office.

Ordinary diabetes, that is dia-
betes mellitus, which is often re-
ferred to by many persons as a
disease of the kldneys, is not a
kidney disease, but a disease of
the pancreas in which there is
deficient production of insulin,”
and this mistaken idea that dia-
betes is a kidney disease prob-
ably results from the fact that
the insulin deficiency causes
large amount of carbohydrates
(sugars and starches) to piles up
in the body. The result is that
the patient drinks large amount
of water, and because of this,
large amounts of urine contain-
ing sugar are passed.
