Austin, Texas, Jan 28.—The 

question of highway safety, to 
which Texas communities are 
plvlng constantly Increasing a t­
tention, was brought Into sharp 
relief with the opening of the 
45th regular session of the legis­
lature.

Among the first of the bills In­
troduced was one to strengthen 
the driver’s license law passed at 
a special session of the prevlou.s 
legislature The authors stated 
It was their purpose to put teeth 
Into the law to provide better 
enfrocement. Sponsors said they 
believed public opinion, beln?' 
whipped ceaselessly by civic or­
ganizations, was beginning to 
cry.v.tallze In favor of a strong, 
workable law that would ade 
quately care for the conditions 
existing on the highways.

Drafters of the driver’s license 
law pointed to figures that ap­
proximately two per cent of the 
drivers cause most of the acci­
dents on the road. They an 
nounced an Intention to make 
diligent efforts to keep the law 
from becoming a burden on the 
majority of good drivers but as­
serted, at the same time, that 
sane, sensible drivers should not 
go wholly unprotected against 
the careless, reckless, operator.

TTie condition existing with 
reference to highway safety ts 
not nearly so bad as some would 
have us believe when measured 
In terms of highway miles trav 
eled and the number of persons 
actively Involved In driving cars 
on the open road and In the 
cities. TTie human activity In the 
motor transportation Is tremend­
ous and the enormity of the fig­
ures challenges the Imagination. 
TTiere are only a comparatively 
few citizens today that do not, 
at one time or another during a 
24-hour period, find themselves 
riding, either as a driver or as ar. 
occupant In a motor vehicle.

That the nation Is gradually 
acquiring a better accident re­
cord Is apparent from statistics. 
However, the loss of life and 
property on the highways Is tre­
mendous, even when all factors 
are considered. It can and will be 
reduced. Effective enforcement 
highway englneerlnAwtd educa. 
tlon will do It. When compared 
to the number of accidents that 
occur annually In the supposedly 
safe precincts of the home, the 
highway as a one-way ticket ta 
aonther life shows up favorably.

With the Inauguration of ef­
fective enforcement, Tioupled 
with other encouraging factors, 
the death toll next year should 
take a drop de-plte the prospect 
of increased usage of hlghwyas 
and automobiles.

• • • •
Among the first bills Intro- 

duced was one to reduce the 
motor vehicle registration fee tn

the highway department and the 
counties as well. The bill would 
take approximately two-thirds, 
off the Income from the presen* 
registration levy, an unusually 
sharp cut.

Last year the state and coun­
ties collected $18.699.756 In motoi 
vehicle registration fees on 1,- 
509,700 vehicles. Of this total, the 
.state received $5,828,756 and the 
counties retained $10.871,024. TTk* 
state’s share went Into the gen­
eral construction and malntne- 
3 nee fund. The portion retained 
by the counties constituted the 
major source, and In some case.» 
the only, of revenue to county 
road and bridge funds.

In the case of the state. It 
would not require an expert to 
figure out what would happen to 
the highway program. The state, 
under the proposed reduction, 
would receive little or nothin", 
from the registration fees. This 
would, therefore, leaving the 
highway department dependent 
solely on the Income from two 
cents of the four cent gasoline 
tax. The net to the highway de­
partment from this source last 
year totalled $17,831,440. TTie 
“fixed charges" against the de­
partment for next year are In 
excess of this amount as shown 
by the following figures.

Unless the state chooses to 
forego ome of its federal aid. It 
must match the $7.957,000 ap­
propriation made by the federal 
government. Tlie annual cost of 
maintaining the system ts some 
$9.300,000 and the cost of equip­
ment $429,407, During the next 
year the department also must 
match an extra federal grant of 
$1.591.522 for secondary roads 
Legislative appropriations from 
the highway fund total slightly 
In excess of $600,000 annually. 
The grand total of these charge.  ̂
Is approxlmateely $20,000.000 am' 
could not be met if the proposed 
reduction was carried out. TTils 
could mean only one thing, cur­
tailment of road building and 
maintenance activity somewhere 
along the line..

HISTORY REPEATS IN PRICE TREND

The index of wholesale commodity price«, as compiled by th' 
Bu.'ucU of Labor StatUUcs and based on 192« as 100. declined 
frejn 06 5 in July 1929 to 59.8 In February 1933 and then show­
ed a sharp recovery for a period of about two years, reaching 3 • 7 
in M..y 1935 After that, the trend was practically sldewlee unt. 
the last two months of 1936. During November and December, 
there was a noticeable spurt with the mdex for the latter month 
ri'ing to 83.6. according to a preliminary estimate.

While the price movement since March 1933 has had seme u.n- 
nsua! aspects, there is still little reason to assume that the price 
trend has departed from the pattern established after the Napo 
leomc Wars and duplicated after the Civil War. according to the 
Alex.inder Hamilton Institute. After the former conflict, there 
was a long term decline which lasted approximately 29 years. 
After the latter conflict, there was a decline with a duration of 
S3 years. It Is thus apparent that, without a change In the usual 
post-war pattern, we are still In a long-term period of declining 
price, since le.ss than 17 years have elapsed since the price peak 
in 1920

That the usual pocst-war patUrn Is still bc'.ng followed Is Indi 
cated by the fact that the price movement since 1920 has up to 
the present time conformed in a general way to the trends aftei 
the Napoleonic Wars and after the Civil War. The price rally 
which began in Ma”ch 19-33 does not vitiate the comparison The 
long term price declines which occurred after the two major con­
flicts of the nineteenth century were both Interrupted by sub- 
ztantlzl rallies. Moreover, each of these former rallies started 
zt practically the same level as the one at which the current rally 
began At the start of the rally in 1834, the price Index was 60.3, In 
187». the index was 68.2 and In February 1OT3. the index was 59 S 
The rallies which b. gan in 1834 and In 1879 both proved to ho 
temporary affairs, giving way to a resumption of the long-term 
downward trends.

wmic the course of prices In the current rally has differed from 
the course of prices In either of the two former rallies, the differ­
ence ha', not been suiflcent to provide support for the theory that 
the present rally Is a movement of a relatively permanent char- 
ecUT The two previous rallies differed from each other and yet 
they both were temporary matters.

Tlie outstanding peculiarity of the current rally has been lU 
duration. The peak of the 1834 rajly was reached In 34 month.', 
while the peak In the 1879 rally was reached In 36 months. As 
compared with the.se periods, the month of December 1936, Ir 
which the price average reached the highest level so far attained 
In the pre.sent movement, represented the 46th month since the 
beginning of the current rally. The Index of 83.5 In December 
1936, however, was below the peak of 88.4 reached in the 1834 
gaily Moreover, the drop frofr. the peak did not represent the 
defbiite resumption of the long term downward price trend. Be- 
lore this was re.sumed, prices momenUilly recovered a good part 
o l the loss suffered In the drop from the peak, rising nearly tc 
the lewel prevaUlng In December 1936. Thus, If the duration of 
the 1834 rally is measured from Its beginning to Its secondary 
peak, it lasted 58 months or a year longer than the presen" 
rally has lasted. It must be assumed, therefore, that prices at the 
present tipie are following the usual post-war course.

The conclusion la, therefore, that the current rally will give 
way to a resumption of the long term downward trend although 
the experience after the Napoleonic Wars suggests that this may 
not occur before the beginning of 1938. This postponement, how­
ever, Is not certain In view of the experience after the Civil War 
when price« resumed their downward trend Immediately after the 
peak of the post-war rally was reached Even If the decline Is 
postponed until 1938, It Is questionable whether the peak of the 
current rally will be much above the point reached In December

Many who read much fiction 
never read a novel, or even a 
book of stor es. They get thdr 
fiction In magazines and new.?- 
paper serial. Among delegates 
to the conference there seemed 
to be a growing support of the 
notion that librarians should try 
to control the reading of library 
patrons They should, of course, 
a,' always they are, be ready to 
advise when a patron wishes 
help In laying out a reading 
course. Many libraries offer ex­
cellent courses and helpful gen­
eral guidance. But this 1« a dif­
ferent matter from trying to Im- 
pose the librarian's taste on the 
patron .- -Indianapolis New.s.
