Senator Robert R. Reynolds ot :
North Carolina has introduced |
several bills restricting immigra- |
tion and making deportation ot |
aliens mandatory under certain |
conditions. ?

The senator stated that the
immigration and alien questions|
deserve the serious consideration |
of Congress and of every Amer-
ican citizen. In support of his |
measures he quoted from the
1930 census to show that at that

time there were 14,204,149 for-!
eign-born in this country. Of this
number, several millions were

The senator sald that at
least one person out of every|
eight on the relief roll in this |
country is an alien Discu.ssingl
the situation, Senator Reynolds;
asserted that in administering |
relief, the local and other agen- |
cies make no distinction be-]
tween our citizens and aliens, |
and that the Soclal Security Act|
makes no distinction between
American citizens and aliens in
the application of its categories.
Declaring that hundreds of
thousands of aliens are holding
jobs which rightfully belong to
American citizens, the country |
is confronted with the ridiculous |
position of not only paying aliens
hundreds of millions of dollars |
annually in wages, much ot
which is sent abroad, but obli-
gates itself to pension them after
reaching a certain age for the
remainder of their lives.

Senator Reynolds averred that
there were thousands of alien
criminals roving about the coun.
try, preying upon the citizens,
who should be deported, and
that because of the lack of an
alien registration act, it is im-
possible to determine the num-
ber of aliens in this country or
the number who were coming in
across our borders or by other
irregular means
[  The immigration and alien de-
| sortation bills introduced by
senator Reynolds aim to place
the opportunities for employ-
ment in the hands of American
citizens only, protect living
standards, and reduce the Na-
tion’s relief burdens and its
eriminal record. The employ-
ment of any alien by any de-
partment or agency of the gov-
ernment of the United States is
forbidden, except for a definite
purpose, and then only for a
limited time. Deportation of alien
criminals and spies, also aliens
on relief, is made mandatory.
Under his measures existing im-
migration quotas would be re-
duced by 90 per cent.

“While the United States pre-
pares for peace many other na-
tions prepare for war. If we
should be so unfortunate as to be
drawn into the holocaust of an-
cther world war, it seems the
part of folly to spend a billion
iollars on national de-
fense for protection of our coun-
try and its institutions from an
enemy from without, and permit
more than six and a quarter
millions of aliens to remain in
this country to become potential
spies and enemies to bore from
within. These aliens have neith-
er pledged, nor do they owe al-
legiance to the United States.

“We must enact and enforce
immigration laws which will
place the welfare of America and
Americans first. No other coun-
try pets and mollycoddles its
alien populations as we do. Other
countries take the proper and
sensible view that, in a country
with an established government
and institutions for the promo-
tion of the welfare of its citi-

to first consideration in every
respect.”

A member of the Taft family,
asked why the amount was so0
mall when the sculptor was
known to have received high
commissions during his long
career, explained: “Mr. Taft
gave away during the last 30
years of his life betwen $250999
and $300,000.

“This was spent largely on
young sculptors, but also on the
purchase of casts, which Mr, Taft
bought for his long-planned
‘dream museum’ of comparative
sculpture and upon the comple-
tion of his ‘fountain of emotion/’
which was designed to balance
his ‘fountain of time’' at the
other end of the midway in
Chicago

“Although Mr. Taft had re-
ceived no commission for this, he
poured tens of thousands of dol-
lars into the work.”

While Taft was creating his
noteworthy pieces, young stu.
dents lived in his studio. At times
as many as half a dozen resided
rent free in the Atelier, relatives
said.

colleze takes pains to prevent the matriculation of those it con
siders unlikely to profit from their work Additional tets and
requirements are imposed upon the students who complete two
years study, and unless they give indisputable evidence of being
able to complete satisfactorily the more highly specialized
courses of the two years, they will not be allowed to con-
tinue. Such a process of elimination is in decided contrast to that
of the usual state school where the democratization of opportun-
Ity too often results in debased standards of scholarship and like
