Dr. McCormack stated that the
course of the bullet, which pen-
etrated the chest between two
ribs, would not be known until
an x-ray was taken later in the
day. The bullet may have glan-
ced upward into the chest cavity
or downward into the abdomin-
al cavity, he said. “He is appar-
ently recovering nicely from the
shock,” he said.

Authorities believe the shot
was fired from a .22 calibre rifle.

Mrs. Davis told authorities a
bullet whistled by her head while
she was on the porch of her
home shaking rugs several days
ago and a group of boys also re-
ported narrowly escaping injury
in the same manner while they
were in the woods.
