PHyne Coffman fed out a baby 
beef for hU Vocational Agricul­
ture project. The calf gained 
3.7 pounds dally for 104 days. It 
weighed 985 pounds at the end 
of the feeding period . and sold 
for 11 cents per pound.

Each boy taking vocational ag­
riculture Is required to have pro­
jects on which he keeps records 
Fayne Coffman, a senior In our 
chapter, selected a baby beef as 
his project.

When the calf was put In the 
feed lot In November. It weighed 
6(X) pounds. When sold In Fort 
Worth last week. It tipped the 
scales at 985 pounds.

Eeconds on the calf show a 
net Income of $30,64. Labor on 
the calf was valued at $5.70. The 
net Income plus the value of 
self-labor totals $36.34

Next year several F. F. A. 
boys plan to have calves as 
their projects, especially since 
Fayne sold his for such a good 
price Fayne, we hope you s u n -  
ed something worthwhile for our 
community.

The Increase In price« over the level of a year ago 
was 20.1 per cent. With the rise In prices more than offsetting 
the drop In the quantity marketed, farm cash Income from f  
aale of agricultural products amounted to $626.000.000 In January 
this year as against $550.000.000 In the corresponding month 1.'"

While the current year started off with farm Income supported 
greater inflation than a year ago, more Inflation than that 

prevailing In January will be necessary to raise the farmers’ an­
nual Income In 1937 td an appreciably higher level than In 193C 
On the basis of the price level of farm products In January and 
on the bails of the prospective supply of farm products avail­
able for shipment this year, an annual Income of $7,702,000.000 
from marketing In 1937 is Indicated, or only 1,6 per cent more 
than In 1936. Prices of farm products for the full year would 
need to average 12.0 per cent above the January level to pro­
vide an Increase In Ih annual Income from marketings as large 
as the Increase over a year ago which occurred In January.

The report on farm Income for Ænuaoy consequently does not 
afford an Indication of any particular expansion of farm Income 
for the year as a whole. Such an expansion will depend upon an 
extension of the inflationary movement and the consequent rais­
ing of prices well above Uoe January level. More Inflation this 
year is questionable since the current movement seems now to 
have been extended to a point where It could be easily Inter­
rupted.
