Opportunities Good

D enton.— ’Texaiu can Justly 
boast of the size of their sta te  
and the hospitality of the  peo­
ple. ’They can .<i>eak with pride 
of their Industries—of oU, cot­
ton and cattle. And they could 
—though seldom do—do a  little 
exulting over the higher educa­
tional facilities which reach in ­
to every oomor of the s ta te ’s 
vast area.

No section of ’Texas Is beyond 
the reach of some of the higher 
educational Institutions. ’There 
are 116 colleges, universities and 
academies In the state, 71 of 
which are fully accredited.

In  the accredited schools, 
there a re  51.950 students enroll­
ed, and the unaccredited Insti­
tutions claim 11,320, making a 
total of 63,270 young men and 
women registered In ’Texas 
schools of higher learning The 
enrollment In a single school 
varies from 90 to  more than 
8000.

’The state .supports 16 colleges 
and universities. Largest of the 
sta te  achools Is the University 
of Texas a t  Austin with more 
th an  8000 students In its regular 
session. FoUowltrg the University 
in size are A. M M. a t College 
Station. ’Texas ’Technological at 
Lubbock and Texas S tate College 
for Women a t  Denton. ’This la t­
ter school being the largest s ta n ­
dard college for women In the 
United su te s .

Within the s u te ’s borders are
33 denominational schools, 4 p ri. 
vate schools and 18 municipal 
schools. Junior colleges number
34 and they are topped by 36 
four-year schools. There are 61 
accredited coeducational schools 
In the sU te, 6 women’s colleges, 
3 m en’s colleges, 7 teachers’ col­
leger:. 2 medical achools, and 2 
theological seminaries Texas al­
so provides for the education cf 
negroes, with 4 negro colleges 
enrolling approximately 5000.

I t is a serious handicap th a t I 
get so fa r behind with my read­
ing. I mean the reading tha t's  
high, noble and Inspiring. Not 
long sliice I noticed a writer 
stated  th a t Michael Faraday's 
biography had been w ritten a 
dozen times, i  decided tha t a 
life creating so many unusual 
Impressions and th a t had a t­
tracted to  Itself loftiest honors 
should be looked Into. So I d rift, 
ed over the yeais to hear the oc­
cult voice of time.

"A crowded gathering of dis­
tinguished scientists had been 
listening spellbound to  the m as­
terly expositions of Michael F ar­
aday. He had brought his lec­
ture to a  close w ith an experi­
m ent so norvel. so trium phant, 
th a t for some time a fte r he re­
sumed his seat, the house rocked 
with enthusiastic applause. And 
then the Prince of Wales rose 
to propose a  motion of congrat- | 
ulatlon. The motion was carried | 
with renewed thunders of ap ­
plause. The uproar was succeed­
ed by a strange silence. The as­
sembly waited for Faraday's re ­
ply but the lecturer had vanish­
ed. W hat had become of him? 
Only two or three friends were 
In the  secret. He was a member 
of a little church th a t never 
boasted of many members. The 
hour a t  which Faraday closed 
his lecture was the hour of the 
week-night prayer meeting. A 
meeting he never neglected. Un­
der cover of the cheering and 
applause he had slipped out of 
the crowded hall to  join a few 
a t the meetinghouse where they 
received fellowship with Ood ” 

Indeed one of the most beauti­
ful and scholarly characters of 
the century. No wonder th a t 
more than  a half score writers 
hastened to  produce biographies 
of his life In which all the sub­
limities and simplicities met.

Did not people of th e  past 
take more time for thought and 
real character building than  the 
present generation? To make or 
create a  life 1s the chief of our 
being. Making a living as Im­
portan t a s  th a t Is only inciden­
tal to  making a life Our civil­
ization as It moves up or down 
Is an In terpretation of the av­
erage life.

One th ing Is real sure—we can 
never reclaim atid fortify our 
civilization until the Sabbath 
Day ts redeemed and lifted to 
Its rightful place In our thinking 
and conduct. The observance of 
a Holy Day has always been 
fundam ental t  othe security of 
Informed people. When results 
are all In, the world will be m uch 
wiser, but there may be 
chance to reform.—Sam Say.
